Amsamination of Hon. G. W. Smith,
From the San Antonio Herald
In another place we give a short atcount
of the cowardly murderof one of the finest
young men that ever trod the soll of Texas,
the Hon, G, W. Smith, delegate to the Re-
construction Convestion, aud one of the
Republican Executive Committee.

Cuptain Smith eerved gallantly in the
Federal army; o left his school in the West
and reepnndcb 0 the call of his country,
and fought his way into Texss, where e
set up the old flag aud determined to stand
by it or die. A young, almost beardless
youth, temperate almost to a fault, never
using auy kind of liquor, teas or coffee,
never uttering an oath-—-purity and good-
noess danced from his fearless eye, and shons
forih on every feature of his honest
face, He had fought through the war for
tue establishment of the Uplon, and
was the last man to compromise & single
principle. In the Convention he was a
quiet worker, speaking but two or three
umes during the session. He contended
very warmly in favor of plucing no restric~
tion of sgeupon any eoflice in the State, and
in favor of the most liberal provisions in
regard to residence and citizenship,

e was o young man of flue sense, and
wus riud in all his notious of morais aud
politics, No man lias died {o the nation, for
the cause, inspired with purer or better
motives than G. W, Smith. He led the Un~
fon sentiment in his section of the State,
aud there is no one to take his place, He was
singled out asa marg for cowardly assassina.
tion, and Lns aied the death of 4 martyr to
vrinciple, His murder can never be pun
ished.

FUNERAL OF THE MURDERED MAN,

The man killed yesterdwy morning about
two o'clock, at the corner of Bt. Philip and
Chartres streets, mentioned in last even-
ing's paper, was Leterio Burba, twenty six
years old, & native of Messiug, and a8 mem-
ber of the Inoocents club, He was shot in
five places, and almost instantly killed.

While he was breathing his lust Major De
1lele, who hup{nened to be standing nesr
by, asked him it he had be shot by a
vegro.  He shook his head, belug unable to
speak. Being asked if & white man shot
him he simply nodded his head. He lived
ut 35 Hospital street.
harles Wagner, who was present at the
time of the shooting, statcs that decensed
Was oa the side of Chartres street, uear St.
Phillp, next to the river; that the man who
killed him came nlong the other side of the
strect armed with & shot gun, wben,
without a word passing wo far as Mr.
Wagoer heard, the man leveled the gun
at deceased and fired, csusing him to tall
dead snd that the murdercr immediately
ran down 8t. Philip to Royal, then to Du-
maine, down Dumuine to Villere and turned
into Orleaus street, where he hid himself in
6 butcher's stable snd escaped, Mr. Wag-
ner, who is & special officer of the Cansl
aud Claiborne Raliroad company, blew his
whistle and pursued him but no policeman
came to his assistance.

The decensed was evidently killed with
buckshot. The suppositions are either that
an old rra’g: existed between the p . ties,
or thut u quurrel had occurrd betweew
them in the course of the procession.

A verdict of death from an unknown
party was returned by Dr, Avils and the
Jury, ewing to the discrepancy between this
evidence and other statements,

Mr. Waguner, who is quite & young man,
made affidavit yesterdsy before Recorder
Gastinel that he recognized the man who
did the shooting as one of the two brothers
Belot, Octave or Armand, he could not tell
which. He declared that he could identify
him when hie saw him. The former, Octave
Belot, is a member of the prescatr State
Legislature.

It may not be improper to state that Ie-
corder Gastinel expresses a doubt as to the
correctness of this statement, for it is un-
derstood that both of the Belots together
with several other Republicans, were se-
creted 6t that time to avoid the dapgers
they feared from the crowd who had two
hours before then broken open A. Belot's
oigar store and destroyed his farniture. This
is the report of the Bee:

After the procession of Innocents
Monduy night had dispersed, a body of
armed men, whose identity 18 unknown,
broke open the cizar store of A, Belot, in
the Second District, broke up his furniture
with axes, and threw everything in the
house into the sireets, the family, however,
escaplog with iujary.

to the wounded man.

comfortable, receiving the best surgical st~

caver.

Who fired the shotis unknown. It muy
have been a white man, It may have been
a colored man, It may (forever remain &
mystery.

Barba was killed after Mr. Belot's
cigar store was cleaned out, but
the Crescent, with an jnexcussble igne-
rance of the facts, says the accused, Belot,
keeps, or rather kept, a cigar shop on Clai-
borne street, near St. Aun, The shop was
entered during the day, yesterday, by some
of the friends and avengers of the murdered
man, who sacked the store, destroying all of
its contents.

Last evening Mr. Belot had not been ar-
rested, nor is there any good resson to sup.
pose that he will be.

Barba was buried yesterday afternoon,
the Innocents attending his funeral in &
body.
