A C urious  C o n s c ie n c e .—The Moniteur in­
forms us that on the occasion of the funeral 
of the late Queen of Madagascar, orders 
were issued tor a national mourning, which 
was to last three months. During that 
period ladies were to wear no garment 
that covered the bosom or fell below the 
knee. The “effect,” says the Moniteur, was 
“peculiar.” We are surprised at the re­
mark, considering that in Paris, and cer­
tainly in London, a similar costume is now 
perfectly common. The only difference 
between Madagascar and either metropolis 
that we can see. is that in the former wo­
men go about IjAlf-dreused in obedience to 
superior orders for a limited period and in 
moments of grief; whereas amongst us they 
indulge in the “peculiar eflecl” in hours of 
supposed gayely, and threaten to do so for 
an indefinite time. We suppose it is only 
another illustration of extremes meeting. 
Perhaps when the fashionable females of 
England are compelled by some calamity 
or other to go into mourning, they will 
once more dress themselves, at least for a 
time.—English paper.

The correspondent of the New York 
Tribune writes the following to that paper. 
It discloses the same determined spirit to 
prevent a peaceable election and a fair 
vote that existed here tor weeks prior to 
the election:

S a v a n n a h , November 3.—The Republi­
cans of this city have been prevented from 
voting to-day for the following reasons: 
First, only three ballot boxes were pro­
vided by the Ordinary for polling nearly 
seven thousand votes; these boxes were in 
one room. An immense crowd collected 
when the polls opened at seven o'clock, 
and constantly increased thereafter, voting 
being delayed purposely by Democrat*, 
who challenged every Republican on the 
ground of non payment of taxes. This 
delay resulted in great uneasiness, as it was 
evident a Democratic trick to compel every 
Republican to swear in his vote, and thus 
overcome their majority. The uneasiness 
soon manifested itself by jostling in the 
crowd, and an officer who desired to 
stop this trouble was indiscreet enough to 
fire his revolver either directly into or just 
over the crowd. This shot ciusedarush 
of the Democratic police—all old Confede­
rate soldiers, ready tor the fray—into the 
living mass of unarmed ^Republicans, 
mostly blacks, firing about one hundred 
shots into them. There was not the least 
occasion for such violence. So savage was 
the attack, and so blind were the assail­
ants, that they actually shot two of their 
own number in the confusion. Little or 
no resistance was made by the crowd, who 
fled in all directions, having come to the 
polls unarmed, in accordance with in­
structions from the Radical leaders. Sev­
eral were killed, and many more wounded.

The Post Commander being appealed to 
by the civil authorities to furnish troops, 
demurred, and hesitated nearly half an 
hour, and then only consented on a formal 
written application, after quiet was re­
stored, and the Republicans, finding the 
managers of the election nearly all Demo­
cratic, and considering the persistent 
challenging and violent demonstrations, 
threats and intimidstton as conclusive 
evidence of a determination on the part of 
Democrats that they should not poll their 
vote, had retired en masse from the polls. 
A large meeting was immediately held and 
every colored Republican advised to go 
quietly home, as it was simply impossible 
to poll the vote of the city at three boxes, 
even if there were no challenges to delay, 
and the treatment already received by tne 
colored population satisfied them that 
they could expect nothing but violence.

A special Washington dispatch to the 
Chicago Tribune explains the causes of the 
difficulty in Florida. He says :

The trouble in Florida is, to a consider­
able extent, personal. Governor Reed and 
Lieutenant Governor Gleason were both 
from Wisconsin. The Governor is an old 
journalist, always a Republican, and is a 
man of considerable culture. The Lieu­
tenant Governor was a lumberman and 
Democratic politician at the breaking out 
of the war. He is a man of some force, but 
entirely without culture. The Governor 
represents the moderate element and the 
views of the Republican party, while 
the Lieutenant Governor is an ex­
tremist of the extremists. The new 
Constitution gives the Governor a 
great deal of patronage, and the im­
mediate cause of the present quarrel 

: the fact that he has not made appoint­
ments satisfactory to the Lieutenantr-Gov- 
ernor and his friends.
