The annual report of Major General J. J. 
lleynolda on freedmen’s affairs in Texas 
seta forth the deplorable condition 
things in that State with terrible force. It 
is dated at Austin, on the twentieth of Oc­
tober. We present the material portions, 
which are as follows:

M y  constant aim has been to give to the 
free people of the State all the protection
possible with the means at my disposal, 
and at the same time to leave them Iree to 
act for themselves in all things pertaining 
to their material welfare. In all matters of 
contracts, whether for wages or for a por­
tion of the crops, and in the disposal of the 
results of their labor, I have exercised no 
control, save in so far as they would be 
guided by the advice and counsel of the 
Sub-Assistant Commissioners. The freed 
people look to them for this, and are gen­
erally governed by it.
PENALTIES RESERVE I> EXCLUSIVELY FOR 

FRKEDMEN.
The greatest difficulty I  labor under— 

as I have often before represented—is in 
securing the freed people justice in cases 
of a criminal nature. I have used every 
meaua I could employ to educate and 
force the civil authorities up to doing some­
thing near their duty, but the sentiment oi 
the entire people is so demoralized, and 
they are so specially averse to recognizing 
the equality of the negro before the law 
that 1 can not report any very great 
amount of progress in that direction. 
Owiog to this condition of affairs, 
I have been compelled, in many in­
stances, to authorize Hub-Assistant 
Commissioners to arrest, try and punish 
certain classes of offenses committed upon
the treed people. While the civil author 
ities and the citizens so signally fail in 
punishing ihose ot the white race who com­
mit offenses upon the freed people, they 
are ever ready, and, in fact, ovec>zealous, 
in administering the law to its fullest ex­
tent when the accused is of the freed race. 
Punishment generally follows the offense 
swiftly and surely. Offenses which, when 
committed by the whites, are daily passed 
by without notice, become crimes of 
greater or less magnitude when committed 
by them.

DILIGENT IN MURDER.
Of the many hundreds ot freed people 

killed since toe close of the war, I know 
of no instance where punishment has fol­
lowed ihe perpetration ot the crime when 
the author was of the whire  race. There 
is, in fact, no punishment for the perpetra­
tion of homicides when the guilty p*rty is 
of the white race. It d<M»e not matter 
whether the victim is while or black, by 
some book or crook the law i* evaded, and
thAguflty party goes unpunished.

The demoralized condition of the senti
ment of the whole people ; their total dis­
regard for law and order; their intolerance 
o f  o pin ions diftVrng from tbeir own, and 
the light, value they place upon hnmar. life, 
has so often been brought to your notice 
by myself and predecessors that to say more 
upon a subject that has already become so 
notorious throughout the length 'and 
breadth of the land, teems like idle vepeii

the annexed report of

of the Bureau, William H. Sinelair, 
prepared from the records of his office. It 
is not claimed that this report is complete. 
From a variety of causes it would be im­
possible to make it so. No systematic 
method was adopted 1er obtaining such in­
formation until about eighteen months ago. 
Even since agents have been required to 
make reports, from which the subjoined 
statement is collated, all the cases have 
not been reported. The State is so large, 
agents so widely scattered, and the means 
of obtaining information so few and unre­
liable, it can not be done. The records 
from which the report is prepared gives 
statements in detail, showing causes which 
actuated the perpetrators of many of these 
crimes, and the circumstances of cruelty 
and torture attending them of a most re­
volting and fiendish character.”
THE BALANCE SHEET OF MURDER FOR TEX49.

The report of Inspector Sinclair, to which 
allusion is made, shows, from the close of 
the war to the thirtieth of September. 1868, 
the following figures: Murders of freed 
people by persons whose color is unknown, 
27; of treed people by whites, 464; of 
whites by whites. 253; of whites by per­
sons of unknown color, 11; of whites by 
freed people. 6; total, officially reported, 
761 ; whites shot and stabbed but not killed, 
56: negroes shot and stabbed but not killed, 
213; Bureau Agents killed, C; negroes 
whipped. 158: whites, none: number of 
persons hung by civil authorities, only one, 
a fiet lnian.

The feeling among the planters and the 
freed people in the cotton and cane region, 
i. e.. the Southern portion of the State, is 
much better than heretofore, while in the 
Northern and Eastern portions of the State 
the reverse is the case. Every day reports 
reach me of the killiog of Union men or treed 
people, and ot their having been, when not 
killed, driven from their homes by acts ot 
violence and warnings as to their fate it 
they did not leave.

A THIRST FOR IGNORANCE.
General Reynolds embodies in his report 

that of his Superintendent cf Education, 
from which we make the following extract : 

Much difficulty is experienced in obtain­
ing aud supporiing competent and efficient 
teachers, owing to the bitterness ol preju­
dice which still exists against the educa­
tion of the colored people. It is almost 
impossiole to obtaia boarding places for 
those engaged in the work, especially in 
the case of ladies who may be sent by 
the missionary societies of the North. And 
after parties may be found who will bear 
the odium of boarding -‘nigger teachers,-’ 
as they are termed, there is no protection,

1 civil or military, against the cowardly in­
sults to which they are subjected, and in 
enduring which there is no sympathy or 
encouragement on the part of those who 
in other respects are loyal to the govern­
ment.

It is the conviction of the Superintendent 
that upon the subject of education of the 
freedmen. there is but little difference in 
sentiment among the great miss of the 
people--between those who are loyal and 
those who are not.

The teachers furnished by the American 
Missionary Association, who are very faith­
ful and competent, went home at the close 
of June, and I have not heard of their in­
tended return. Their places have been 
supplied by the best material that conld be 
obtained, and though very inferior to the 
missionary teachers, it is, in the mind of the 
Superintendent, of doubtful propriety to 
ask for their return in the present disturbed 
state of the public mind.

It would be very desirable and of great 
service if the association could send us 
some male teachers, as homes could bo 
found with less difficulty, and they would 
be less exposed to insult and outrage.

As an indication of the extent of the op­
position met with in our work I submit the 
following cases from official information in 
my possession :

TEXAS USES OF 8CHOOLHOU8ES.
A prosperous school at Circleville, Wil­

liamson county, under the care of Miss 
Louanna Eggleston, a young colored lady 
of experience and discretion, was closed 
by the burning of the house on Saturday 
night, the twenty-seventh of June, no fire 
having been used in or near the building.

At Clarksville, Red River county, a 
school in charge of the Rev. Charles Gold­
berg, a Presbyterian clergyman, was 
broken up by a band of young men call­
ing themselves Ku-Klux.and Mr. Goldberg 
compelled to leave the State.

At Kaufman, Kaufman county, the school 
house was nearly destroyed by being beaten 
down, July 23, and an attempt made to 
assassinate the teacher, Mr. Maier, who 
escaped into Missouri.

At Millican, Brazos county, a flourishing 
school, taught by the Rev. J. Hensley and 
wife, was broken up by the riot ot July, 
and the teachers compelled to leave to save 
their lives.

I have just been informed by the Sub- 
Assistant Commissioner, at Waco, of the 
murder of one of our teachers in Fallo 
county, and that another in Bosque county 
has been run off and compelled to seek 
safety in Waco. I have also to-day been 
called upon by the teacher from Jefferson, 
Marion county, who closed his school for 
safety and left a lew days previous to the 
recent murderous outbreak in that town.

From an editorial Id the columns of the 
Indianapolis Journal we make the follow­
ing extracts:

Démocratie papers are heavy wiih com­
plaints of negro domination in the South. 
Whites are exoluded from the polls, mur­
dered, plundered, abused and insulted by 
lawless bands of cuticuiar blackness. No

esistance provokes renewed out­
rage ; Bubmission inspires no merqy. The 
whites have suffered with the exemplary 
patience to have been expected from their 
temper and habits. The negroes have 
domineered with the arrogance provoked 
by years of pampered indulgence as pet 
property. The conduct of both, the law­
less oppression of toe negro and the meek 
endurauce ot his victims, seems to us so 
natural, so direetly the result of the past 
condition and relation of the races, that we 
have been led to examine Ihe current rec­
ords of the disturbances in the South to see 
if for once an a priori conclusion might not 
be supported by facts. It is. At least it 
is so far sustained that we must admit the 
negro dommution in the rebel Slates to be 
(he most extraordinary ever witnessed in 
any country under Heaven.

The JourrMl continues: “ In Louisiana 
the conduct ol the negroes at the recent 
election was execrable. General Ii .usaeau 
said they would not dart to voie.' He told 
a correspondent oi the New York llnald 
this: ‘There will be no election in Louit- 
iana. You can telegraph that tact. The
Radicals will not vote; they dare not, in­
deed.’ General Rousseau meant that tbe
negroes would not think so meanly of 
themselves as to use the same ballot-box 
as their masters. And they did not. If 
they had been content to exhibit their sense 
of superiority by abstaining from tbe elec­
tion, they would not btve been denounced 
as lawless, however justly censurable for 
unseemly arrogance.

But they went further. They excluded 
from the polls in New Orleans all but twen­
ty-five thousand whiles. They were en- 
fretted with the gentlest of bowie-knivftg, 
Ihev w e r e  solicited wiih the most per*ua- 
S i re  revolvers, to give their masters a fair 
show at the eleoiion, but without avail. 
They put in two hundred and filty ot their 
own votes by showing their contempt tor 
,Ko whole proceeding.
