In the First District Court yesterday, the 
habeas corpus case of the S t Bernard pris­
oners charged with inciting riot in that 
parish, was called for final hearing a little 
after one o’clock P. M. Judge Hawkins* 
the prisoner’s counsel, ably and clearly 
dtated the points of law involved in the 

a d i c n i  case a*d showed conclusively the illegality 
of the whole transaction which had de­
prived so many men of their liberty. In 
the first place the vague and general char­
acter of the charges, that did not include a 
simple crime of which the laws of Louisi­
ana could take cognizance, rendered the 
commitment a moet extraordinary proceed- 

Moreover, the mittimus was directed 
to the Shiriff of Orleans when it should 
have been directed to the Sheriff cf St. 
Bernard.

The counsel also exhibited 'he certificate 
of the Secretary of State, under the State 
seal, which certified that Philip Toca, the 
committing Magistrate had not filed his 
oath of eligibility as required by law. It 
was plain, the counsel thought, that the 
acts of the Justice were null and void inas­
much as 4the Legislature had 60 declared. 
Finally he characterized the whole pro­
ceeding as a most flagrant usurpation of 
power and argued that if the commitment 
were .sustained, nobody’s liberty would be 
secure,'and all attempts to establish a har­
monious society, or a uniform and consist­
ent system of jurisprudence, would be 
vain.

Attorney General Beiden, for the State, 
evidently considered that the charges 
against the prisoners could not be sus­
tained, although in the discussion of the 
minor legal points incident to the case he 
faithfully performed his duty.

Judge Abell did not consider it neces­
sary to decide any question as to the valid­
ity of acts performed by officials only par­
tially qualified under the law. But on the 
sole ground of the absence of any definite 
charge of crime, he ordered the immediate 
release of the prisoners, sixty-five in num­
ber.

TUE ACCUSED COMMITTED FOR MURDER.

THE GEBMAHS GET “BBAV0."

This morning Recorder Becker announced 
his decision in the case of William Blevips, 
arraigned and examined before him for the 
murder of Patrolman Gebhard, o n  St. 
Charles street, on the evening of the 
seventh instant. Mr. Gebhard was Capt&m 
of a section of German Turners, and was 
much esteemed by Germans generally. 
Hence men of that nationality have 
manifested a deep interest in the case, acd 
a large number of Germans were in court 
this morning, awaiting the decision of the 
Recorder.

Before reading the conclusion to which 
he had arrived, Recorder Becker instructed 
the officers of the court to preserve order 
and requested those who were assembled 
to refrain from any audible manifestations. 
He then read as follows;

State versus William Blevins.—This is a 
charge against the prisoner of murder, 
made by the Coroner of this parish, who. 
together with the jury of inquest, heard the 
evidence for tlie prosecution; and although 
there is some conflict in the testimony pro­
duced on the preliminary examination, I 
feel constrained, after a careful examina­
tion of the law in reference to the duties of 
committing magistrates under cases simi­
lar to the one now before me, to commit 
the defendant upon the charge of murder 
befote the First District Court.

I do not consider it to be within the 
scope of my authority as committing mag­
istrate to discriminate or undertake to de­
cide w hat degrpe of homicide the defend­
ant may be guilty of, if guilty, as that prov­
ince or duty properly belongs to the court 
and jury of the last resort.

When the officer was conducting the pri­
soner from the court room several voices 
were heard exclaiming, “Bravo!” as if in 
approbation of the order of the Recorder 
that tlie accused be remanded to prit on 
without bail; but the manifestations weie 
immediately repressed by the officers of 
court.

The charge against Blevins will be speed­
ily investigated by the Grand Jury, and 
the pri-oner will be tried without unneces- 
ary delay, on the indictment that the jury 

may lind.
