The new Board of Public Works act 
with promptness and energy, and are doing 
all in their power to protect the agricul­
tural interests of tbe State from losses by 
overflow and inundation. They awarded, 
yesterday, contracts for building levees, as 
follows:

Fairview aud Red River Landing levee, 
to J. P. Kennedy, at thirty-four cents per 
cubic yard.

Lake Providence levee, to J. W. Burke, 
at twenty-nine cents.

Alton levee, to John McGinty, at twen­
ty-nine cents.

Morgan levee, to James Nolan, at twen­
ty-seven cents.

All the contractors are experienced in 
this kind of werk, and were prompt in 
presenting satisfactory security. The 
Board appointed A. F. Wrotnowski as 
draughtsman. The Board adjourned until 
December 7, at which time the proposals 
for buildiDg Grand levee will be opened.

The Picayune of this morniDg says, in 
reference to levee matters:

All these adjudications are to old levee 
contractors, who are familiar with the con­
struction of levees.

The Fairview and Red River levees, a l­
though not combined in the advertisement 
for proposals, were adjudicated jointly io 
Mr. Kennedy, in preference to other bids, 
because the aggregate of his bids upon tbe 
two levees were lower than the bids of 
others separately given, the Board de­
ciding to combine the two in order to save 
expense.

The specification for tbe work npon the 
levees required that they shall be completed 
by the first of February. We noticed in 
our report of the bids yesterday ihat the 
proposal of Mr. L. Murphy for the Red 
River levee was singularly above the mark 
—$1 35 per cubic yard, while that of Mr. 
Kennedy, to whom the building of this 
levee has been intrusted, was only 34c. 
Although Mr. Kennedy is one of the most 
competent aud reliable levee contractors 
in our State, we have been informed by a 
gentleman who has hid much experience 
in the construction of levees in Louisiana, 
and whose opinion is entitled to much 
weight, that the Red River levee will 
cost the contractor three times as much as 
his bid to construct. Mr. Murphy, it 
seems, had recently made a personal sur­
vey of this levee, and if all account« of its 
condition are true, his bid of $1 35 per 
cubic yard was not so extravagant as it 
seemed at first blush. However, this is a 
matter which affects the contractor and not 
the State, and we have only alluded to it 
in order to place Mr. Murphy’s bid in its 
proper light.

A deputation of planters from the parish 
of Madison were in consultation with the 
Board yesterday in reference to the build­
ing the Milliken’s Bend levee, in order to 
secure the most important portion ot the 
parish from overflow.

This levee is said to be one of the most 
important below the Arkansas line.

From various sources the facts embod­
ied in the following article are cou p led 
which are presented in tbe language of tbe 
writers:

Whenever public opinion prohibits free 
discussion, murder and riot will surely en­
sue. Jefferson, Texas, gives us an exam­
ple. They have several Democratic pa­
pers there, but no Republican organ. So, 
of course, the falsehoods of the press can 
not be refuted, and are regarded by many 
honest people as unquestionable facts. 
Beside«, Republicans are too few and ob­
noxious to resent or deny the slanders of 
their opponeuts. One of the Jefferson pa­
pers is called the Ultra Ku-Klux. It states 
\U mission to be ‘-To abuse the Cirpet- 
baggers and scalawags up to the hub for 
the money.” So it beads its articles villi- 
fying noted Unionists, thus: ‘ Our Dirty 
Column.” Fortunate, iudeed, is .hat mau 
who can live unmolested by mobs after be­
ing thus exhibited to an excited people.

Among these unfortunate victim«i were 
Hon. G. W. Smith, of the Texas Conven­
tion, and Capt tin Kirkham, Bureau Agent 
at Boston, Texas. After repealed attempts, 
both these gentlemen were murdered. 
Many others, after being thus slandered, 
very narrowly escaped assassination. 
Among these were Hon. Aaron Grigsby, 
Judge Caldwell, Judge Campbell and 
others, of Jefferson, together with Captain 
Rand, Bureau Agent at Clarksville. Hon. 
G. W. Whitmore, of Tyler, Judge Hart, of 
Greenville, and divers other persons of les« 
prominence.

A special article was devoted to each 
one ol the above named gentlemen except 
Mr. Grigsby, and sometimes the onslaught 
was repeated until the people seemed al­
most trausported with rage against the 
helpless objects of their malice, if the lat­
ter had not fled from their home4 to dis­
tant localities, their destruction would have 
been inevitable. Tbe narratives of some 
of these fugitives are fearfully thrilling and 
romantic, but are withheld from the public 
for prudential reasons.

It is proper to state that the most viru­
lent articles that appeared in the Ultra Ku- 
Klux were published during tbe editor’s 
absence and against his advice, being pro­
bably written by several different persons. 
The editor himself has repeatedly 
evinced a spirit ^of magnanimity by 
condemning crime.

But the most inveterate foe to Republi­
canism among Northeastern Texas news­
papers is the Jefferson Times. For several 
mouths the Republicans at Jefferson were 
io constant alarm lest the ravings of that 
organ should cause their massacre. For 
months they hardly dared to walk the 
streets at night. For months the doomed 
Smith seldom ventured to sleep two suc­
cessive nights in the same bouse. During 
several weeks tbe County Judge was ob­
liged to sleep at the soldiers’ quarters, aud 
for some time he was afraid to go borne 
even in the day time. Armed bands of 
marauders prowled about nightly, robbing 
freed men of their arms, and in many in­
stances committing murder and other atroci­
ties. A terrible increase and aggravation 
of such crimes was always feared immedia­
tely after the publication of an incendiary 
article in the Jefferson Times. That paper’s 
shameless apologies for cr me and persecu­
tion can commend it to u bo ly buLComan- 
ches or New Zealand cannibals.

Tbe Times, Jin apologiziegjorj the mnr- 
der of Smith, charges him"wiih heading 
several negro mobs. As everybody in Jet- 
ferson knows there never was but one ne­
gro mob in that city, and that "mob” as­
sembled to extinguish the great fire which 
consumed the mrin business portion of 
town about the first of March. The white 
people aided this mob. and no one worked 
harder during that fearful night to save the 
property of the citizens of Jefferson than 
George VV. Smith. The Times also charges 
that Smith made many terrible threats and 
insolent boasts. Tbe man can not bo 
found who ever heard the accused utter 
such threuts as have been charged to him. 
None ot his murderers ever dared to look 
him in the face and make such charges.

The Jefferson Jimplecute, in a late issue, 
sees fir to deny some well-known facts 
rather discreditable to tbe mob element at 
Jefferson. As tbe circulation of the Jim- 
plecule is less extensive than the knowledge 
of those ouTages, we deem it unnecessary 
to reassert tl»“ facts in question, nltliougti 
we could easily prove them by incontro­
vertible evidence. As toSmitb s unhspov 
difficulty with Judge Caldwell, it did uot 
prevent the latter from denouncing the 
ioul murder of tbe former in tbe most 
manly and emphatic manner. Like every 
oilier chivalrous and conscientious gentle­
man. he speaks in the highest terms and in 
the most feeling manner of the uudnnnted 
conraee and enihueiaatic self-devotion of 
tbe victim.

The Galveston ATetes, in excusing the 
murder of Smith, stales that the people of 
Jefferson had, for some time previously, 
been greatly alarmed at the turbulent con­
duct oi the negroes who were under his in­
fluence. The truth is, that the freedmen 
there have been so terrified for several 
months that many have «ought safely by 
publicly renouncing po I ics; many by join­
ing the Conservative«, and tbe residue by 
avoiding political meetings, and in every 
other conceivable way. Very many ot 
them have fled in terror to Marshall 
«Shreveport and New Orleans. Multitudes 
of them have slept iu the woods for ionir 
periods of time for security. And will
