In ancieut times it was carrled
50 far that the county, the hundred, nay,
even the lithing was made responsible not
only in cases of loss of property or dam-
ages, but for the detection of crime of any
kind committed from their number, This
was on the doctrine of good neighborhood
every locality beiog responsible for aggres-
sions upon its neighbors as well as for
offenses or inhospitality to the sojourner in
its midst. All this, notwitbstanding the
fact that,sheriffs and jastices of the peace
were appointed and held their commissions
from the crown ; all other peage officers,
bailiffs, etc., held office from them ; and the
constabulary, whenever there was one, was
national and not local in its character and
tenure of office.

Itis needless to cite proofs; the books
from Blackstone down are full of them,
We have no doubt the history of the Ro-
man law when examined into will show
that while the constabulary was general or
imperial the responsibility was local.

The result of this doctrine is that every
commuoity has an interest in preserving its
owan good name. \We approve of the or-
ganization of a Property Owner's Associa-
tion, such as exists in this city. Itisto be
hoped it will pursue its purposes as an-
nounced, and extend ita subjects of inquiry
affectiog the public welfare. If it find that

At least,
this is the gronnd upon which the
company relies in opposing the petition.
Aunotber suit has beea brought in the
Fifth Distriet Court for the parish of Or-
leans by Charles Morgan agalost the com-
pany for $219,000 on two hundrea mortgage
bonds which he holds. Mr. Morgan al-
raqy holds & eonl-rolllng interest in the
P Rail pany, and bas
for some months been enduvurlng to se-
cure u similar hold on the Opelousas road.
I case he succeedsin his suit before the
Fifth Distriet Court, he will, as the largest
oreditor, become the purchaser, under the
laws of Louisiuna, take possession of the

property and assets of the road and
dictate terms to the other credite
ors. But a decree of bankroptey

in the United States District Court will
operate as 8 stay of proceedings, at any
stage, in the State court, and place Mr.
Charles Morgan on the list of creditors with-
out preference. Important interests depend,
therefore, upon the decision of Judge Du-
rell.

of the word, In fact, that is slready done
in this localily, at least, so that the image
now presented to  the wind by
the word is that of a citizen of
the South who remained true to the gov-
ernment during its time of trial—in one
word, the opposite of a rebel.
