Letter from Hon. F. Wood, United 
States, said be was prevented from shak­
ing hands with Hon. R. Johnson, as he was 
obliged to look after bis business engage- 
ineots, which, owing to the present state of 
affairs, seemed a perfect lottery. He re­
garded Hon. R. J . as one of the props of 
the United States, and as such every one 
should take him by the band and shake it.

His Excellency, A. Johnson, now occupy­
ing ihe chair of the President of the Uoitêd 
States a t Washington, said he could not 
come out now, but expected to go out un ­
animously on the iourth of March, after 
which time he should be glad to be taken 
by the hand.

A t this point Hon. Mr. Lindsay shook 
hands with Hon. Reverdy Johnson. [Ap­
plause.]

The Chairman proposed the following 
sentiment: “The pen and the lyre."

Lull Run Russell and the editor of the 
Londoa Times boih rose to respond to this 
sentiment, and afier some discussion, in 
which both parties shook hands with the 
United States Minister, Mr. Russell declin­
ing to respond for the pen. the editor of 
the Times responded to calls for the lyre, 
l ie  made a spirited speech, deprecating 
war and expressing his friendship to the 
United States, and said he relied on public 
opinion. [Hear, bear.}

Mr. Russell was now writing from Spain 
for the Times, and since his American ex­
perience it was not necessary for him to 
leave England to write from foreign coun­
tries: he lies comfortably at home after

Oranges wad Sngar.
The Empire Parish reports the orange 

crop in Plaquemines ripening rapidly, ex­
cellent in quality, but deficient in quantity. 
That paper says:

A wider breadth of land has been planted 
in cane, this year, than a t any previous 
period since 1861. The cane is splendid in 
appearance, and is probably, in all other 
respects, all that the most sanguine planter 
could reasonably desire. The Stackhonse 
brothers and other great planters nave 
commenced grinding, and though they do 
not seem to regard the product per acre as 
extraordinary, all admit that in quality it 
has never been surpassed and seldom 
equalled. The culture of cane is 
evidently stimulated by the present 
high price of sugar, and nearly all our 
great plunters are preparing to 
extend their cane fields and next year we 
think will witness as large an amount of 
land planted in cane, as was seen at any 
time previous to the late war. A large 
amount of cane will be reserved for seed, 
hence the quantity of sugar and molasses 
sent to market, will afford no criterion, 
whereby we can judge of the capabilities 
of our parish in the production of our 
favorite staple, sugar, bu t our planters 
are gentlemen of great energy, foresight 
and skill.

Plaquemines, in (he production of sugar, 
can distance and defy competiton, as she 
does in everything else. But better than

Re it further resolved, That the grade of 
St. Mary street, from Prytama, and of old 
Camp, shall be so changed as to facilitate 
the object of these culverts; Provided, That 
the expense shall nut exceed five hundred 
dollars.

The petition of James J. O’HaTa, asking 
that his contract for cleaning aud repairing 
the unpaved sti eels of the First Ward be 
transferred to T. Murphy, was referred to 
the Committee on Streets and Laudiugs.

The petition of Eliza Landis, tu trix  of 
minor children of L. H . Place, deceased, 
praying tha t the sum of $977 C2, amount 
alleged to be due by the city to L  H. Placet 
as a member of the Board of Assessors dur­
ing the years '61 aud ’62, was referred to tbu 
Finance Committee.

The petition of the farmers of the Vegeta­
ble aud Fruit Markets, Second District, com­
plaining of vendors on the sidewalks who 
pay no license was referred to the Finance 
Committee.

The petition of Jos. Bonpart, asking for 
the construction of a  biidge across the 
Claiborne canal at Port street, aud the 
ditching and grading of certain streets iu 
the Third District, was referred to  the Com­
mittee on Streets and Landings.

The petition cf R. M. Lasher, agent of the 
Peabody educational fuud, asking tha t rent 
be allowed for four lota of ground on Erato 
s 'rcet, a t present occupied by the Street 
Commiseiouer, was referred to  the Commit­
tee on Education.

“ an ordinance concerning the wharves of 
the city of New Orleans, and providing for 
farming the revenues thereof,” and moved 
its reference to a  special committee of five, 
to report a t as early a  day as practicable.

Mr. Fisher’s motion having been adopted, 
tbe chair appointed on said committee 
Messrs. Fisher, Montgomery, Paudely, Rose 
and Farrell.

done in strict accordance with »laus and 
specifications on file in the office of the 
Street Commissioner.

Ou motion of Mr. Morphy, tbe  vote by 
which Dr. J. L. Crawcour was allowed $1600 
for professional services was reconsidered.

The resolution being pu t upon its second 
reading, a motion to adopt was lost.

The Board then adjourned.

LAWS OF THE STATE OF LOUISIANA

^PU BLISH ED  ÖY A U TH O RITY .]

A N  A C T
For the relief of William G. Bell of the 

Parish of 8t. Landry.
SxcrioN 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representative» of the State 
of Louisiana iu General Assembly convened. 
That William G. Bell of the parish of 8t! 
Landry be aud be is hereby confirmed in his 
title to the following described two tracts 
ot land, the State hereby relinquishing in 
his favor whatever right, title « r  iuterest it 
had therein, arising from aDy source what­
soever, to wit: A tract of land situate in tbe 
county of Opelousas (now parish of St. 
Landry) on tne eastern branch of the Bayou 
Plaquemines Bruloes, bounded on one side 
by land of Edward Foreman aud on the 
other by land formerly claimed bv Daniel 
Callihan, having a front on tbe said bayou, 
on tbe right bank, of teu arpents by the 
ordinary depth c f  forty arpents, and de­
scribed in the Land Office of the Unite 1 
States as section (16) sixteen, in township 
number nine, south range number two,east, 
containing three hundred and thirty-eight 
51-100 acre«. Another tract of laud on 
Piequemiues Bruleea. having six arpents 
front by forty deep, bounded one side by 
land of Catherine Retter, and ot the other 
side by laud of John Thompson, as appears 
by registry iu book •* E ” of Alienation Rec­
ords of the parish of St. Landry.

That 
this act «hall take effect from und after its 
passage.
