THE POLIOE SERGEANT SHOOTING-

Testimony Before the

* Coroner Roche this morning held an in-
quest on the body of Daniel Gleason, who,
Saturdsy night, was shot near the door of
his residence, No. 35 St.Thomas street,
from the effects of which wound he died
Sunday at one o'clock.

We copy from the Times' report:

Dr. W, C. Nichols, City Physician, gave
the following certificate:

“I bereby certify that I bave ocarefully
examined lbe body of Daniel Gleason, No.
35 Bt. Thomas street, and find that he came
to death because of a gunshot wound. The
lmmed Inte canse of death was hemorrhage.’”
The following evidence was elicited:
Bdward Cullen—Was standiog on St.
Thomas street on the pight of the homi-
cide, after nine o’clock. eard Whittier,
the accused, say he would shoot any
d—a man who would not stand when b
halted him. This remark was made afier
the shooting was done. Witness heard the
two shots.

Willism Lippy corroborated the above.
Mrs, Kelly—Witoess was in her resi-
dence, St, Thomas street, on the night of
the homicide; heard a whistle, aad ran to
the door to see what was the matter.
On looking out, saw two men on the
opposite side (the river side) of the
sireet, running down St Thomas nlreet
toward to. The accused, Sergean
Whittier, was nmning nner them, crylng
“Halt! hale!” Sergeant fire at the
back of one of lbem. Slw the flash twice.
Witness did not, at that time, know who the
parties mnn‘m§ away were,but did not know
the Sergeant. It was after this witness beard
the Sergcnnt-my‘ “1 will shoot any d—n
man who won'vstand when I order him to
balt.” Witness, after the shooting, imme-
diately crossed the street. When witness
ot over, they bad carried the deceased into
{s house, There was a crowd at the
gate, and witness had to wait till they
all got in. When witness got into the
house she saw the deceased lying on the
bed. Heard the Sergeant say, “I don't
deny shooting the man, but I fired in the
air.” He had a pistol in ‘his hand. He
was standing on the banquette when this
remark was made. Saw him put his pistol
in the face of a young man named Philip
Donovan at the time,

Mrs. Hanlon—Saw the three men; heard
the cry of balt and the two shots, but
recognized none of the parties, and did not
koow a man was killed until the next
morning.

Philip Donovan—Did notsee the shooting
belog o Asnunciation strest when the
whistle was blown aod the shots fired;
went there and found a number of offi-
cers standing around the gate: The ser-
geant was very much excited, anil present-
ed hh pmwl ut the breast of witness.

. B. Beals—Wus slso on Annun-
cmllun strest, but went immediately to
the spot when he heard the whistle.  Saw
Sergennt Whittier; asked him who did the
shooting. Sergeant Whittier replied, “I
done the shooting, asd I will shoot any
;Inun who does not halt when I order

Important Decisions Yesterday.

The United States Court yesterday was
occupied with the case of James T. Tucker
aod —— Courand, seeking to force the
Naw Orleans and Opelousas Railroad Com
pany into bankruptey.

000. His proceedings in the United States
Gonrt were enjoined, and by decision of
Judge Durell, yserday, his prefereace as
a oreditor in the bankruptey is not sup-
ported, and the injunction is maintained.
The question of forcing the road into bank-
ruptey remains undetermioed.
