I t is estimated that this year Louisi­
ana  will raise in the aggregate five thou­
sand  more tierces of rice than the Caro­
linas, and yet bu t a  few yean  ago the 
planting of it was confined to a few small 
planters down the coast, who sent it to 
m arket half cleaned. Parties have recently 
pnrehased land on the Amite river for the 
purpose of going extensively into the cul­
ture of rice in St. Helena.

THAHKSGIVIBG DAY.
By public proclamation we find to-mor­

row set apart as a day of solemn prayer 
and thanksgiving. Thanksgiving 1 how de­
lightful the sound ! how expressive of hap­
piness. and ot gratitude, which is the es­
sence of happiness. Every day. as the 
broad lands turn to meet the sun, each bird 
and beast utters its uote ot praise—per­
chance unknowingly, yet ever chanting an 
eternal hymn of thanks to the God of life. 
Shall we, the intelligent recipients ot un­
paralleled blessings, grudge one day in the 
year in which to offer our public thanks­
giving to the Divine Dispenser of all good?

Two hundred and forty-eight years ago 
a small bu t heroic band of pilgrims kneel­
ing in the snow upon the bleak rock of 
Plymouth, raised their voices in thankp. 
giving to the God for whose worship they 
had sacrificed their luxurious homes to find 
only a dreary wilderness. One hundred 
and sixty years later tbe decendaots of 
these intrepid men and of the other infant 
colonies, forming the Continental Congress 
ot the United States, appointed the thir­
teenth of December, seventeen hundred 
eighty-one as a day of public thanksgiving 
and prayer to oelebrate the triumph of 
American valor and patriotism over British 
tyranny.

These two events were the worthy germs 
of our national existence. The lormer 
marking the implanting ot a religious prin­
ciple which has blossomed all over oar 
land in temples of worship and institutions 
of learning, ever cementing with strength 
and wisdom the foundations of our national 
prosperity; the latter marking an era of 
liberty, which, from the glimmerings of twi­
light, shine* brightly now, and soon, we 
trust, will fl*sh in universal splender 
wherever our ilag floats ou the breeze.

T he fervent thanksgiving uttered by the 
brave old Puritau over his scanty meal of 
parched corn and dried venison, under 
the tall pine rocking in the wintry 
wind, perchance interrupted by the 
scream of the ocean eagle or threat­
ening war-whoop of the wild Indian, 
and the joyful outburst of praise by the 
Continental Congress have been perpetu­
ated through all the intervening years, and 
may now be echoed by many millions in 
our land, in tbe sumptuous banquet hall of 
the millionaire and in the modest cottage 
of the humbler class. Very different, how­
ever, was the meagre repast of the pioneers 
of our country to that of the present time. 
The mammoth turkey, with its unctuous 
brown covering and body guard of luscious 
bivalves, the savory chicken-pie and sub­
stantial roast beef, flanked by every variety 
of nourishing esculents, crowned by the 
royal plum pudding, the creamy pumpkin 
and custard and delicious mince pies, tbe 
blocks of sweet go Idea butter, and foam- 
light, snowy bread, tbe fragrant fruits of 
.our teeming soil, now form a fair sample 
of an American thanksgiving dinner, 
evincing abundant harvests and cattle upon 

thousand hills.
Is it not incumbent upon U3. then, not 

only as a nation, but individually, to make 
a public demonstration of gratitude to the 
Most High ; at the same time dispensing a 
portion of our abundance to the suffering 
poor, and offering an earnest petition that 
all civil animosity and intolerance— 
remnants of the late war—may 
be entirely obliterated; that violence 
and wrong may utterly cease, and 
that under the guidance the calm, pa­
triotic spirit of the man chosen to be the 
future Chief Magistrate of this people we 
may indeed become a perfect Republic, 
under whose fostering care the humblest 
citizen may find protection, both at home 
and abroad?

Through G ods excellent kindness we 
have been permitted to take our place os 
first among the nations of the earth.

Louisiana may participate In this glory. 
“Let us have peace.’’
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some measure by illegal votes, but when 
nothing is needed to nullify disfranchisement 
except a false oath (and a perverted public 
sentiment justifies that) the obnoxious law 
is practically a dead letter; and it is cer­
tainly not for those who first caused it and 
now disregard it to complaia ot its severity. 
I t  i9 hard, to be sure, for a  man claiming 
respectability and chivalry as a birthright 
to have to choose between disfranchisement 
and perjury; bu t then, after he has chosen, he 
should not throw the blame on others, 
above all, on those entirely innocent, like 
the much-abused “carpet-baggers.”

COLLECTION OF THE ONE PER CENT TAX 
We are indebted to Mr. F. C. Mahan 

State Tax Collector of the F irst District, 
for a list of the names of those who have 
paid their one per cent tax from October 
l6  to November 21, inclusive. Among 
them we notice the names of some of the 
most prominent citizens of New Orleans 
John A. Stevenson, President of the Prop 
erty Owners’ Association, heads the list, 
followed by Dr. W. N. Mercier, William 
A. Gasquet, William Florrance, Sumter 
Turner, Thomas K. Price, J . W. Carroll, 
A. B. James. Joseph Lallaude, S. L. 
& E. L. Levy, W. S. Pike, Alexander 
Brother. James Graham, John Thornhill, 
ex-Judge P. H. Morgan and others. The 
aggregate sum paid by the above named 
gentlemen is $36,^16 for the F irst District 
alone; but as most of them own property in 
other Districts the amount actually paid 
into the treasury by them under the law 
imposing a tax of one per cent has been 
much greater.

Thus it will be seen that the first men in 
New Orleans recognize their obligation as 
citizens under the law, and pay little heed 
to the factious advice of the Democratic 
papers. The gentlemeü named are all 
old residents of unimpeachable busi­
ness honor and integrity, and 
last men in the community to lend their 
names or influences to perpetrate a wrong. 
They recognize the propriety of making 
some sacrifices to redeem the credit of the 
State from the bankrupt condition in which 
it was plunged by the extravagance that 
reigned supreme under the regime of 1865 
and 1866. This one per cent tax is levied to 
pay the debts of a Legislature which really 
uad no legal existence, but which have 
since been legalized by a General Assem­
bly elected by the whole people. The 
leading tax-payers, representatives of the 
class really interested, are disposed to de 
their own thinking, conduce their business 
in their own way, and leave the werk of 
agitation to those who make their bread 
and butter by keeping up excitement.

EFFEOTS OF DISFRANCHISEMENT.
The Orescent, still discoursing on its fa­

vorite theme, “carpet-baggery,’’ virtually 
admits that it is the getting and holding of 
office which constitute« their unpardonable 
*in* aggravated by the method of accom­
plishing that object, viz: “disfranchising 
white people and enfranchising negroes.’’ 
Truly, this is ascribing great power to so 
limited a class. Was it “carpet-baggers” 
who disfranchised such citizens of the 
United States as after having taken an oath 
to support its Constitution and govern­
ment, deliberately violated that oath and 
incited and participated in rebellion against 
that government ? Did not such persons, in 
fact, difranchise themselves? and is it  not 
owing to the magnanimity of their loyal 
fellow-citizens that so many of them have 
been restored to the position which they 
had voluntarily and scornfully abdicated ? 
Was it “carpet-baggers” who invested with 
the right of suffrage the Southern negro* 
or was it an overwhelming majority of the 
ctizens of the United States, impelled 
thereto by motives of justice, gratitude 
and expediency ? I t is simply absurd to 
attribute the limited disfr&nchise-
meat which exists in the ex-rebel
States to the few individuals who, having 
come South since tbe war, availed them­
selves of the peculiar state of affairs 
to do just what their accusers would have 
done in their place«, namely, get office. 
Still more absurd is it to continue tbe 
causeless whine about “wrongs mid dis­
franchisement.” The wrongs when traced 
home turn out to be nothing but mortified 
pride in seeing negroes treated tike white 
men; and as for the “ wholesale disfranchise­
ment'’ we need only look a t tbe numbers 
to see what that amounts to. In 1860 the

H. RIVE8 POLLARD.
This great champion ot Southern rights, 

secession, slavery, chivalry, “ the white 
man’s government,” and author of the 
“ Lost Cause,” has been dispatched to his 
final account in the manner which, wo 
should judge, wa9 most congenial to bis 
feelings. He died by the band of the as­
sassin. The notorious character of the 
man precludes the supposition that he 
could have been satisfied with a less dra­
matic death.

Mr. Pollard belonged to tha t class o f 
agitators who have no friends. While pro­
fessedly a rebel of the most venomous 
stripe, he was so ultra that he deemed even 
the South itself a failure, because it was so 
far from the equator. There was in all the 
land but one orthodox politiciau, who 
knew what the South demanded, and that 
was H. Rives Pollard. He was a thorn 
in Jeff. Davis’s side all through the 

but failed to command tbe res­
pect or confidence of a single Union 
man. His sentimental, mawkish, puling 
Lost Cause” was an insult to most ot the 

sincere rebel leaders and the laughing 
stock of sensible men. It must have cost 
Carleton, the New York job printer, a 
handsome sum and all his patience to get 
Pollard back to Richmond with bis literary 
failure.

For some months previous to Pollard’s 
death the New Orleans Times was in the 
habit of reading him out of tbe Southern 
party. But this never disturbed the equa­
nimity of the deceased. He in torn con­
tended that the Times was uot true to the 
South. And so they were even, for both 
were right for once.

Mr. Pollard’s irritable temper and over 
bearing manner frequently brought him 
into personal difficulties, from which he 
has retofore been fortunate enough to 
escape with a  whole skin. We know 
nothing of tbe cause ot the difficulty be­
tween him and his assassin, G ran t I t  is 
sale to say. however, that no provocation 
would justify a  private citizen in shooting 
a man on the street, without giving him a 
chance to defend himself.

Mr. Pollard was a man of genius, energy, 
strong attachments, and ot personal integ­
rity. May he rest in peace.

THE ÜÏCERTAIHTY OF PUNISHMENT.
The certainty of punishment for the 

commission of offenseB has a  powerful in* 
fluence to prevent crime. Unfortunately 
there is now no vagrant law that will al­
low the imprisonment of olfenden known 
to he professional thieves. Hence they 
flock to this city as a  place ol perfect se­
curity during their skirmishing to ascer­
tain the best points of attack for plunder. 
The fraternity of thieves operate here 
freely, and it is beyond the power of the 
police to restrain their movementa unless 
they are caught in  the very aot of steal­
ing.

Even then, if there is proof against any 
one of tbe numerous thieves which abound 
in a large city, he manages sometimes to 
extricate himselt from the meshes of the 
law by deluding the prosecuting oflioer 
late tbe belief that the ehargee should be 
settled by a  nolle proa.
