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THE BOND ORDINANCE ELECTION.
We are on the eve o f another election, 

not inferior, perhaps, in importance to many 
political elections, but a  singular apathy 
exists. T he vote will be very email.

There is very little in the bond ordinance 
tha t is specially objectionable. The object 
in view is good—to get in and destroy the 
issues of city money. Ail parties concur 
in the propriety of this. No one could 
openly advocate the repudiation of our city 
promises to pay without meeting his poli­
tical doom. Some of the issues of city 
money were unauthorized, and corrupt 
besides, as well as including those which 
were incurred for rebel fortifications in the 
early part of the war. B ut others, and the 
major part, were issued for the relief of the 
city in carrying on its legitimate sphere of 
government, and to facilitate the public con­
venience in making change when better 
currency was scarce. A great deal 
first issued to employes of the city govern­
ment, whose salaries were thus met. The 
fact that good and bad issues are thus 
mixed, and have passed through the hands 
of numerous parties, including our whole 
people, make it impossible and unjust to 
entertain the idea for a single moment of 
disputing or discriminating between the 
claims of the present holders. Some of the 
latter are doubtless capitalists, brokers and 
heavy dealers: some of them, perhaps, Shy- 
locks; yet they are not all so, and if they 
were, their claims can not be disputed on 
that account. Some bought at low rates, 
others did not. Many of the holders are 
poor but thrifty men, who have managed 
to hold tightly upon their own, in the hope 
that the city would soon come to their re­
lief and that of its credit.

I t  is no doubt the case that every holder 
and purchaser of city money, however a 
Sbylock he may be, has added by his invest­
ment to sustain the city credit, and contri­
buted, whatever his motive, to the relief ot 
the seller who had to sacrifice it, bu t who 
would have lost much more had capitalists 
declined to invest.

The ordinance is popularly known as 
Shields’s Three Million Ordinance. As its 
name indicates, it owes its paternity to 
Alderman Shields, or at least he stands 
before the public as its sponsor. Mr. 
Shields, though a man in the prime of life, 
is a very old politician. He has been an 
Alderman off and on for twenty years, and 
being a clear-headed man and a good 
speaker, has generally been a leader 
in the Council, and bears a reputation 
for probity and honesty as good as any one 
eau ne supposed to have who has had 
twenty years experience in the city gov­
ernment. He used to have considerable 
influence days of Peters, Garland
and others, but it was evident he was left 
on the outside of all big jobs and contracts, 
and his name figured more in the more use­
ful departments of municipal legislation.
I t  was somewhat startling, therefore, to his 
numerous circle of iriends, of all political 
parties, to find Alderman Shield’s name as­
sociated with so gigantic an affair as a 
$3.000,000 bill.

Shields used to champion the Whig party 
as its leader in the Council against Jimmy 
Caldwell, Yancey and other apostles of 
the Democracy of former days. What 
would they think to look back from their 
tombs on their old antagonist, now the ac­
knowledged brains of a  Democratic Coun­
cil, engineering a mammoth three million 
bill before a distrustful people.

We find in the ordinance a defect which, 
we think, deserves attention. The bonds 
are to be issued for notes, but in no case a t 
less than par. No provision is made 
for giving them to the highest bid­
ders. Great favoritism and much 
corruption might ensue from such 
an omission. The city officials might 
issue them at par, and institute &□ arbi­
trary rule of preference. In fact, any 
preference a t all would be arbitrary and 
partial. T here can be no just system ex­
cept giving them to the highest bidder, 
requiring all bids to be a t least par.

This Is a defect that may yet be remedied 
by the Council, even after the election. 
But it ought to have been distinctly pro­
vided for in the ordinance, and its omission, 
in the present state of public distrust, will 
lose the ordinance many votes.

With this exception, the ordinance is free 
from any glaring defects. The truth is, 
the present Council has not the public 
confidence. Everything that it does 
is regarded with suspicion. We 
say this in no spirit of partisan­
ship. Thousands who opposed and dis­
credited the last Council throughout its 
administration, declare that this Counoil 
out Herods Herod, and stands worse in 
the public opinion even of its own party 
than any clique that has hitherto held pos­
session of the municipal government.

The ordinance will, therefore, be voted 
against by many, irrespective of its merits 
or demerits, because, to their view, no good 
can come out of this Nazareth. Another 
souroe of opposition is the Property 
Holders’ Association, who have pub­
lished resolutions calliog on the people 
to vote against the ordinance. This, how­
ever, is a gun that may kick backward. 
Many, even of the Association itself, will 
vote for the ordinance, just because of the 
passage of these resolutions. Since the 
expose of how theif leaders had carefully 
palled their own chestnuta out.of the fire 
but were ever so willing for the rank and 
file of poor taxpayers to get theirs burnt, 
they will think for themselves. The 
Property H olden’ Association Is a good 
thing so long as it possesses the confidence 
of Us own members. But if the latter sus­
pect that they are being managed by an in­
sincere policy, or for disguised political 
purposes, they will remember how they 
have been treated by their leaden in the 
4M per cent tax business.

Tb« .colored Toten would bave been 
larj«J| iufiuenoed by tbe Property Holders’ 
AsaocUtion, bad not tbe whole body of 
colored property holden and taxpayers 
been I fa o n t in tbe getting up and man­
agement ot tbe Association. They blame 
t ie  leaden for this and distrust their re­
commendations.

city employes, their support and that 
of their friends will be the chief and only 
effective support tho ordinance will get, 
besides what the influence of the city note 
holders will draw out. Tb< se combined 
influences, however, will be strong. The 
various offices of the city government, tbe 
Street Commissioner’s department, tbe 
school teachers, and all other city em­
ployes, even the Metropolitan policemen, 
although their just claims are disregarded 
by the City Council, know thaï the absorp­
tion of city issues will bfing a greenback 
revenue to the city treasury, and out of 
this the law will eventually give them their 
well earned salaries.

Between the general apathy and distrust 
of any measure emanating from our present 
City Council on the one hand, causing ne­
gative votes, and the more active influence 
of city employes and note holders on the 
other, aided by doubts and restiveness of 
property holders under self-constituted 
dictation, ‘ it  is not at all certain how 
the thing will go. Many have doubted 
that the election will be held at all, end if 
it is, an injunction will probably follow 
preventing the issue of the bonds. Then 
we will have litigation, and the Legisla­
ture will meet in the meantime and pro­
vide for the funding of the city issue iu a 
way that will be effective and satisfactory.

THE ISLAND OF CUBA.
The revolution in Spain is already felt in 

Cuba and a spirit of independence has 
again seized upon the people of the largest 
and most fertile of what are known as the 
West India Islands. The Island of Cuba 
is about seven hundred miles long and 
seventy in average breadtL. I t  is capable 
of sustaining a larger population than 
Louisiana, and its position in the Gulf of 
Mexico is considered of vast importance. 
The gulf has only two inlets—the Strait of 
Yucatan, to the west of Cuba, and the 
Strait of Florida, to the north. The city of 
Havana, blessed with a most excellent 
harbor and strongly fortified, is situated on 
the northern coast of Cuba, and a fleet 
stationed there would oommand the 
passage of both straits. The productions 
of the island are numerous and varied, and 
its position is. considered healthy and fer­
tile from the play of the winds over it. It 
is thought that if Cuba were an independent 
country, possessed of a liberal and vigor­
ous government, it  would soon become a 
commercial State of great importance. Its 
proximity to tbe United States of America 
and its commanding position in the Gulf 
have caused our people to watch its fate 
with a  great deal of solicitude. I t  is im­
possible to predict the fate of Spain, but 
that Cuba must ultimately connect its des­
tiny with that of our own country, many 
of our people believe. The people of 
Cuba have often evinced a disposition to 
throw off the Spanish yoke and rid them­
selves of the measures ot an arbitrary and 
oppressive Government; aggrieved by re­
strictions on trade, burdened by taxes, and 
harassed and insulted by a foreign sol­
diery, they have long burned to be free. 
Many of us recollect the gallant Lopez 
and the brave band of patriots who fol­
lowed him from this country to Cuba in 
1850. Knowing the true condition of the 
people there, having lived for years among 
them, and feeling sensitively their wrongs, 
at their solicitation he undertook to strike 
the blow that was to break the chains that 
bound them to a foreign despotic Govern­
ment. He came to this country and 
enlisted a few hundred choice 
spirits to follow his fortunes to the 

Gem of the Antilles,’’ where they were 
promised all of the assistance from the in­
habitants necessary to insure success to 
their glorious enterprise. But then fortune 
did not favor them and the brave Lopez. 
Crittenden and others perished in their 
noble efforts to make Cuba free. That this 
bright gem of the Gulf is not much longer 
to decorate the Spanish diadem is most cer­
tain, and it is believed to be equally cer­
tain that it will finally become one of that 
bright galaxy of stars that represent the 
States of the American Union upon the 
flag of our country.

H ale, United 
States Minister to Spain, has long been one 
of the advanced vldettes on the outposts 
of freedom in this country, was a t one 
time a candidate for Fresident of tbe United 
Spates on the very issues which have since 
been indorsed by a majority of the people of 
the nation, while Henry W. Longfellow was 
singing hts sweetest strains upon the same 
theme. Such men, with such histories, are 
always gratefully remembered by men and 
women all over the world desiriog to live 
noble lives.

We wonder if the Tim es, with its sup­
porters. would complain as b itterly  a t news 
ot the whereabouts of its favorite Confed­
erate heroes wandering in foreign parts.

T H E  P H 0 P 0 4 K D  I M  S E I S E  
C I T Y  D E B T .

Present appearances indicate th a t the 
people of this city will be called upon to­
morrow to vote for or against the issue ot 
three million dollars of bonds bearing 
7-30 per cent interest, to be paid in twenty- 
five years in lawful currency, to take up 
the outstanding city notes. There is a t pres­
ent a floating debt against the city of ssme- 
thing over three millions, represented by 
non-interest bearing notes. These notes, 
although receivable for city taxes, have 
ruled at about forty per cent dis­
count ever since the displacement of 
the city government appointed by 
Sheridan, and the accession to power of 
tbe present incompetent administration. 
D uring the fall o f 18G7 and the early  part 
of this year nearly one million of dollars 
of this currency was cancelled by Mr. 
Treasurer Howell and destroyed by fire. 
I f  Messrs. Conway. Mount & Co. have can­
celed and destroyed a single dollar since 
the first ol June (the date of their acces­
sion) the public has not heard of it. On 
the contrary, the City Controller has issued 
w arrants to a large amount, which are un­
paid and on the market; a  million has been 
put ou t in tbe shape ot ten per cent bonds, 
while the amount of city money in the 
treasury is less than it was when Mr. 
Howell turned it over to Mr. Mount.

W ith a full knowledge of all this, the 
people are now asked to come to the aid of 
the Municipal Government to the tune of 
three millions more, and that without a 
single guarantee, or even a promise that 
the proceeds ot the bonds shall be applied 
to the extinguishment of the debt. But, 
after paying five millions in twenty-five 
years, the principal sum will yet re­
main unliquidated. Thus, in addition 
to the immense losses already sus­
tained by the people in consequence 
ol the reckless issue of city notes, a flouting 
debt amountiug nominally to three mil­
lions, and which a shrewd private financier 
ceuld buy for two millions, is to be aug­
mented to eight millions of legal tender. 
The scheme is too preposterous to succeed, 
and we hope and fully beiieve it will be 
voted dowu.

By the imposition of a  special tax of say 
one-half ot one per cent to be paid in the 
outstanding notes, and the proceeds ap­
plied strictly to canceling the floating debt, 
the whole could be paid in one-fifth of 
the time proposed for the new bonds to 
run, and there would be au end of the bur­
den. A t the same time the expenditures 
of tbe city can be reduced nearly one-half 
by cutting off the hundreds of useless 
offices. Putting tbe treasury on a currency 
basis would effect another immense reduc­
tion in necessary expenditure. There is 
nothing complicated in the proper reme­
dies. A bureau composed of five intelli­
gent. honest men could put a  new face on 
our city affairs in le*s than a month. And it 
should be the first duty of the Legislature on 
reassembling in January to make a clean 
sweep of the corporation officers and com­
mit our affairs to such a bureau, wiih plen­
ary powers for good, aüd stringent restric­
tions as to expenditure.

The duty immediately devolving upon 
the people is to place their emphatic vetlo 
upon the iniquitous scheme to issue the 
bonds and then to petition the Legislature 
for relief in the manner we have indicated.

THE CUSTOMHOUSE.
There is considerable sorrowing end 

lamentation among the employes of the 
Customhouse on account ol the non-recep­
tion of their salaries regularly at the end 
of the month. It is tbe right of every 
American citizen in public office to com­
plain if, after being held accountable for 
the faithful performance of his doties, his 
compensation, for prompt payment of 
which the Government is as fully accounta­
ble, is not punctually rendered. In 
these hard times the failure to receive 

justly expected salary—especially a 
small one—is apt to occasion serious Incon­
venience to those who have to pay rent 
bills and meet the many other items of 
household expenses. We doubt if the 
cause of the irregularity referred to is tbe 
fault of the chief officials here. Oar friend, 
Colonel Gray, whom all concede to be a 
thorough business man, well knows that 
the laborer is not only worthy of his hire, 
butdeserves it promptly and punctually 
too, and we doubt not that, if he can do so, 
he will remedy tbe evil and gladden the 
expectant, but latterly often disappointed, 
creditors of good old Uncle Sam in his big 
conntingroom on Canal street.

And any 
failure from auy cause whatever to elect 
Directors on the day named for tha t pur­
pose shall not dissolve this Corporation, but 
the Directors then in office, as well as tbe 
President and Secretary, and all other 
officers, shall hold over until their succes­
sors are elected. In the event of no elec­
tion taking place on the date aforesaid, the 
President shall cause another election to  be 
held withiu thirty days thereafter and give 
notice of the same as aforesaid.

ARTICLE FIFTH.

The Board of Directors thus elected shall 
assume their duties on the Tuesday follow­
ing their election, ana shall hold their 
offices uutil their successors are duly elected. 
Those stockholders, receiving a majority 
vote of the stock represented at an election, 
shall be considered aud declared duly elect­
ed. The Board of Directors shall elect from 
among themselves and fix the compensa 
tion of a President, who shall be the general 
manager and business agent of the Corpora­
tion. The Board of Directors shall have 
full authority to fill all vacacies in  their 
number from among the stockholders of the 
Company. Aud the said Board is hereby 
invested with full power to frame and 
adopt such by-laws, rules and regulations 
as they may deem requisite and necessary 
for the company and the transaction of its 
business; provided, the same do not conflict 
with this act of incorporation or the laws 
of this State. The said Board shall have 
power, and are hereby authorized, to buy 
real estate for the use aud purposes of the 
company, to sell the same, to make con­
tracts, leases, mortgages and compromises, 
and to borrow mouey, and to do all and sin­
gular such acts as may be necessary to carry 
on the business and further the objects of 
this company.

ARTICLE 8IXTH.

In all elections the vote shall be by ballot, 
and each and every stockholder Bhall be en­
titled to vote, either iu person or by proxy, 
for each and every share which he, sheer 
they; respectively, may hold, and no person 
or persous Bhall be entitled to vote on any 
share or shares transferred to  him or them 
within ten days prior to such election.

ARTICLE SEVENTH.

No stockholder shall be held responsible 
for the contracts. ae tsdknljf, debts or obli­
gations of tlw said Comllny beyond the 
amount of their unpaid capital stock, and 
no mere iufoirnaltt? in organizing shall 
have the eflSeet of rendering this Charter 
null, or ot exposing tbo stockholders to 
any liability bey ona the extent of their 
stock.

ARTMLE EIGHTH.

The following named persons: A. L. Lee, 
John M. G. Pfizer, Michael Hahn, Jacob 
Hawkins, Thomas G. Tracy, shall be aud 
they are hereby constituted the first Board 
of Directors, and they shall hold their office 
until the first election under this charter, or 
until their successors àré dbly elected and 
shall have t»k«a their seats.

This board shall assume control on and 
after the first Monday in January next, it 
being understood a#4 agreed that the pres­
ent management of New Orleans Reitb- 
lic a n  shallcontinne until that time; and the 
said Directors «re hereby invested with all 
the rights, powers and privileges appertain­
ing to their office.
