The evidence, doubtful as it is, is quite 
a t valid as tbs law citsd. there is no rec­
ord of any acts passed by a Legislature of 
Louisiana in 1862 on file in ths offioeof 
the Secretary of State. Will those who 
pretend that there were any laws passed in 
that year tell us where we can find copies 
o f the enrolled bills, the journals, etc.? 
Perhaps some of file judges of our courts 
rosy desire ts  examine the journals with a 
view of finding out whether the rules were 
suspended by the constitutional number 
and the laws properly p osed  sad promu! 
gated. What sort ot an oath did the mem 
here of that General Assembly take 2

arising out of repeaters in the city 
York and persons voting upon bogus or 
false naturalization certificates. Had the 
canvass in that State been purged of the 
Democratic frauds the majority for Gon­
er»! Grant and the Republican candidate 
for Governor would have been between 
10,000 to 15.000.

As an evidence ef these frauds, in rela­
tion to bogus naturalization certificates, it 
was proved upon oath before the United 
States Commissioner in the examination of 
the case ot Benjamin B. Rosenburg, one of 
the accomplices in the manufacture of such 
certificates, that he showed to Mr. William 
T. Sims, one of tbe persons who applied to 
bim for some, a Hat of 5,060 ef fraudulent 
and bogus certificates whioh had been sup­
plied to order. The river counties or cities 
bordering upon the Hodson between New 
York and Albany were flooded with them, 
and they were wholly used in the interest 
of the Democratic party. So great was the 
confidence of tbe prominently honest 
Democrats in the city, in the honesty 
and parity  of the Republican party that 
several distinguished lawyers of the Demo­
cratic faith offered their services withont 
fee or reward to aid in the prosecution of 
any Republican, or set of Republicans who 
might be charged under oath with orign&t- 
ing or being in any way concerned in any 
attempt to perpetrate a fraud upon tbe 
elective franchise. The offer was net ac­
cepted by the Democracy, for they could 
not find a single case of wrong doing on the 
part of the Republicans.

In th e  registry in the city of New York 
under the Registration laws of the State, 
160,039 names were put upon the books, 
and in Brooklyn over 70,000. In  the Dem­
ocratic] wards and districts the law was en­
tirely ignored by the Seymourites, and a 
large number of names of ficitious persons 
were put upon tbe poll list, for which tbe 
repeaters were to cast and did cast the 
votes.

As a specimen of this stupenduous fraud 
tbe poll list in the Sixth Ward had put 
upon it two thousand five hundred more 
names than there were known legal 
voters in the ward, and in each 
of twenty-three polling districts of 
Democratic wards there were returned from 
fifty to one hundred more votes than there 
were names upon the registry list. In four 
of these districts, Democratic, of course, 
the canvassers returned more votes in 
favor of Seymour, Blair and Hoffman than 
the whole number on the registry, a t the 
same time, as they thought, to give a sem­
blance of honesty, returned a few votes for 
Grant, Colfax and Griswold. In  Brooklyn 
(where the Democratic Mayor Kalbfleisch 
illegally joined with his brethren of the 
Board of Supervisors to make the two- 
thirds requisite to secure the appointment 
»f registrars, inspectors and canvassers) 
sixteen of the polling districts bad boards 
composed exclusively of Democrats, who 
were to obey, and did obey, the behest of 
an unscrupulous party . A t least 5000 
fraudulent votes were oast by repeaters, 
and were counted for the Democratic 
ticket, in Brooklyn, and swelled 
the bogus majbrity . by which 
the State of New York is said 
to be carried. The repeaters who did 
their part o f the neiarioas work in de­
frauding the people of an honest result in 
favor of the Republican party in that State, 
were heard to boast openly upon the streets 
ot the city of New York that they had 
voted ten and fourteen times at the varions 
Democratic polling places In that city. A 
circular was issued by the Democratic 
Committee, familiarly known as the “ Tam­
many ring,” and sent to certain of their 
friends who were upon tbe canvassing 
boards in tbe known Repnblic&n districts 
of the State, to inform this committee, at 
the closing of the polls on election day, about 
what would be the probable majority tor 
the Republican ticket, so that tbe oity re­
turns might be manipulated sufficiently 
before they were sen t in to overcome and 
outnumber the Republican majority is  tbe 
State. This was done, and together with 
the other frauds above enumerated, the ap­
parent vote for Seymour and Hoffman of 
428,213 was made up, thereby carrying the 
State ef New York by fraud the most stu­
pendous and gigaotio ever known inthe  
history of our oonntry, and thus deprived 
the State of the honest expression of the 
wttl e f  tbe people.

Let us hope that in one respect at least, 
that is, in the granting of certificates of 
naturalization of foreigners, the State 
Courte in all tht States may be deprived of 
the fight of naturalization, and that it may 
be placed where it properly belongs, in the 
United States Courte, whoee officers ere not 
compelled to become the eervlle and wil­
ling tools of a debauched and rotten party, 
such se the Democratic party Is known to 
be under ite present corrupt leaders.

has always been in demand here, small and 
comfortable dwelling-houses. T M f should'
be built with due regard for health and 
with a view to afford cheep rents. Tn
this climate large tenant^houses as they 
have them in the Northern cities are not 
used from tbe fact that it is Dot 
considered safe to the health of our people 
to crowd them together in that manner. It 
is quite common in New York city'to find fif­
teen or twenty families occupying apart­
ments In a  tenant-house. This style o! 
living can not be considered as conducive 
to heallh in any city, and certainly it would 
not do In New Orleans, where fevers are 
more or less prevalent. Give us, then, 
the requisite number of small, comfortable 
and convenient houses, that can be rented 
from twelve to fifteen dollars per month 
I t is believed that houses of this kind could 
be built at this time at a cost 
that would allow a liberal per centage in 
the way of interest on the money so ex­
pended. I t is certain that rents have 
proved a very important item in the way 
ol living in this city, and small hous 
in debiand. Having secured a bouse at a 
reasonable rent, food and raiment are to 
be looked after, and there can be no good 
reason assigned if the capitalist performs 
bis duty honestly, why the laboring man 
should not obtaio these articles at a 
cheaper rate in New Orleans than in 
other cities in the Union. With the great 
river Mississippi, extending thousands of 
miles into the interior of our country, 
fanning before onr doors, and pour­
ing into our warehouses Ihe products 
of the great West, articles of food 
and raiment should be cheap here. But 
we are not confined to the Western States. 
We have Texas, an empire within itself, 
and a country stretching way beyond it to 
contribute to onr prosperity. With the 
Opelousas railroad in honest andjudlcious 
bands we can make baste to extend that 
road to the Sabine river, where it  will meet 
the Houston road finished to that point, 
and thus connect the city of Houston and 
the city of New Orleans by rail. This 
will give us other connections by rail into 
he interior of Texas and secure for onr 

merchants the most of the trade of that 
vast State. Beet then would become cheap 
in onr market. The fertile prairies of 
Texas abound with cattle, and with a quick 
and cheap means of transportation our city 
could be furnished with delicious meats i t  
the moderate price of from six to eight 
cents per pound. I t  is the long voy­
ages and expensive transportation in­
curred by shipments of cattle on 
the steamships plying between here 
and Texas that makes our people 
consume comparatively poor meat at a high 
prioe. Texas affords tender and luscious 
beef when it can be obtained directly from 
her rich pasturage. Let our capitalists 
and merchants look to this and push 
through the road, and we will secure cheap 
food for our working people and an im­
mense trade for our merchants. We have 
seen good flour sell In this city a t six dol­
lars a barrel, and we believe we shall see 
It selling a t that price again. Then, with 
the establishment of cotton and cloth mills 
i l  our midst, what is to prevent us from 
cheap living and plenty of work ?

A correspondence between the Mayor and 
Commander of Spanish steam corvette 
Charruca has been paraded with a great 
flourish of trumpets. IVhat amount of hos­
pitality may or may not have been dispensed 
by 'the Mayor, ot by the city, o r Ihe naval 
commander, we do not know. The occa­
sion has been truly momentous. I t  oDly 
has its parallel in the letter of Secretary 
Bovee to the Massachusetts clergyman who 
was spreading himself with a  written 
volume of the State legislative journal in 
French. The one book is worth about as 
muoh as the other. An old copy of a Con­
troller's report ought to have been th'rown 
ln, such as poor BUI Beecher used, a t mo- 
manta of failure, to Bing to opera tunes at 
the City H all, to the great delight of by­
stander*.

It also reminds one of the famous hos­
pitality of tbe City Council to the French 
men-ot-war in our harbor in 1862. Farn- 
gut’s fleet was laying in quiet podession ol 
the river and General Butler held the city 
la occupation, neither of which events 
elicited any symptoms oi hospitality on the 
p >rt of tbe Council, But no sooner did the 
French vessels arrive than Alderman Stith 
offered a series of resolntlons, which 
were unanimously passed, recalling to 
mind oar ancient lov« to France and the 
tender pride which tbe recollection of our 
once colonial relation v ia  calculated to 
elicit, and offering them welcome and tbe 
freedom of the city. Whereupon, the cruel 
Butler, the besst, tbe m»n of the spoons, 
snubbed tbe CounoU aud said that being In 
poesession, be would dispense the hospi­
talities of New Orleans himself.

Now that Mayor Conway bos sent the 
ordinances to Bpain and Gotthiei took the
