W ashington, December 14.—The House 

Committee on Freedmen's Affairs have de­
termined, almost unanimously, to report 
against a bill for continuing the bureau. 
The parties interested in getting it continued 
will now labor with the Senate, and some of 
them express confidence that Senator Wil- 
son can and will carry it through for them. 
The judgment of the House is unquestion­
ably against its passage, and that of the 
Senate is believed to be so. If it should 
pass the 8euate, it might possibly be carried 
in the House, though that is doubtful.

The committee has been greatly beset by 
the friends of continuance for several days, 
but the chairman to-day told them that in 
the present temper of the House it would 
be wholly useless to bring a bill forward, 
as it would certainly be killed. The com­
mittee will probably report iu favor of con­
tinuing the freedmen’s hospitals at Washing­
ton, Richmond, Vicksburg and New Or­
leans for six months, as the expenses will 
not be large and the benefits will be great. 
They have not yet determined what they 
will do about investigating the affairs of the 
Bureau.

The House Postoffice Committee to-day 
took up the question of postal telegraphs, 
and are likely to have it under considera­
tion for some time. Hon. E. B. Wushburne 
approved and spoke briefly about his bill 
for a new government telegraph line from 
here to New York, and William Orton, of 
the Western Union Line, made a long speech 
against all schemes of postal telegraphing. 
Mr. Washburne is to be heard agaiu, aud 
Garduer Hubbard wiil be heard bye and- 
bye on his project for using the present 
lines througü the Postoffice Department. It 
may be said in this connection that several 
postal bills are to be brought in during the 
session. One of them, tor a government 
line between Boston aud New York, came in 
to-day. It is not yet possible to tell what 
the views of the committee are, nor to say 
how any of the projects will be received by 
the house.

Tisdale Suspended from Office.

T lie  Charges A gainst H im .

U N C L E  B A M  L O fiE f i  H E A V I L Y ,

Supervisor Creecy yesterday sunpended 
from office Colonel Eugene Tisdale, Andrew 
Johnson’s Collector of Internal Revenue for 
the Third District of Louisiana. Tisdale la 
charged with gross neglect of duty, large 
frauds on the revenue, embezzlement of 
public money, positive and repeated viola­
tions of the law and instructions from thfi 
Treasury Department.

The amount supposed to be embezzled is 
about $175,000. In answer to Supervisor 
Creecy’s dispatches to the Secretary of the 
Treasury setting forth the above facts, Mr. 
McCulloch gave instructions to proseente 
Tisdale to the full extent of the law’.

Tisdale used to be located in this city, and 
was fond of writing bad poetry for the 
Times. He made a pilgrimage to Washing­
ton and succeeded in getting a commission 

revenue official, since which time he 
has kept house in Monroe, Ouachita parish, 
where he has been a shining light in the 
Democratic party. When first appointed 
he was without means, but in leas than two 
years he became the owner of much real 
estate in Ouachita parish, contributed lib­
erally for Democratic torchlight proces­
sions, and on his frequent trips to New Or­
leans he would treat »11 the passengers and 
employes on the boats to champagne from 
morn till night.

But his official career is now brought to 
an inglorious close.
