W a s h in g t o n , December 19.—Senate—Mr. 
Abbott introduced a bill for the payment of 
the claims ci loyal citizens South. It em­
powers Chief Justice Chaee to appoint three 
commissioners, who Bhall meet here and 
award claims not to exceed two million dol­
lars, proof of loyalty to be the tame as ex­
acted in the Quartermaster’s Department.

Mr. Edmunds introduced a bill repealing 
the admission of Georgia. The preamble 
states that the Legislatuie violated the four­
teenth amendment, in not purging itself of 
members ineligible under the fourteenth 
article, and violated both the constitution 
and the principle upon which reconstruc­
tion is founded, in expelling uegroes. The 
bill revives military government and allows 
the present constitution to operate, subject 
to the pleasure of Congress; that the Legis­
lature assemble, those under the fourteenth 
art cle excluded, and that the Federal courts 
have concurrent jurisdiction, when one 
partv swears justice cau not be had in the 
provisional courts.

The Judiciary Committee was directed to 
inquire whether the removal of political 
disability passed prior to the adoption of the 
fourteenth amendment is now valid.

Sumner’s resolution congratulating the 
Spanish people passed.

H<m*e—The Committee on the Revision 
of the Laws was directed to inquire into the 
expediency of appointing a commission to 
make changes in the bankrupt laws, to make 
the practice uniform. The difficulty appears 
to arise from certain district judges appoint­
ing general assignees, aud the scope of in­
quiry covers the proceedings of such assign­
ees.

It is said that Serrano has re­
signed the presidency of the ministry.

The provisional government report that 
the peace is not likely to be disturbed dur­
ing the Cortes election.

A slight demonstration was made at Me­
ran do in favor of the Carlists, but was easily 
suppressed.

Our readers will recollect that a few days 
ago a large quantity of tobacco, valued at 
about $70,000, was illegally removed from 
the government bonded warehouse, No. 12, 
in charge of Mr. Slack, and was seized by 
order of Supervisor Creecy. This tobacc 
was withdrawn under a bond executed by 
John C. Newman, as principal, and Wm. 
Alstatt and Ernest B&sck&l, as sureties, in 
the sum of $99,310, each party justifying 
under oath for one half oi that amount. 
Some curious features preseut themselves 
in connection with this transaction. The 
goods were bonded for transportation to 
Ban Francisco via the isthmus of Darien, a 
route of communication not general!y 
known to our commercial men, by 

brig Amelia from this port 
We understand that instead of there being 
any shipment by said brig, as was condi­
tioned in the bond, the customhouse re­
cords do not even show that there was any 
brig Amelia at this port.

The seizure of this tobacco has created 
quite a commotion in tbe commercial circles 
of this city. It seems that the only way in 
vliich loss can be avoided by those Inter­

ested, will be by excuting the same sort of 
bond before Judge Durell, when they apply 
fora release of the tobacco under the libel 
to be filed as the bond given for the contem­
plated transportation. When application, 
to bond is made, we hope Judge Durell will 
take into consideration the peculiar charac­
ter of the case and the interests of the Gov­
ernment, aud see that no straw bond ia 
accepted.

Wemight wish tho Degro race 
a better spokesman in its flrst reD- 
resenutive on the floor of ConnTee» 
from the great city which undoubtedly ob ­
tains the largest number of intelligent ne­
groes of any in the Union : but the faiwre to 
send the best is not altogether a 
novel one. Even New York T think, 
does not display perfect uni fo r. by in al­
ways selecting her ab(est, most cultivated, 
and wisest citizens for member, of Congress.

Yesterday, Special OfDcer Canonge, of the 
Metropolitan Police, was examined before 
Recorder Gastinel on the charge of entering 
a house on Customhouse street without a 
warrant. This is the testimony :

Annie Adams—I reside on Customhouse 
strfnt. On the seventh of December at one
0 clock Oihcer Canonge came to the door, 
rang the bell and asked me if I was the 
landlady. I answered yes, whereupon he 
shoved me aside aud walked in. I asked 
him what his business was. He shoved me 
aside, walked in aud seated himself in the 
parlor. He said he wanted to see me pri­
vately. I asked him what authority he had 
for coming into lhe house. He showed me 
his badge aud said this is my authority • 
said there were certain complaints made 
against my house; said that 1 need not look 
at him in such a suspicious way. He said 
that the house had been indicted. H ere- 
marked, lam  a little in liquor, but 1 know 
what I am doing. He talked in a harsh 
manner, but did not offer violence or try to 
get money I keep a house of assignation.

Mr. Duffy testiffed—I do uot know what 
the conversation was. I saw them talking. 
aD<J >t seemed to be private. Saw them 
walk off to an adjoining room. Do not 
know ytfiRt conversation took place. There 
was no noise at all. CauoDge came out 
when I did. Did not hear her complain 
about being insulted. F

Mr. White testified—Mr. Duffy and I we#e 
standing on the corner when Canonge weut 
into the house, and we went in about six 
minutes after. Canonge was sitting down 
when wo went in. The lady made some re­
mark. Do not know now what it-was. I 
went up stairs. When I came down I found 
the two in a private room, together sitting 
on a sofa. We all left the house together.

This closed the testimony, after which 
the counsel for plaintiff remarked - 

If your honor pleases, he rings the bell 
and goes into the house.' A/ter he got in 
what occurred? No one kn«ws. She states 
that he came there under *olor of the law.
I contend that a police officer has no right 
to ent'»r this house uni*«* be has an order 
of court. The Constitution of the United 
States, from whiejh *he Coustitution of this 
State is framed, guarantees to every one 
liberty of their JWn house. It states that 
no one’s prem ^s shall be searched except 
with a warr*»»t. In this case he had none.
If he went «ere a.« a police officer he should 
have had* warrant, and not merely a badge.
