N ew York, July Id.—A special dispatch 
from Havana-of the twelfth instant, via Key 
West fourteenth, says General Poello, at 
the head cf three hundred Spanish marines, 
was attacked by the patriots near IiagH, 
small town situated on the same bay as Nue- 
vitas. -The marines were forced to fall back 
upon Nuevitas with the loes of eighty, in­
cluding General Poello.

H avana, July 13, via Key West, July 15 
Advices from Nuevitas to the tenth instant 
report the cholera diminishing, but the 
vomito had appeared among the troops.

According to the now organisation of the 
patriot forces, there are to be only two 
Major Generals in the army, of whom Gen 
tral Jordan is one, and holds commando 
the entire Eastern or Bayamo Department 
while General Ignacio Agramonte is the 
other, and command* the Central Depart 
ment.

Tne Spanish are endeavoring to ignore 
the manner in which their detachment of 
soldiers was recently captured at babana 
Nueva.

It was rumored that General Ques&da has 
ordered the officers captnred *o be shot 
retaliation tor the execution of the patriot 
prisoners.

Further particulars of the fight near Baga 
have been received.

The Spanish forces numbered five hun 
dred marines, who were surprised by seven 
ty insurgents under Francisco Castillo, am 
buecadea behind palm groves. Both sides 
sustained a spirited fire for half an hour. 
The marines being af-aid of the machitas 
carried by the Cubans, refused to obey 
an order to charge bayonets aud 
the insurgent*,despite the superior numbers 
of the enemy, retired across an open field in 
perfect order, firing in view of the Spaniards, 
and inflicting severe loss on them: but one 
patriot was wounded. The marines fell 
back toNuevitas.fio exhausted by the effects 
of the climate that many of them were car­
ried into the city on stretchers.

London, July 16 .^ A t Lurgan, Ireland, ou  
twelfth instant, an Orange mob were pelted 
with stoues. They retaliated by utterly de­
stroying seventeen houses occupied by 
Catuolic*. The wood work of the buildings 
aud the furniture were carried into the 
street and burned. At latest' advices order 
was restored.

It was proved that nine hundred dollars 
in counterfeite on the First National Bank 
of Jersey City waa found ou the person of 
this woman in Atlanta, which were intro­
duced, as also a letter from Turner to the 
woman, found at the same time.

The court adjourned till ten A. M. to­
morrow.

Washington, July 16.—Cubans here have 
advices to the eighth instant. The forces 
under Quesada report haying captured a 
scouting party near Sac Miguel, sent out by 
General Letona from Neuvitas, numbering 
seventy five men.

A body of Cubans, nnmbering three hun­
dred. encamped on Sagua la Grande liver, 
near the town of that name, were attacked 
by the Spaniards under General Trtallo.

The Siwiniards were three times repulsed 
and compelled to retire, leaving a portion of 
their baggage and killed upon the field.

The Cuban loss was thfrty-five in killed 
andlwounded. An engagement is reported at 
La Esneranza, in which the Spanish troops 
were defeated.

Under the direction of the Volunteer 
Junta, the property of Cubans suspected of 
sympathy with the insurrection is being 
seized and confiscated: families are driven 
from their homes and houses given up to 
pillage.

L iverpool, July 16.—Sales for the week 
73,000 bales, of which 12,000 bales are for 
export and 8000 Dales for speculation.

Yesterday, Mr. Kaiser, chairman of the 
Streets and Landings Committee of the 
Board ol Aldermen, and Mr. Farrell, chair­
man of the similar committee in the Board 
ol Assistant Aldermen, rode out on Canal 
street,accompanied by Mr. Correjolles, a shell 
road contracior. They closed their eyes to 
the contempt of the Fifth District Court by 
the City Railroad Company, which had men 
and carte employed in hauling off the city 
mud. But when they got out to where Mr. 
Hoyle had some three or four men wheeling 
some of the same earth into a banquette 
along Canal street, to raise it so that 
the impending overflow would not 
submerge it, their eyes were wide open.

Mr. Hoyle ordered them to proceed. The . 
oouficilmen rode back to Claiborne street, 
and returned with two policemen to enforce 
their orders. Mr. Hoyle saw the policemen, 
but did not see their* authority to obey the 
oiders of members of tttfc city government, 
who had refused to recognize or pay the 
Metropolitans, and plainly told them so.
The policemen declined to interfere, and the 
couucilmen left ttie ground, threatening to 
have'Mr. Hoyle arrested and arraigned be­
fore the Fifth District Court this morning, 
for violating an order of that court, to 
winch the City Railroad Company give no 
heed.

The game will now be played “according 
to Hoyle,” and we shall report its progress.

Thia 
sort ot demand goes before Second Control­
ler Broadhead for settlement. The practice 
from the beginning has been to be governed 
by reports from army headquarters or tho 
War Department, and person* treated 
there as deserters are so treated 
by the Controller’s office, whioh re­
fuses to pay them bounties ; and a consider­
able number of this class of persons, backed 
up by attorneys and claim agents, now set 
up that no one ought to be deemed a de­
serter till he has been proved so before a 
court martial. The Comptroller resist* thia 
assumption,.and some of th* lawyers, have 
made up a case for the court.
