The long and wa! bad, at
last, yielded. Richmond had succumbed
to inevitabla fate and the fortune of war.
The conference at Appomattox hud taken
) The Army of Northern Virginia, with its
deeds of heroism and valor, had passed into

history; but there were other armies sod
other detachments that were still m
uphold the {ll fated banner of the

Confederacy.

Among them was Giltner's brigade of Ken-
tucky cavalry, which, at the time of the sur-
render st Appomattox, was trying, by forced
marches, to reach Fitzhugh Lee’s command.

Rumors of the downfall of the Goakdmci
had reached the command, but not throug
areliable somce, In the meantime m::x
brave and gsllant men, who had met
defied death in a thousand forms, for what
they believed to be a sacred cause, had be-
come almost mutinous, and desertions were
80 numerous that the commander was ~om-
pelled vither to punish the guilty or dishand
the bri; . Thus, after & brief consulta-
tion with his staff, the commander deter-
mined to punish those who attempted to de-
sert, and immedistely gave ordera to that

effect.
