Grant P ledged to Econom y

N ashua, February 2G.—The Hon, Henry 
L. Dawes entered the campaign in New 
Hampshire to-night, by speaking to about 
one thousand people in the City Hall, under 
th e  auspices of the Republican State Cen­
tra l Committee. Since his speech on the 
floor of the House, about three weeks since, 
speculation has been rife in this State ns 
to  what would be his future stand in rela­
tion  to the Republican party, with which he 
has ever been associated. The Labor lie- 
formers have claimed him as a particular 
champion, and the Democrats have avowed 
th a t he had made a breach in the  Republi­
can ranks which would never be healed. 
Odo of the Democratic papers in this State, 
on Thursday, the  twenty-fourth instant, 
declared its  disbelief iu the tru th  of the
statem ent.that he was to speak for the  Re­
publicans, and said: ‘'W hen wi 
has been here, we shall believe it, but not
un til then.”

The announcement of the Republican 
Comfnittee th a t he would speak, together 
w ith his outspoken words in his letter to 
th e  Hon. E. H. Rollins and the New Hamp­
shire delegation in Congress, have sent i 
trem or to the hearts of the Democrats and 
th e  child of the ir creation and fostering 
care—t he “ Labor Reform ” party. Curios 
ity to  hear him, ot course, has beeu running 
high, and the speech will be read by every 
voter in the State who can procure it. and 
w ill work a result for good which no other 
one a t this tim e could accomplish.

substantially, there can be in this land but 
tw o parties;’ and he who is not for the party 
th a t has upon itself the responsibility of 
the  adm inistration of public affairs, is 
against it. I do not mean "  '-.y th a t 
those who may for a  time be drawn t»*ay by 
thh a ttractions of new names, new promises, 
or new professions, are consciously and w it­
tingly putting themselves in the position of 
those who are in tent upon weakening and 
destroying the power of the Republican 
party. I  know there are many honest, 
worthy men who are fer a time drawn away 
thus, but if they come to reflect upon the 
natu re  of party politics, they will see tha t 
all who draw agaiust the Republican party 
m ust draw and work together, and will, 
ultim ately, as certainly drop into the arms 
o f the Democratic party, whether they so 
in tend or not, as the infant drops into the 
arm s of its mother, and they will never mis­
take who th a t m other is. Therefore I  say 
to you th a t it is the  Democratic party  resort­
ing to  new means, new efforts, new devices, 
under different names. Their dissensions 
are on those topics and subjects in which 
there is no difference between them  and the 
Democratic party, conscious th a t with 
th a t party  they are a t work, and by th a t 
party they are’countenauced, and nursed, 
and supported, n3 from necessity they must 
be.
THE ADVANTAGES OF PROTECTION TO HOME 

INDUSTRY.
This afternoon I  came across a beautiful 

iron bridge over the Connecticut river. 
They told me that it cost $509,000, but th a t 
i t  was all made in England. Every day's
work performed upon that, except putting 

piethe pieces together, they told me was per­
formed in Englaud. It took a  great many 
men a g reat while to do it, in a great work­
shop, and where th a t workshop was there 
must have been a great many lamilies, and 
where those families were there must have 
been good many mechanics to supply them 
with their wauts. There m ust have been 
the  shoemaker, the hatter, the tailor and 
the  baker. The:e must have been a great 
m any schoolhouses. here, and I have no 
doubt there were churches. Now, fellow- 
citizens, which would have been the best, to 
have had th a t village on this side of the 
w ater or on the other side? That is all 
there  is in this question. Had the laws of 
the  land made it cheaper to have brought 
the  raw material here, the bridge would 
have been made here, the village would 
have grown up here, the  churches aud 
school-houses would have been here; and 
th e  mechanics who gathered around and 
lived in such a village, would also have 
been here. The capital would have been 
hero, too, which would have been the best 
o f alL They tell us tha t in Iowa tkey can 
n o t ge t enough for the corn they raise to 
pay for raising it, and tha t they sometimes 
b u rn  i t  for fuel.

Would it not 
have  been be tte r for him to have been put 
down in Euch a village, with such an oppor­
tun ity  to assert his manhood, aud achieve 
com petence and independence, and stand 
upon h is  own bottom, than  to have under­
taken  the  vain work of regulating  the  num ­
ber o f hours he shall work by statute, or 
the  am ount of pay he 6hall receive, or the 
treatm ent th a t his Employer shall extend 
tow ard him by statute?

TUE ECONOMY OF THE IT.E8ENT ADMINISTRA­

TION.
How is it now, fellow citizens, w ith the 

Republican party ? Have they no claim to 
honesty aud economy in the public affairs '  
They have been in power eleven months, 
and I can show the account of their woik 
up to  this day. I took it from the Treasury 
books yesterday, and I  state  it to you ju s i 
as it is iu contrast with what I  told you of 
the last year of Andrew Johnson, who spent 
all the treasure and all the  revenues ot the 
land, and ran the nation into debt, adding 
to  the  $7,500,000,000, under which it is 
groaning to-day, $0,000,000 more. During 
the  last year, Mr. Johnson received $363,- 
000.000, and he incurred a debt in addition to 
6,000,000, so that he expended $374,000,000. In 
the first year of General Grant's adm inistra­
tion, with no higher ra te  of taxation, bu t on 
the other hand, w ith reduced taxation in 
some particulars, he has gathered into the 
Treasury from his officials’ nauds, $394,00,0,- 
000 (instead of $368,000,000) from the sa|ue 
taxes ; but, instead of spending all tha t in 
the  current expenses of this first year, 
he has paid $80,000,000 of the public debt 
out of i t ! (Great applause.) So th a t he 
has expended only $314,000,090, against 

374.000,000 spent in the last year of A ndrew  
Johnson’s adm inistration, "making ju s t a 
difference of $60,000,000. This is from the 
books. He has collected $20,000,000 more 
for this present year than Andrew Johnson 
did in his last year, and $20,000,000 of that 
is from the internal taxes c-f the land, 
which were not a mill higher, and on some 
articles were lower than  last year. Why 
has he collected $26,000,000 more? Because 
there has beeu less of it stolen. (Laughter 
and applause.) L et me tell you, there is a 
good deal of difference between the politics 
of my district and the two Congressional 
d istricts in Brooklyn, New York. You know 
what th a t difference is. There are two dis­
tilleries in my district—I  wish there were 
none there—and there are 129 in Brooklyn, 
yet the two in my district paid more money 
into the treasury last year than all of the 
129 in Brooklyn. W hat is the reason? Be­
cause the  men in my d istrict are brought 
up as they are in New Hampshire, aud have 
an idea tha t they m ust pay their taxes hon­
estly, while there is no euch idea in Brook­
lyn. (Applause.) That is the  account up 
to date between the adm inistration of Gen­
eral G rant and th a t of Mr. Johnson last 
year.
PRESIDENT GRANT'S PLEDGE TO NEW HAMP­

SHIRE.
Now what is the promise for the future ? 

W hat is the  prospect on the question o: pub 
lie expenditures for next year? Upon that 
point I propose to speak plainly—as you can 
find I have spoken jdainly elsewhere. [Ap­
plause.] I t  is true  tha t the  bureau officers 
of the several departm ents—and, by-the-by, 
more than  half oi them have been inherited 
from the last adm inistration—in making 
the ir estimates for appropriations for the 
next year, asked too much. When these ap 
propriations came to  be ail aggregated, to be 
sent to the  House, the  whole am ount was 
alarmingly too m uch, and I took the liberty 
to tell the men responsible for it  th a t it was 
too much, [applause] and, gentlemen, if  you 
want any assurance tha t for the  coming 
year, or for the rem aining years of this ad­
ministration, as in this very year, tha t there 
will be no tendency upward, but ra ther 
downward, you will find it  iu the answer, 
which the whole people made, de­
manding th a t those appropriations for 
the next year should not be larger 
than the appropriations for this year, 
and in the unanimity in the  Execu­
tive branch of the governm ent and in Con 
gress, in the work they have been applying 
themselves to, in cu tting  down the appro­
priations for the coming year. There is no 
division. There is an earnest, conscientious 
effort in all branches of the government to 
see to it th a t there  shall not be a dollar 
more appropriated for the  next year than 
for this. [Applause.j I was charged, yes­
terday afternoon, by the President himself, 
with this message to the people of New 
Hampshire—[loud applause]—when I  tQld 
him I was coming here. He told me to as­
sure the people of New Hampshire tha t this 
exhibit I have made here of the successful 
collection, and the economical expenditure, 
of money during the present year, is an ear­
nest aud a pledge of what it shall be in the 
year to come. [Great applause.] Tell the 
people of New Humpskire th a t (luring my 
administration there shall be no ascending 
scale of public expenditures [deafen itg  ap­

closest scrutiny shall disclose the possibility

There is one other thing which I wish to 
mention to-night. General Grant is at the 
heao of the  party. Thank God th a t he can 
criticise it. A party that can probe and un­
cover its sores can grow strong and healthy 
by self-probing. What has it done this last 
week but to take one of its own members 
found to be corrupt, aud drive him  by a 
unanim ous vote from the halls of Congress. 
Did you ever find the Democratic party in 
pursuit of any corruption within its own 
ranks [laughter], except to fatten on it?  
Did you ever find them  hunting up those 
who lived upon tho plunder of the  public 
treasury within the ir own ranks, and bring­
ing them to condign punishm ent? I am 
proud to belong to a party  so conscious of 
the  rectitude of its intentions and the 
strength o f its position tha t it can bear to 
have the  plain tru th  told it by its own 
friends ; and I assure you th a t I  take the 
greatest pleasure iu  bringing to you tho

The St. Louis Democrat reports the  fol­
lowing:

A suit to recover twenty-five thousand 
dollars damages was instituted iu the Cir­
cuit Court yesterday by Charles M. Gayle 
against Thomas B. Gregory. The plaintiff 
6tates in his petition tha t on the tw enty- 
second of May, 1868, he entered into a con­
trac t w itn the  defendant, by which he 
agreed to  deliver to him five hundred head 
of Texas beef cattle at Red River Landing, 
ou tho Mississippi, Louisiana. Defendant 
agreed to receive them there, ship them to 
St. Louis and pay to  plaintiff, ou their de­
livery at Red River Landing, sixteen dollars 
per head; also to take charge of the cattle  
when they were lauded at St. Louis and sell 
them to the best advantage. After selling 
them aud paying all expenses, including the 
first expenses ot shipping them, the defend­
ant had to pay half the net proceeds to the 
plaintiff.

The plaintiff avers th a t he performed his 
part of the contract, except placing the  
cattle  on the boat a t Red River Landing. 
This he was unable to do, because Gregory 
refused to receive them, and to pay the 
sixteen dollars a head, amounting to $8009, 
saying it was useless to place them ou the 
boat. Plaintiff states it was practical to have 
shipped the cattle  immediately. Having 
relied on receiv'.ug the money from the de­
fendant, and driven the cattle  from Jackson 
county, Texas, he found himself penniless, 
and in a strange country. He had to wait 
there ten clays, and during tha t 
time fifteen head of the cattle  escaped, 
causing a loss of $400. The other caitle 
suffered greatly for want of pasturage aud 
water, and were damaged to the amount of 
$5000. The necessary expenses he had to 
incur were 11000, and he ws s compelled to 
make very disadvantageous arrangements 
with parties. The cattle were shipped by 
them to St. Louis by one of the boats of the  
Atlautio and Mississippi Steamship Com­
pany, on which they were so grossly m is­
handled and ill-treated th a t they became an 
entire loss to him. This company being 
dissolved lie can not recover from it, and 
asks $25,000 damages against the defendant

The member from South Carolina, who 
resigned and was censured by the House of 
Representatives on Thursday for the sale of 
cadetships in the National Academies, has 
published the defense Which he was not 
allowed to make in the House. In it he says 
there were no young men in Lis District who. 
were not sons of the aiders aad abettors of 
treason.

The colored men were not able to  pass sn 
exam ination a t the Acadtmies, and preju­
dice, unfortunately, would meet them  at the 
very fhreshhold. He would not appoint the 
son of a disloyalist; he could not a loyal col­
ored boy. He had thea  to seek some one 
outside'of hi* district. He did so; sought 
the best one he could find, and after the ap­
pointm ent was made, the trieuils gave him 
five hundred dollars to be applied to aid in 
building school houses and feeding and 
olothing the impoverished and Btarviiig. If 
he erred, it Was In striving to 
aid his suffering peopl°. The giv­
ing of appointments of cadetships
outside of districts to others than those 
horn in tho same had beeu done since 1842. 
The academy at West Point had been filled 
with ju s t such cases. He had been reported 
against by a committee upon which there 
were those whose skirts were not clean of 
accu-atlon, or whose consciences were 
purged of co rrm tioa. There was one whose 
le tter Mr. W hittemore had seen, which 
showed his willingness to accept a proposi­
tion of purchase of his appointm ent, aud 
yet he eat iu judgm ent over him, aud voted 
even against the  most lenient proposition 
for time for fu rther exam ination of his case. 
He denies emphatically the  statem ent of 
Schoepf, who said he asked two thousand 
dollars for the appointment, and closed with 
the reiteration of his entire freedom from 
corruption, in any sense, throughout the 
transaction for which he had beeu accused. 
Ho laid the charge a t the door of a member 
from New York, who was a t a rt of the con­
spiracy, and who offered money for a letter 
which Mr. W hittemore wrote to Kegier.

The Cincinnati G-azetle gives us an idea of 
the operations of detectives there:

The trial of the Robbins tobacco case, be­
fore the United States Court, is developing 
some interesting features. Among the rest 
we notice the testimony of Mr. B. P. B ra­
sher, Special Agent of the Internal Revenue 
Department, and Mr. Youtsee, Assistant 
Assessor of the Sixth District of Kentucky. 
Each of these gentlemen, it  seems, had con­
ceived a suspicion of the  integrity of tho 
Other. To verify his suspicion one went to 
the  other, and hin ted  at aa  arragem ent 
whereby they could connive a t swindles of 
the  governm ent by the  tobacco men, bleed 
the  latter, and so pu t money in their own 
pockets. “ You see,” said he, persuasively, 
“ that we can do it as well as not, and no­
body know any thing about it but our­
selves.” Thus he spoke, tem pting him.

But the o ther said w ithin himself, “ I 
m ust 'dissemble. This fellow is a rascal 
and would defraud the governm ent. But 
if I give vent to the  indignation which his 
infamous proposition excites within my v ir­
tuous breast, he will say no more and I 
shall never have proot positive of his cor­
rup t designe.” ^

And so these gentleman schemed against 
each other, each seeking to draw the ocher 
into an open proposition which would bo 
conclusive of guilt, w ithout implicating 
himself.

Reorganization of the  land office of the 
State, and to make provision tor the  survey 
of unsurveyed lands of the State.

An act is needed to restrict tho power of 
the  courts to  issue writs of mandamus 
against the officers of the city of New Or­
leans for the object of collecting demands 
for money against the corporation.

To provide for the organization of the 
D istrict Courts of the parish of Orleans, aud 
defining the  jurisdiction of the several courts 
relative, especially, to  injunctions, manda­
muses, etc.

Unfinished business relative to  the float­
ing indebtedness and other m atters impor­
tan t to the good governm ent of the corpora­
tion of New Orleans.

And I  do hereby Indicate as the  length of 
said session herein called, the term  of ten 
days, commencing w ith said Monday, 
March 8.

I  have no objection to urge against g ran t­
ing a charte r to  the gentlemen whose nam es 
appear as incorporators in this act., but I do 
object to granting  them  tlie aid of bonds 
draw ing eight per cent interest, with the  
promise to pay 'severa l hundred  thousand 
dollars in terest annually on their bonds, the  
repaym ent of which would ba secured only 
by a second m ortgage on the railroad, i t  
having been previously m ortgaged for tb o  
sum of fifteen thousand dollars per mile, 
with the force and effect of a first m ort­
gage.

I t  is proposed to  rnn th is  railroad from 
the m outh of Red river, northw ard to the  
Arkansas State line, between the Ouachita 
and the  Mississippi rivers. By reference to  
tbe  map, it will be observed th a t the means 
of transportation for the  inhabitants of th a t 
section o f the State are, perhaps, the best of 
any in the State. The distance from a point 
equi distan t between the Ouachita and 
Mississippi rivers is nowhere greater than 
twenty mileB, while the Black River, Bayou 
Macon, Bayou Bumf aud Tensas river are all 
traversing  the country between them , and 
are navigable for smell steam ers half the  
year. It would be, in my opinion, worse 
than folly fo f the S ta te r in its present em­
barrassed financial s ituation , to extend its  
depreciated credit to th is enterprise. There 
are manifest m istakes in the enrollm ent of 
the act. The language of the  last p a rt of 
section seventeen, on the  first page does 
not make sense in connection witn tha t on 
the following page. I  find it impossible to 
reconcile the language and substance of the  
two pages.

Second, I t  is not a fact th a t sola’rtre a d is ­
count as th irty  per cent has been suffered at 
all times during the year.

Third, Section th ird  of the  bill makes an 
un just discrimination between officers of 
the Police force itself, by allowing no extra 
compensation for those who have not served 
six months, but have beeu compelled to suf­
fer equally as mucli discount on their w ar­
rants, for the tim e they have served, as 
those who have served for a longer neriod.

Fourth , This kind of legislation is a bad 
precedent, because every officer of the  State 
who has been compelled to  discount his 
w arrant, has au equal right to come to  tlie 
Legislature and ask th a t his loss be made 
good to him.
