The Secretary informed the House that 
the Senate had concurred in the following 
House bills, viz:

Bed River Railroad Company, etc., by a 
vote of yeas 12, nays 17, two-thirds not 
voting in the affirmative.

By order of the Senate, the Secretary 
then proceeded to the House of Represen­
tatives, and informed that body that the 
Senate was ready to adjourn sine die.

A motion of Mr. Packard to adjourn be­
ing adopted, the President announced that 
the Senate stood adjourned, sine die, for 
the regular session of 1870.

O E B A T 1 8  IN T U N  HOUSE.

£  v e t t in g  S e s s io n .

Monday, February 28, 1870.
House met promptly at Seven o’clock P. 

M.; Speaker Carr in the chair.
Mr. McVeau called up a joint resolution 

instructing the Governor to remove from 
office S. N. Burbank, Treasurer of the Me­
tropolitan Police.

Mr. McVeau: I move the constitutional 
rules be suspended, in order that we may 
consider this bill at this time.

Mr. Gartskamp: At half-past twelve
o’clock to-day, we resolved ourselves into a 
Committee ot the Whole to attend the trial 
of George M. Wicklitfe, Auditor. At the 
time we resolved into a Committee of the 
Whole we had under consideration—

Speaker Carr: The gentleman from Jeffer­
son is out of order.' The question is on a 
suspension of the rules.

Mr. Gartskamp: I wish to state—
Speaker Carr: The gentleman will take his 

seat and preserve order.
Mr. Degrange: Tne joint resolution has 

no business here, Mr. Speaker, the Treas­
urer is a State officer—

Speaker Carr : The gentleman from Or­
leans will resume his seat. The question is 
on a suspension of the rules.

Mr. Degrango : Then I call for the yeas 
and nays.

Mr. McMillen : And I, Mr. Speaker, call 
for the special order of the day, which is, if 
I am correctly informed, the appropriation 
bill. It is very necessary that this bill 
should be put through without further de­
lay, as the honorable members are doubtless 
already aware of the fact that the remaining 
hours of this session are few, and that in or­
der to pass important measures we must 
expedite business. To-morrow is a sort of 
a testival day which, although not peculiar 
to this General Assembly, is a day on 
which the people enjoy the pleasures of the 
carnival before subjecting themselves to the 
austerities of the Lenten season. Let ns lay 
aside all levity, and solemnly and calmly 
consider this appropriation bill. I see some 
indications of a desire to pass the city char­
ter. (Laughter.) .

Now. if you pass this appropriation bill at 
once, I will help you to consolidate, 
not only the parish of Jefferson, but 
every other-parish in the State, always ex­
cepting Carroll parish. I do not consider 
that the interests of that ereat parish re­
quire au alliance with tnis well regulated 
city, and I desire that Carroll parish shall 
maintain her distinctive existence.

Mr. Crawford: Don’t you want us to do 
something for Carroll parish?

Mr. McMillen: Yes, sir, I want the seat of 
justice removed to New Providence, and if 
the House will agree to let me call up my 
Carroll parish bill, I will move to postpone 
further consideration of the appropria- 
priation biu until Wednesday at one o’clock.

A Member: What is this bill of yours?
Mr. McMillen: A little bill relative to the 

seat of justice in my parish. It is not calcu­
lated to jeopardizc-|the great interests of.the 
State.

Mr. Kent: Now, Mr. Speaker, I rise to a 
question of privilege. A few days since, we 
adopted a rule allowing each gentlemau to 
call up a bill as his name was called, the 
roll to be called in alphabetical order. A 
number of gentlemen have availed them­
selves of that rule, and now they propose to 
set it aside. If I had been in the C's, per­
haps I would have nothing to complain of of.

Mr. McMillen: You are in the C's—C for 
Kent. [Laughter.]

Mr. Kent: Now, Mr. Speaker, I consider 
this unfair, not to give us all a ebance. 
When the roll is called down to Zoelly, then 
some other rule may be adopted.

Mr. McMillen : I move, Mr. Speaker, that 
the rules be suspended in order to call up 
House bill 242.

Speaker Carr : You have heard the mo­
tion. All in favor of a suspension of tho 
rules will vote aye as their names are called; 
contrary, nay. The clerk will call the roll.

The rules were not suspended.
Mr. Isabelle called up a bill authorizing 

the construction of sixteen basins iu the 
new canal.

Mr. Noble: Now, Mr. Speaker, I would 
like to say a few words upon this bill.

Speaker Carr : The gentleman from Or­
leans has the floor, and will proceed with 
his remarks.

Mr. Noble: This bill, Mr. Sneaker and Rep­
resentatives, provides for a something utter­
ly and entirely impossible; something so 
ridiculous; something so nonsensical, that, 
not to put too fine a point on it, I was at 
first disposed to consider it only as a prac­
tical joke. The idea of constructing in a 
canal 6even miles long, sixteen basins ! Why. 
gentlemen, it would take more dredging 
than the famous Ship Island Canal; and 
when I refer to the Ship Island Canal, it is 
only to its mechauicalfeatures. [Laughter.]

The west side ot the new canal is owneu 
by private Individuals, and it is very valua­
ble property, and consequently the State 
will have to pay a high figure if it becomes 
purchaser. To dig sixteen basins on this 
west side, at au enormous outlay, when those 
already existing are more than enough for 
the demands upon them, appears to me the 
quintessence of folly, and the question 
comes up where, in God's name, is the 
money to'build these basins to come from, 
when the already depleted exchequer of the 
lessee is drained? He has, it is well known, 
a white elephant on his hands, and he does 
not know, like the Milesian, what to do with 
it. And when this fact is recognized, it wiil 
be seen how farcial is this new proposition.

Under the stipulations of the original con­
tract, this lessee was compelled to dig a cer­
tain number of basins within a period of five 
years. Three of those have already elapsed 
and he has not yet completed the digging of 
one. Each of these basins was to be two 
thousand feet long by one thousand in width, 
and I hold that there is every probability 
that the lessee's privileges will expire at the 
end of two years, because of his failure to 
perform his part of the contract. If he has 
not been able to dig one in three years, how 
will he dig sixteen in two years? The idea 
is ridiculous. It is—without reflecting on 
the gentlemen who introduced it—an absur­
dity. Were we to pass this bill, we would be 
simply exposing ourselves to the well-earned 
ridicule of the world, and I hope it will be 
summarily disposed of.

Mr. Isabelle: I would remind the gentle­
man that, the State owns five hundred feet 
on the west side, and would not be forced 
to purchase it. Those basins are only in­
tended to permit schooners loaded with 
lumber to run in, 60 that other vessels may 
pass in and out.

Mr. Washington: I move the further 
consideration of this he indefinitely post­
poned.

Mr. Grav: This is a matter which requires 
delicate handling, and I am not in favor of 
treatiLg it in this way. I move its post­
ponement for a few days—say until Thurs­
day.

Speaker Carr: Does the gentleman from 
Assumption withdraw his motion?
. Mr, Washington: Yes, sir.

Speaker Carr: Then the question is on the 
motion of the gentleman from St. James 
(Mr. Gray).

The motion prevailed.
Mr. Gair called up House bill No. 132, 

being an act to consolidate the City of Jef­
ferson and other portions of tho parishes of 
Jefferson and Orleans, with the city of New 
Orleans.

Mr. Garstkamp: This is unconstitutional. 
Unless the rules are suspended this bill 
must be read ou thrfee separate days.

Speaker Carr: The gentleman will come 
to order. , ,, ,

Mr. Garstkamp: I call for the yeas and 
navs. ., .

Mr. Noble: I move to reconsider the vote 
just taken. , .

Mr. McMillen: The gentleman has not 
that privilege, not having voted in the 
affirmative. -

Mr. Noble: I did not vote at all. and it is 
generally considered that silence implies 
consent.

Speaker Carr: The gentleman having 
been in his seat while the vote was being 
taken, and not having recorded his vote in 
the affirmative, he can not, under the rules 
of the House,move a reconsideration.

The bill passed by a vote of 46 yeas to 13 
nays.

On motion, adjourned.
Evening S e u lo i.

Thursday, March 3, 1870.
Mr. McVean: I move, Mr. Speaker, that 

the rules be suspended, in order to permit 
of the introduction of bills at this time.

Mr. Lowell: It seems to me only folly, 
Mr. Speaker, to introduce bills this evening, 
when it is well known to be the last evening 
of the present session. These gentlemen 
seem to labor under the impression that the 
Governor will call «n extra session. Sup­
pose he does; the mere introduction of bills 
to-night wiil not expedite their passage. At 
the hour of twelve o’clock to-night all the 
committees appointed by the Speaker will 
have been dissolved, that is. they will not 
be qualified to transact any business after 
that hour. If there be au extra session, a 
new set of committees will have to be ap­
pointed, and this work will all have to be 
done over again. Bills referred to commit­
tees to-night will come back 40 the Com­
mittee on Unfinished Business, and, as I 
have already stated, this work will be all 
gone over again. This same point was 
raised in the Senate this evening, and was 
sustained.

Speaker Carr: The Chair would state that 
he has the same impression, as that ex­
pressed by the gentleman from Caddo. I 
have advised the members on this point; 
but it remains lor the House to determine 
what it shall do in the premises.

The motion of Mr. McVean prevailed.
At this point a message was received from 

the Governor, cailiug the Legislature to 
meet, iu extra session, on Monday, the 
seventh of March, 1870.

House had under consideration a bill rel­
ative to the revision of the Civil Code and 
Code of Practice of the State of Louisiana.

Mr. Lowell: I am compelled, Mr. Speaker, 
to ask for a suspension ot the rules, to allow 
this to go through at this time.

SpeaEer Carr: The gentleman from Caddo 
asks for a suspension of the rules. Is there 
any objection? There being no objections, 
the rules are suspended.

Mr. Lowell: I now move, Mr. Speaker, a 
suspension of such rules as compel this to 
be submitted to a Committee of the Whole, 
aud I wish to briefly state iuv reasons for 
so doing. During the session of 1868, the 
Legislature appointed a commission to re­
vise the Civil Code and Code of Practice. The 
duty of said commission was to simplify, to 
make more concise, the laws of the State, 
and to eliminate anything that might clash 
with later legislation, aud which, by reason 
aud in consequence of subsequent legisla­
tion. had become either superfluous or void. 
That commission, acting under the authority 
delegated to it by the General Assembly, 
employed an able lawyer, Mr. Isaiah Gar­
rett, to whom was given the power to en­
gage other gentlemen, learned iu the law, to 
assist him in his arduous labors. The work 
has been completed, and in such a manner,
I think, as will recommend this revision to 
the approbation of every lawyer in the 
State. Mr. Garrett, however, has made 
himself personally responsible to his assist­
ants for their compensation, to the amount 
of $25,000. This is thought by some 
of the members to be a very large 
sum, but I can assure them it is 
not. In the State in which I formerly lived, 
such a revision was made every ten years, 
at a cost of from $25,000 to $30,000. The re­
vision under consideration, reaching, as it 
does, over such a long period, and embracing 
the numerous acts of many Legislatures, 
was a task of no mean magnitude, and that 
it has been so admirably performed is as 
much a matter of surprise as it is of gratifi­
cation, Considering, I say. all this, the 
expense is very moderate. A learned law- 
ver, whose practice at the bar would be 
worth from twenty to twenty-five thousand 
dollars a year, has spent nis whole time ou 
this work, and only asks the Eum of $5000. 
When this Legislature authorizes a certain 
commission to perform certain duties, it is 
in duty bound to see that that commission 
is duly compensated. I believe this House 
is desirous of doing so, and I hope the mo­
tion I have offered will meet with its appro­
bation.

Mr. Degrange : I would call the attention 
of the Honse to the lact that this commis­
sion has already expended iu salary aud 
mileage a sum approximating to $20,000.

Mr. Lowell: The gentleman can not prove 
that this commission received salary to that 
amount by the record.

Mr. Degrange : I believe the honorable 
gentleman was one of the commission.

Mr. Lowell: If the gentleman makes an 
assertion without the record it is untrue.

Mr. Degrange : I think this uncalled for-
Mr. Lowell: The gentleman has stated 

that the commission, of which I was a mem­
ber, received a salary which we were not 
entitled to, and I reiterate that this is un­
true.

Mr. Degrange : You might deny the asser­
tion without becoming so emphatic. I say 
that mileage, at least, has been paid to mem­
bers of the commission, and that this revis­
ion will cost the State, when all expenses 
are paid, something in the neighborhood of 
$70,060.

Mr. Lowell: If the gentleman feels that 
his constituency has been aggrieved, and 
that the commi-sion lias improperly received 
salaries and mileage, why does he not prefer 
charges against the members of the com­
mission, and bring them before the bar of 
the House.

Mr. Degrange: I da not object to the 
commission receiving mileage. I expected 
they would receive it when appointed; but, 
after twenty thousand dodara has been ex­
pended, I wish to know how much the 
whole work will amount to.

Mr. Noble: Mr. Speaker, there seems to 
be an impression abroad that this is a large 
eum. I have given this subject some 
thought, and have examined it carefully, 
and after doing so, I think the compensa­
tion very small indeed. When it is remem- 
berep that men of fine legal attainments 
have devoted their whole lime and talents 
to the completion of this work ; when it is 
remembered that the Hon. Isaiah Garrett, 
ou whom devolved the principal labor of 
this revision, is, as a lawyer and a profound 
jurist, possibly without an equal in the 
whole State, tne sum will appear insignifi­
cant. When talent of the highest order is 
secured, of course the compensation must 
be iu keeping with the ability engaged. A 
cursory glance through this revision has 
satisfied me that it is entitled to the consid­
eration and approbation of the legal profes­
sion throughout the State. I did 
not intend when I arose to make a lengthy 
argument, only to express my opinion as to 
the expense of the work under considera­
tion.

A messenger from the Senate announced 
that the Senate had passed a bill relative to 
the Monroo, Homer and Fulton Rail Road 
Company, over the veto of the Governor. 
£The bill was passed by the House, thereto 
of the Governor to tho contrary notwith­
standing.

Mr. Lowell called up a bill to exempt the 
Freedmens’ Savings Rank from taxation.

Mr. Kent: I think this is wrong to allow 
members to call up bill after bill while some 
members have not had a chance to call up a 
bill under the rule lately adopted. I object 
to it.

Mr. Lowell: This is a little bill to relieve 
from taxation the Freedmens’ Savings Bank, 
and I trust it will be allowed to become a 
law.

The bill was passed,
A messenger from the Senate announced 

that that body was ready to adjourn sine 
die.

Speaker Carr: The Chief Clerk will pro­
ceed to the Senate and inform that body that 
the House is ready to adjourn sine die.

Chief Clerk Vigers having returned, an­
nounced the Senate adjourned.

Speaker Carr: The chair takes this oppor­
tunity to return his thanks to the House for 
the many courtesies he has received, during 
the time he iias occupied the position of its 
presiding officer. At all times he has en­
deavored to discharge his duty faithfully 
and impartially, and if he has succeeded, it 
has been owing as much to the kind sup­
port accorded him at all times by the Hou -e. 
as to any ability he may possess. I now de­
clare this House adjourned sine die.

ARTICLE I.
The name and style of the corporation hereby 

formed shall be “The Orleans Oil and Manufactur­
ing Company,” and its domicil is hereby fixed In 
the town of Algiers, parish ot Orleans, State of Lou­
isiana.

ARTICLE II.
The purposes and objscts of this corporation are 

hereby declared to be aa follows, to-wit : To pur­
chase cotton seed and other oleaginous and fibrous 
substances, or products of this or any other coun­
tries, and to obtain therefrom oil, oilcake, fertilizers 
and other articles of commerce for domestic and for­
eign markets, and to that end to work and carry on 
all necessary machinery and manufactures.

ARTICLE IV.
On the first Monday in November next, 1870, and 

annually ther- alter, the election of Directors by the 
stockholders shall be held at the office of the cor- 
poratien, ten days notice of w rich shall be given 
in at least two newspapers published in the city of 
New Orleans. Maid election shall be by ballot, each 
share ot the voting stock shall be entitleC to one 
vote, in person or by proxy, provided no stock­
holder shall in his own nun . vote more than one- 
third of the entire voting stock of this oompany in 
any election, and no stockholder shall vote upon 
etock transferred to him within ninety days pre­
vious to S',id election. A plurality of votes cast 
shal decide the election; the said election shall bo 
held under the supervision of three commissioners 
previously appointed by the Boarl of Directors 
from among tbe stockholders.

ARTICLE V.
Upon the election of Directors tho Board of Di­

rectors so elected, shall from their cumber, choose a 
President and a Vice President, appoint all officers, 
clerks, employes and agents of the company, fix 
their salaries and the amount of security to be re­
quired irom each. The Vice-President shall exer­
cise all the powers of the President, in the event of 
the latter's absence, or inability to act from any 
cause. A majority of the board shall form a quo­
rum, the decision of a majority of which shall consti­
tute a valid corporate aoi. They shall have power to 
make by laws, rules and regulations tot alter, amend 
or repeal the same whenever thry shall deem it in 
the interest of the company.

ARTICLE VL
Vacancies may occur in the Board of Directors by 

reason of death, resignation, insolvency, or absence 
from tho sittings for more than ninety days; and 
such vacancies filled by the board shall stand until 
their successors are duly elected. The board may 
also appoint a temporary snb.titute for any director 
who way. with leave, be absent for any period ex­
ceeding thirty days.

ARTICLE VIL
The capital stock of this corporation is hereby 

fixed at five Hundred thousand dollars, divided into 
five thousand shares of one hundred dollars each. 
One thousand shares of which shall not be entitled 
to vote while held by the patentee of the patent for 
the preparation of fcotton seed, Mr. Thomas W. 
Brown, and his associates. Messrs. C. E Girardey A 
Co., the lessees of the Belleville Iron Works; of 
which shares twelve and a half per cent are paid 
cash at tbe time of subscription, and the balance 
shall be payable at the time and in the manner 
which may be determined by tbe Board of Di­
rectors.

ARTICLE VIII. /
These articles of incorporation may be altered or 

modified, and the capital stock increased to any 
sum not exceeding one million dollars by the con­
sent of two-tnirda in amount and number of all the 
stockholders, to be obtained in general meeting 
convened after thirty days' notice. Whenever an 
increase of capital shall be dnly authorized, thirty 
days’ notice of the same shall be given in two dally 
journals, published in the city of New Orleans, 
within which time stockholders shall have the privi­
lege of increasing their shares pro-rata to the 
amount of their stock, and any shares not so taken 
at the expiration of that time may be disposed of 
by the Board of Directors for the benefit of thia cor­
poration, but not at lets than par value.

ARTICLE IX.
Should any subscriber neglect or refuse to pky the

ARTICLE X.
Upon dissolution of this corporation by the exip- 

ration of tbe term of its charter, or otherwise, ita 
affairs shall bo liquidated bj five commissioners, to 
be elected by tbe stockholders, on the day of the last 
election for Directors, and in case of dissolution 
previous thereto, then, at a general meeting to be 
specially convened, afterfthirty days’ notice, as re­
quired for regular elections. Said commissioners 
snail have tbe same qualifications required for 
Directors; their salary and term of office shall be 
fixed, previous to election, by the general meeting 
of the stockholders; said commissisioners shall im­
mediately proceed to settle and wind up tbe busi­
ness of the company, and after payment of all ita 
debts and settlement of its liabilities, to distribute 
the excess pro rata among the stockholders.

ARTICLE XI.
