LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
O ffic ia l  Mortuary R etort.—According 

to  the report of Dr. S. C. Russell, secretary 
of the Board of Health, the following is a 
list of interments in the different cemeteries 
of this city duriug the week ending Sunday 
morning. Total interments 124.

Of these 6 were stillborn. 25 died of small­
pox, 17 of consumption, 12 of pneumonia, 6 
of debility, 5 of typhoid and 4 of pernicious 
fever, 4 of heart disease, 3 of apoplexy, 3 of 
paralysis, 3 peritonitis, 3 of tris-nascentiuro,
2 of congestive fever, 2 of inflammation of 
veins, 2 of lockjaw, 2 of meningitis, 2 of 
gun-shot wounds, 2 were drowned and 20 
died of other diseases.

Eighty were males and 44 were females. 
Bixty-two were white, 41 black, and 21 mu- 
lattoes. Thirty two were under 1 year of 
age, 7 from 1 to 5, 2 from 5 to 10, 3 from 10 
to 20,17 from 20 to 30, 22 from 30 to 40, 13 
from 49 to 50,11 from 50 to 60, 9 from CO to 
TO, 3 from 70 to 80, 2 from 80 to 90, and 3 un 
known.

Eighty three were born in the United 
States, 12 in Germany, 8 in Ireland, 2 in 
France, 1 in England, 1 in Italy, 1 in Mexi­
co, 1 in Portugal, 1 in Scotland, and 13 not 
stated.

Fifteen were interred on Coroner’̂  certifi­
cates, and 10 were reported by Street Com­
missioner.

Of the 26 deaths by small-pox, 6 were 
white 20 were colored persona

In the 
twenty-second round Ryan’s friends Claimed 
a foul, which was granted by the referee, 
Mr. Sam Banks. Thus ended the first fight. 
Both men were considerably punished 
about their heads, but still fresh and abls 
to have fought au hour longer. This 
fight lasted thirty five minutes. Punch 
Morris seemed the least fatigued of the 
two, and would in all probability have won 
the fight, had it not been for the foul blow.
