Bayou Teche,” approved March twenty- 
eight, one thousand eight hundred and 
sixty-seven.
S ectio n  1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Heprest ntntives of the State 
of Louisiana iu General Assembly coveneu, 
That the time fixed by the act entitled “ An 
act to remove obstructions in i av’gation ia 
the Bayou Teche,” approved March twenty- 
eight. eighteen hundred and sixty-seven, 
for the completion of the work of removing 
the wrecks of steamboats and other obstruc­
tions to navigation in the Bayou Teche, be 
extended un»il the first day of January, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-one, and 
that the Board of Public Works be and they 
are hereby directed to carry out the pro­
visions of said act, in the manner therein 
specified, within that delay.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all lav a or parts of laws contrary to or in­
consistent ilk this act, be and they are 
hereby repealed.

papers contracting to publish either the 
journals or laws, and the Auditor of Public 
Accouuts shall, upon presentation of such 
bills or accounts, duly approved by the Gov­
ernor, Lieutenant Governor and Speaker of 
the House of Representatives, issue his 
warrant upon the State Treasurer for the 
full amount so approved; Provided, that the 
standard for the measurement of all print­
ing and advertising authorized by this act 
shall be minion type or its equivalent, the 
same as now used by the .State journal for 
that purpose. Ail acts and parts of acts 
conflicting with, the provisions of this act 
are hereby repealed.
