DEMOCRATIC ADVICE.

The impudence of the Democrats beats
eversthing. In this city they slander,
villify, ostracise and persecute Republi-
cans, yet they unblushiogly ask tbat their
suggestions and recommendations on
matters of government be received with
respect. They denounce the State govern-
ment as **so-called,” * bogus,” etc., but
no sooner do they see an opening for some
comfortable berths under some Dew city
charter, or other legislation, than they
rush to the Governor or his political
frispds, and argue their own fitness for the
positions. The impudence they exhibit
here is also displayed in the North. The
very journals who sneered at the election
of a colored man to the Uniled States
Senate, and persisted that he was ineligible,
now offer their advice to the colored Sen-
ator. The New York Jowmnal of Com-
merce, for instance, now seeks to teach
Mr. Revels the proper course to pursue,
and advises him to make a speech in favor
of general amnesty, as a measure to ac-
company the proclamation of the passage
of the fifteenth amendment. It says:

A specch of common intrinsic merit, brief
and bold, on this subject, would be the
groatest Lit that he could possibly achicve
us an orator and statesman. It would stog-
ger Sumuer and others of the Radicals, and
might lose him temporarily the condcscend-
izg pstronage, but il would make reai
friends for him among moderate Republi-
cans everywhere, and redound. lastingly to
his credit with reasonable men of all parties,
For general amuesty is destined to win the
day st last, and Revels can not show his
political talents better than by getting on
the winning, which 18 also the right side.
Such & speech from him would be received
with approbation with the Southern disfran-
chised whites, and mitigate the antipathy
of races, which the present illiberal course
of Congzress is directly calculated tu foster;
and, in the futars, wheit the whites recover
their lost position at the South, its benefits
will be experienced by the negroes more
substantially in consequence of such good
words so spoken in season, There are am-
bitions white men who would give ten years
of lite fo? the chance thst Revels has of
making s sensation wo worthy ot the name.
What will e do with it?

We have nothing to say against the pro-
posed measure tpward general smnesty.
On the contrary, our readers are well
aware how earnestly we have supported
the same measure. But the cool manner
in which Mr. Revels is patronizingly taken
in hand, and an antagonign between him
snd the honored leaders of the Republican
party is sought to be created, as illustrated
in the foregoing ex‘ract, is too refreshing
not to provoke a smile. But what good
can we expect from a party which ssserts
that because it held the ‘colored race in
bondage for generations, and then went
into & cruel war to preserve theinstitution
of slavery, it is the best friend of the
colored man? Has the impudeuce of the
Democratic party any lingit ?

THE INCOME TAX.

1t is one o! the most trying duties of a
popular goveroment to impose upon its
patriotic supporters heavy financial re-
sponsibilities, whicl:. sooner or later. have
to be et by every enferprising people,
for the general good. But so much the
more is it a most #grecable and graceful
thing, on the trail of advancing prosperity,
to lift from the shoulders of the commu-
nity, one by one, unwouted burdens.
Next to the precious gift of the unreturn-
ing brave, a vast pecuniary prize was
paid for our national purified existence,
and the cancelling of this placed a weighty
yoke upon us. Bat the good Providence
that saved us, has blessed us withrenewed
sigor and better health, Once more pros-
perity is with us. We have a Republican
asdministration ; and, in natural sequence,
peeee, equal rights and protection to all,
retrenchment, diminution of the debt, and
gold almost at par. Perhaps a few days
later we may chronicle the abolition of the
miserable franking privilege, the further
reduction of postage, and we would hope
the perfection of u penuy telegraph sys-
tem for the people, by the government.
Let us also pot fail to note the inquiry
into the corrupt actsa of certain public
men, the sharp speech of Mr. Dawes
against unnecessary expenditurs, and the
subsequent assurance of the President of
his unaiterable determination to adbere to
the closest economy during his term.
These happy events are cheering enough,
but they will not be so fully realized by a
peopie stricken by war and its ewils as the
removal of one of the penances caused by
that war. We think that the administra-
tion will find it a grateful and a
sound act of public policy to signalize
the return of the Republic to a brighter
aad better day unaer ils auspices by
abolishing the income tax. This impost
is particularly odious, and in its inquisito-
rial nutare un-American. There have
alwuys been great evila peculiar to its col-
lection. Connected, as this bas been,
with a shurp scrutiny into what is gener-
ally considered the private affairs of the
individual, the temptation to perjury as
well us less heinous falsifying and evasion:
has been great, and we lear often yielded
to in this time of terrible demoralization.
The loss to the Treasury by the removal
of the tax. when we consider the great ex-
pense of its assessment and cellection,
will be compararively small, while its
prowpt abolition would vastly encourage
our straggling people, as well as help to
endesr this Republican administration to
them, A large number of offices would
cease, and a fountain of corruption and
felsehood be dried up.  We hope that the
best men of Congress wiil consider
this matter, aud soon free us from this
painfal burden.

THE MISSION OF OUR PARTY.

Fhe mission of the Republican party is
thought by some to be nearly fullilled, now
that the issues involved in the reconstruc-
tion measures have been met and almost
accomplished, But with these measures
fully accomplished, may not the Republi-
can party still bave a mission ? This is the
party that stood by the integrity of the
country when it was most bitteriy as-
sailed, and baving carried it successfully
through & most bloody and deter-
mined rebellion, it has succeeded
in reinstating the States that bad placed
themselves beyond the pale of Congres-
sional representation and civil government
again in the possession of those inesti-
mable blessings. It has secured for the
country an administration, since the
1869, that has, by

bonesty and economy, reduced the public
debt nearly one hundred millions of dol-
lare, snd brought us to a mnear return to
specie payments. But does this eignify
that its ‘mission is fulfilled? Not at
all. It is still in power by the
sanction of the people, and they expect it
to go forward in the great mission dele-
gated to 'it. The country has got to be
relteved of debt, and the grest industrial
interests of the country relieved from
taxation. For this purpose the Republi-
can party has got to elect men to the next
Congress who will co-operate with an
honest executive in carrying out the work
of retrenchment and reform. This will
restore the people to prosperity, and the
country to a specie basis, and it is pecu-
liarly the mission of the Republican party
to do this.

AGRICULTURAL LABOR.

The Rertuiicay has repeatedly alluded
to the rreat inducements that ave offered
to agriculiural labor in the South, and par-
ticularly in Louisiana. We bave described
the advastages of a productive and easily
cultivated soil—being clear of rocks and
stones—and a most genial climate, where
winter is short, and at no time severe;
where land is cheap and the highest price
is paid for agricultural lebor. We bave
spoken of these things that people of other
parts in the world might know sod haye a
chance to embrace the munificent opporta-
nities that are presented in Louisiana to be-
come iddependent, if mot aiready so.
Upon the subject of agriculfural labor, the
Cincinnati Commercial publishes some in-
teresting statistics—although not correct
so far as Louisiana may be concerned, in
regard to the pay of faym hands—showing
how much better manual labor is paid in
the country than in the city. Tliat psper
says:

Thirty years ago the farm hand received
nine dollars per month and board. Iu 1866,
the average had increased to twentyesix
dollars per month, or nesrly trebled, Now
the average, taking the country through, is
twenty- five dollars and thirteen cents.
That is to say, the price of farm labor has
declined but slightly during the past three
yesrs, although the prices of syricuitaral
and nesrly ail other products have ma-
terially declined during that tirde, and the
laborer can now obtain nearly two bushels
of wheat for the labor which would pay for
one bushel in 1866. No more striking com-
ment could be furnisbed than is Lere pre-
sented upon the great demand for labor all
over the country.

The libera! wages which these statistics
show to be paid in the agricultural districts
demonstrates that there is no uecessity fgr
any one being out of employment. New
Yerk, Philad:lphis, Cincinuati, particularly
Chicago and other large cities, sre now
overrun with unemployed individuais, sble-
bodied men, laying on their oars, aud
anxiously watching the advertising columns
and callicz at the labor agencies for some-
thing to do.

cultural labor is far better than anything
pamed in the above statement. Twenty-
five doilars a month and board is the
wages paid to common field hsnds and
skilled labor commands & much Ligher
price. The inducememts, however, are
mpch greater, for men who have some
capitsl to buy and cuitivate land
for themselves. A profit of more
than one bundred and fifty dol-
lars per acre has besn repea'edly
realizad by those cultivating the soil in
Louisians, and & net profit of from one
thousand to filteen hundred doilars per
hand may be safely counted on if
the land is properly tilled and the
crop carefully gathered. The induce-
ment: are al:o great to all that

to idleness and gaunt want in cities.
Twenty-five dollars & month and board in
the country is equal, if not better, than
filty doilars in he city, where there are 0
many indncements to spend money; but
when a man has no permanent employment
in the city, and iz compelled to live from
hand to mouth, with often a prospect of
baving nothing to eat and no comfortable
place to sleep, Le had betier go to the
country, where he is wanted, and where
he can save, if he works faitbfully, at least
one Lundred and fifty dollars a year, and
at the same time have a comfortalle home,
