T h s  S e v en th  St r e e t  In fa n t ic id e— The 
Papers Sent to the Criminal Court—tetter 
fr o m .  Dr. Mary Walker.—On the fourth’in­
stant we detailed most of tne interesting 
particulars pertaining to the discovery of the 
corpse o£an infant in the y a rd  of a dwelling 
on Seventh s tr e e t .  The facts, so far aa then

ascertained, Were, that a young Woman, on 
the strength of a former acquaintance, 
visited the private residence of Mr. Curtis, 
on Seventh street, and requested the privi­
lege of remaining there a short time. The 
request was w illin g ly  granted, but she had 
not remained long before she complained of 
being i l l, when she retired to the room 
assigned her by Mr. Curtis daughter. Dur­
ing the nig Jt her agony was excessive, 
arousing Mr. Curtis, and frightening the 
household.

Fortunately, or unfortunately, there 
was no matron in the family, and 
the young woman, Eugenie Thompson, 
was leit alone in the room. The daughter, 
who is a young lady of more than ordinary 
intelligence, of course entertained sus­
picions oi the causes, and naturally disliking 
to have anything to do with such a catas­
trophe, retired to another room, leaving 
Miss Thompson alone. On the following 
day there were signs that something wrong 
had occurred, when Eugenie’s mother was 
sent for. Soon afterward they left, and the 
unpleasant events were not spoken of again 
until three or four weeks had passed. The j 
subject was then revived by the discovery 
of the corpse of a new born infant in the 
rear premises, when an explanation of Miss 
Thompson’s illness was arrived at by a com­
bination of circumstances.

Captain Criu was informed, as also was the 
Coroner, the information coming from Mr. 
Curtis, who w;.e indignant at the imposition 
which had been practiced on him in his quiet 
home. The culprit was sought for and 
finally found, but at first denied every alle­
gation, although her personal appearance, 
pale and haggard features, to ld  plainly that 
she had recently suffered physical prostra­
tion. Finding that Captain Cain was wel 
posted in the crime, she finally acknowl­
edged her guilt, aud was thereupon sent to 
prison, where she has been ever since. 
Coroner Roche held an inquest, but failed 
to eligit many material facts, or any very- 
direct testimony.

Yesterday Recorder Jackson entered into 
an examination of the case, giving it a 
patient hearing; Mr. A. Dalsheimer appear­
ing for the defense. The accused was calm 
in manner, even stolid; she was neatly aud 
stylishly attired. Throughout the entire 
examination she seemed only indifferently 
interested, only occasionally looking toward 
her attorney, aud two or three times speak­
ing to Dr. Mary Walker, who accompanied 
her as a friend in need. The courtroom was 
thronged by idlers, who would have shown 
better manners by attending to their busi­
ness instead of gazing at the young lauies 
who were so unfortunate as to he forced 
into a public place as witnesses.

The testimony was all circumstantial, but 
the combination was so powerful that the 
Recorder felt bound to send the case to a 
jury on the charge of concealing the intant, 
as nothing was introduced to show that the 
child was ever alive. The bond was fixed at 
five hundred dollars, which was given.

Dr. Mary Walker, who sat beside Miss 
Thompson during the examination, wrote 
the following comments, which we publish 
in connection with this case:

We often hear as a reason why women 
should not be enfranchised, that “it would 
be .indecent for women to go to the polls 
with all sorts of men to vote;” but wo never 
heard these excessively modest people say 
that there was any impropriety in young 
ladies being compelled by law to sit on the 
witness stand, aud take their oath to “tell 
the truth, the whole truth, aud nothing but 
the truth,” about the most d licate-matters 
of maternity iu all its bearings and minute 
particulars, as has been the case in the city 
oi New Orleans this very day; all this in the 
presence of men and boys of various ages 
and conditions of life, such as usually rush 
to a court room whenever a wonum is to 
be tried.

A woman has been tried to-day, but not 
by a woman judge, not by a woman attorney, 
not by a woman jury, but all the officials 
in the case were men! in a republican 
country.

What about people “being tried by their
peers?”

The woman will be admitted, because 
there is no evidence to convict her; but the 
principle is the same.

Destruction of the Minor K enner 
H omestead.—We copy the  following fiom 
the Picayune of last evening :

On Thursday morning last, at about half- 
past four o'clock, a fire broke out in the old 
Minor Kenner Homestead, in the village of 
Kenner, upon the Jackson rallrcrad. which 
entirely destroyed the house and furniture.

At the time of the disaster, the residence, 
which was one of those old fashioned, roomy 
plantation houses, wiik brick basement and 
eighteen or twenty rooms, was occupied by 
Mr. Charles Hodges, to whom it had been 
leased by Widow Kenner. There was no in­
surance either upon the house or contents.

The fire originated in the basement, and 
is supposed io have been the work of an in ­
c e n d ia ry .  This old family residence, which 
was erected, wc believe, by Mr. Jacques 
Fortier, w as completed in the year 1811. It 
afterwards, with the plantation, passed into 
the hands of the Kenners, the late Minor 
Kenner having gone to reside there in 1830.

The Wa.vhinqtoii correspondent of the 

Cincinnati Gazette says:
Iu view of the great number of boiler ex­

plosions in the country of late, much inter­
est attaches here to a‘ series of experiments 
just finished at the Washington Kavy Yard, 
under the direction of Admiral Dahigren. 
with a double action safety valve, invented 
by a Mr. Boden, of Louisville. The first 
trial was by hydraulic, the second by fire, 
and both were eminently successful. Iu 
making the latter, the boiler having 
no water in it was heated to aa high a 
temperature as was deemed necessary, and 
then suddenly supplied with water through 
a two-inch aperture. The steam formed in­
stantly, the water valve rose, the inner valve 
fell aud necessary relief was given. This 
trial at the navy yard is the fifth to which 
the Boden valve has been subjected, the 
first having been by a red heat, the second 
by a black heat, and one haviDg been a de­
liberate attempt made by practical steam­
boat engineers, with the Inventor’s consent, 
to blow an old boiler to atoms. The attempt 
failed.
