BY-GONES.
There are those in this country who 

strenuously urge that “bv-gones should be 
by gones;’’ that so far as possible past 
difficulties and differences should be 
handed over to oblivion. In a certaiu 
sense, this may be politic and expedient, 
though there are few men who were true 
to their allegiance during the recent bloody 
strife who feel any anxiety to invoke for­
getfulness. In a certain section they can 
not do so if they would, while such senti­
ments as the following, clipped from the 
Xew Orleans Times of yesterday, are given 
to the public:

That very able journal, the New . York 
Times, complains ot the animosity the South­
ern press >md people bear toward New 
England. How can they help it .’ Have not 
the New England people ever been the na­
tional PLarisees, saying to the South,_ “We 
are holier than you’’’ Did they not plunge 
us, through persecutions, into a war which 
detolated our country, and watered it with 
the blood of our children ' And whbu peace 
came, did they not, from behind her white 
garments, still ply the assassin dagger at 
everything we held sacred? Let the Times 
deny il if it can, and then wonder that an 
intelligent and honorable people should 
bear no love where there is no cause lor it.

On reading the above, even we (though 
not ot New England origin) feel like say­
ing a few words and propounding one or 
two questions.

1. By way of query, we would like to 
know whether the present publisher of the 
Times (being a New England gentleman) 
is to be considered ore of the 4 ‘ National 
Pharisees ?"

2. Presuming that he is to be counted 
out, we a?k, why not count all out except 
the few whose words or acts are open to 
censure ? In other words, why make whole­
sale charges against an entire section- 
why act, and speak, and write upon the 
theory that 44 No good thing can come out 
of Nazareth ?”

As to the first charge made, we are much 
mistaken if the pen of history does not 
prove that the cry, “ We are holier than 
you,” has been, and i9 now, a Southern, 
rather than a New England,' boast.

The instance does not occur to us in 
which even a Democratic committee in 
New England—much less a Republican 
one—has ever called upon citizens “ to 
the manor born ’’ to ostracise men from 
other States of certain political opinions. 
Something of that sort, connected with 
past events in t his city, we do remember.

We can not now think of an instance in 
which a slaveholder, or an apologist for 
slavery, was driven out of New England for 
his sentiments, or for advocating them. 
We have some widely different memories 
of what has occurred in this city and else­
where iu the South, white hi-tory tells us 
how, on a certain occasion, the accredited 
agent of the commonwealth of Massachu­
setts was driven Irom the borders of South 
Carolina:

It is scarcely a streten of truth to say 
that for som e years before the war there 
was haruly a place in the South where an 
abolitionist—as ail Northern Republicans 
were called—was good for twenty-four 
hours of healthy existence.

Much more could be said oa this point, 
but to us the topic is not agreeable; to 
to others it may not be profitable.

To the second charge, viz: that 44 New 
England people plunged the South into a 
war, through persecutions, which deso­
lated the coir ntry,” we put in a general 
denial. Our contemporary need not wait 
for the reply of the New York Times', we 
appear for that paper and plead the gene­
ral issue. The charge, iu substance, i3 
that the persecutions of the New England 
people drove the South to arms.” We 
deny that New England or any of its peo­
ple, ever did any act to-justify or excuse 
the recent attempt of the South to de­
stroy the Union by resort to arms. We 
might say, that New England, compared 
with the Slates that attempted secession, 
was never yet large or strong enough to 
persecute the South into war; but we need 
not say this, for the burden of proof is not 
on us, and the time is at hand, if it has not 
already come, when, upon these matters, 
assertion will not pass for proof.

We are no more the advocates of New 
England than of any other section of a 
common country. We do not ask that the 
past should be forgotten—why should a 
Republican or a Republican section ask 
that.’—but are willing that unpleasant 
memories should be kept in the back­
ground as far as possible. All we feel 
like demanding is, that when the past is 
referred to, exact justice shall be done to 
all the people, and to every section.

FRITZ, THE IMMIGRANT.
Charles Guylor, the popular author and 

dramatist, has presented to the New Or­
leans public a specimen of immigrant 
from the Fatherland, which may be taken 
as a model of wbat is wanted in the 
country generally, and in Louisiana and 
the South especially. Ilia play, “ Fritz, 
our German Cousin,” has been very justly 
lauded by the press- and the public, as a 
literary performance of a high order of 
merit Its good points as a dramatic 
piece, and Mr. Emmet’s judicious and 
skillful delineations have all been duly 
noted; the dancing, singing, wit, and the 
other attractions have occupied the 
attention of the critics. But the moral 
lesson conveyed by the author appears to 
have been generally overlooked or 
neglected. The chief character 
in the play, Frit'., as present­
ed by Mr. Gaylor, lands upon 
our shores at Castle Garden, blessed with 
a fair share of native intelligence, a strong, 
brave heart, and a determination to pro­
vide himse.f a home as coon as possible. 
Being possessed of but limited means, and 
scarcely any knowledge of tbe language, 
he is of course beset with difficulties and 
perplexities at the outset, which would 
discourage a less * determined character. 
His honest impulses and manly spirit of 
independence, however, sustain him well 
in the midst of his trials, while his ready 
wit, natural accomplishments and good 
sense, enable him to defeat the machina­
tions of his enemies, and those of his affi- 
ancee Katrina. Being compelled by the 
abduction of the latter to remain in New 
York for the purpose of discovering 
where they have concealed her he 
accepts, pertly with a view to 
profit, but chiefly to assist ia his

stage of the 41 Great National Concert 
Hall,” an establishment of a rather low 
order. Here is afforded the opportunity 
for the actor to show his excellent talents 
and versatility. And while this part of the 
performance is to many, no doubt, the 
feature of the whole play, it is, in fact, a 
mere episode, that has but little to do with 
the future career of the hero. The third 
act shows Fritz, after the lapse of seven 
years, the happy possessor of a prosperous 
mill iu the country, the faithful husband 
of his beautiful Katrina, and the fond father 
of his little Schneider. Surrounded by 
every comfort, and increasing his small 
means from day to day by his industry and 
fair dealing, and enjoying the confidence 
and esteem of the villagers. Fritz presents 
a picture of thrift, honor, virtue, and hup- 
piness. which many of the wealthier might 
well envy.

llis is an elevated type of character. 
He is not put upon the stage merely to be 
made fun of, but to instruct the people 
an d show the logical results of an upright 
course; a determination to achieve hon­
orable independence, and build up a came 
and a home to be transmitted to his pos­
terity. Such is FriF, with bis mill, 
his wife, his Schneider, and the love 
his neighbors bear him. lie is a good ex­
emplar for his coming countrymen, and 
one in whom the older residents ol Fath­
erland may feel a just and honest pride. 
He is so rich in his domestic treasures that 
not all the wealth of Wall street 
could tempt him to part with them, 
and look to the dissipations of the 
great city for pleasure and amusement. 
And we believe that with a little 
encouragement and assistance thou­
sands of just such Fritzes can be per­
suaded to come to Louisiana. We are in 
great need of exactly such citizens, and we 
hope that some may be made out of ihe 
material we already have. There are 
Katrinas in plenty to be had by the right 
sort of young men for the asking. To­
gether they can bring all the rest about in 
a very few years by industry and economy. 
A career of the kind is more inviting io 
the young, friendless immigrant, with no 
fortune but health, strength aud a good 
heart, than any that is likely to be found 
in a great city.

ON CARONDSLET STREET.
Gold has been remarkably steady during 

the last week. It has opened in New 
York at 112 and dosed at 112', every day 
for four consecutive day-. Yesterday it 
was a shade firmer, and at one time ad­
vanced to H2j.  It does not seem, how­
ever, that the efforts of the New York 
“ bull'’ clique are attended with any suc­
cess, and the probability is that they will 
give up the struggle, and permit natural 
influences to have their full sway. The 
Funding bill, which recently passed the 
Senate, has been referred, in the House, 
to the Committee of Ways and Means. 
Air. Schenck is chairman of that commit­
tee, and be is supposed to be ia favor of 
the bill. It is presumed that he will re­
port it back without the seventh section, 
which compels National Banks to 
on 42. per cent bonds. Tbe effect 
of that section would be to throw a 
large quantity of five-twenties on the mar­
ket, and thus lower their price, so that the 
public would buy those bonds for invest­
ment instead of the new ones, which draw 
a lower rate of interest. This is the 
Western view of the case. Nevertheless, 
unless Air. Boutwell can negotiate the new 
bonds in Europe, it is hard to see bow he 
could place them, except in the manner 
proposed by the bill.

Ship Island stock had a decided tenden­
cy to advance yesterday, and, last night, 
sold as high as 185 at the Board. This is, 
perhaps, owing to the belief that the Gov­
ernor had signed the bill. On the other 
hand, many persons, probably with a view 
of “ bearing ” the market, exhibited a dis­
position to discredit the statement. The 
following certificate from the office of the 
Secretary of State definitely settles the 
question :

Senator Bac-on published a communica­

tion in last evening’s Picai/une, intended 
to show that the Secretary of State did 
not know what he was about, when he 
promulgated the Mississippi Valley Navi­
gation act. Nevertheless the act has been 
promulgated, and it is a law, Senator 
Bacon to the contrary notwithstanding.
Senator Bacon says, that it ia not a law, 
because the extra session commenced 
within fivo days alter the adjournment of 
the regular session. The meaning of the 
constitution evidently is, that the Gover­
nor shall have at least five days 
for consideration, Jand that he 
must return the bill as soon alter the e.v 
piration of five days as may be practicable.
Obviously, he is compelled so to return it 
at the very next session called, or other­
wise. To suppose that he can let a whole 
session pass over without returning a bill, 
and thus prevent it from becoming a law, 
is simply absurd. But, in this case, there 
is no such difficulty as Senator Bacon sug­
gests, inasmuch as the full five days did 
expire between the date on which the bill 
was presented to the Governor* and the 
date of the commencement of the extra 
session.

There is a good deal of talk abont tbe 
bill compelling the Governor to sell the 
State stock in the Jackson Railroad Com­
pany. This project is said to have been 
contrived by Mr. Newcome, president of 
the Louisville and Nashville Railroad, bat

A CARD FROM CORONER ROACH.

T H E  W A R V E  IN Q U E S T .

New Orleans. March 19, 1870.
To the Editor of the New Orleans Re ­

publican:
A petition has been tiled in the Fourth District 

Court by one Joseph Beasley, wh cn charges me, in 
my official capacity as Coroner, with acts of which 
I was not ana could not be guilty, and which sots 
the man Beasley modestly estimates to have 
damaged him at .east flO.UW. I would patiently 
await a trial, satisfied that Beasley's petition and 
cla ms would be treated as they deserve, were il not 
that the allegations of this petition have been pub­
lished in full by the public press, and that I have no 
security *hat either my answer to the charges or the 
result ot the trial will meet with tho same publicity.

The only defense 1 care to offer is my own 
statement of the facts, which wil! be tuliy verified 
by . very member oi the Coroner's jury, and without 
hesitation I leave tbe public ;o judge between Bess 
lev and myselr. On thg nineteenth of January I was 
notified by the po ice to hold an it quest at 509 Mag­
azine street, on the bod? of Edward Wurne, an 
eccentric Englishman, formerly employed as barton 
at Dr. I’a’n'er's Church. Accompanied by my depu­
ty 1 proceeded to the house, am! met with consider 
able opposition from Mrs. Beasley, who claimed -.hat 
deceased had been attended by a physician, and 
that she hail a certificate, fihe, however, either 
could not or would not produce Ih9 certificate. 
Beasley coma in immediately after in a state of 
int sicatiou, and aitrough -he knew mfe 
and knew nu  business there, ordered me 
out of tne house, faying that it was his 
castle, and that no inquest should be held on the 
body of deceased. He behaved in such an extraor­
dinary manner * i ' '  "he gravest suspicions were 
aroused in a> mind as to the cause of the man’s 
death, and by these suspicions only conld I account- 
tor tho r. msrkable interest B-msley, in whoso house 
Warno had died eeon-.eil to have in preventing an 
inquest. Under the circumstances I felt it my duty 
to order a poet mortem examination. Beasley wat 
6o much under the influence of liquor, and was 
behaving himself in Biich an outrageous manner, 
that I felt compelled to arrest him, aud oause him 
to bo confined in the police station lor interfering 
with me in the discharge of my duty 
Toe post mortem examination was duly made by 
Doctor Poelman, ard  tn« left long of the deceased 
was found to be entir, ly gone. Of course his ex­
amination dissipated the su-picions which had been 
very naturally created by the conduct of Beasley 
ana his wife in the first instance. I t was only with 
the greatest difficulty that Mrs. Beasley could be 
induced to leave the ro m during the post mortem 
examination—a scene to shock the propriety and 
modesty of most women. It did not require foroe, 
but it did require considerable persuasion to induce 
bar to r  tire.

I t is true that I took possession of the c-iTects of 
the deceased, as the law required me to do; but I 
found no money on his person, as all 
the members of the jury can testify. I
discovered that W arce’s kejs, including 
the key of his room in the necond District, 
were in the possession of Beasley’s Bon. from whom 
I obtamea them the following day. Wnether he 
investigate ! the contents oi the room or not before 
he surrendered tbe keys to me, I  am unable to aay. 
I certainly did refuse to turn over the property of 
the deoeased to Beasley, and I had for my refusal 
the very good reas >n that Beasley had no c'aim 
whatever to that property. I discovered the natural 
heirs of the deceased in the persons of his two sur 
vivmg sisters, and one of them, Mre. E izaW arne 
Hioks, of Belvidere, Boone county, Illinois, whom I 
lost no time in notifying of her brother's death, 
writing to me under date of February 21, among 
other thing, says: “ We would wilh hia effects to be 
forwarded to us by express as toon as possible, and 
we will pay the carriage on delivery to us. Al­
though his effects would be valueless to a stranger, 
they are valuable to us, and we will willingly bay for 
the carriage of anything that waeonr brother’s.”
