THE HEW CITY CHARTER,

We publish in another column, official­
mending universal amnesty by the removal I new ĉ y charter, which will be read
of all political disabilities imposed by the I with great interest by everybody. It is

an important measure, and one which we 
should have had at the first session of the 
Legislature.

The principal new features are the 
change in the system of the city govern­
ment from the old plan.of Aldermen and 
Assistant Aldermen to a single board, 
composed of the Mayor and seven admin­
istrators, and the enlargement of the 
boundaries of the city by annexing Jeffer­
son City, Burtheville, Greenville and Al­
giers.

The new government will be, in some 
respects, analagous to the bureau system 
established by General Butler in 16G2. 
The main features of the new charter were 
suggested by the Property Owners’ Asso­
ciation in 18C9. We believe they are gen­
erally7 acquiesced in and approved by the 
majority of the two great political parties 
which divide the voters of the city.

The appointments of the Governor un­
der this new charter will probably be 
announced some time during the day. 
There is considerable anxiety in the public 
mind to know who are the fortunate gen­
tlemen to be selected, and various theories 
are rife on the subject. We commend all 
parties to a careful reading of the law 
and a patient awaiting of events, which 
transpire with sufficient rapidity.
