EY THE I KESIEENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF

Addftional Articles to the Treaty hetween
the United States sod Chins, of June 15,
1858,

Whereas, certain edditional articles tothe
tresty now in force oetween the United
Btates of America and the Ta-Tsing Empire,
signed at Tientsin the cighteenth day of
June, 1858, were concluded and signed by
their plenipotentiaries at Washinirton, on
the twevty-eighth day of July, 1805, which
additions!l articles are, word for word, as
follows:

ARTICLE I.

His Mejesty, the Emperor of Chins, heing
of the opinion that. in makivg conce:sious
to the citizens or suhjects of foreign powers
of the privilege of residing on certain tracts
of land, or reeorting to certain waters of
that Espire for purposes of trade, be
has by no mesns relingaished hia right of
eminent domain or dominion over the said
1snd and waters, hereby agrees that po such
concession or grant sball be construed to
giveto any power or party which may be st
war with or hostile to the United States the
right to attsck the citizens of the United
Suntes, or their property, within the ssid
lsnde or waters, Aund the Uvited Stutes
for themselves, hereby sagree to &b
stain from offensively attacking the citizens
or subjects of sny power or party or their
property with which they may be at war on
sny such tract of land or waters of the said
Ewmpire. But nothiog in thisarticle shall be
constraed o prevent the United States from
resisting sn atteck by suy hostile power or
party upon their citizens or their prop-
erty. It is further sgreed that il any
right or interest in apy trect of land in
China has been or shall hereaftor be granted
by the government of China to the United
Btates or their citizens for purposcs of trade
or comimerce, that grant shail in no event
be construed to divest the Chinese suthori-
ties of their right of jurisdiotion over per-
sons and property within said tract of lknd,
except ¢o far as that right may have been
expressly relinquished by treaty,

The Emperor of China shall have the
right to appoint consuls at ports of the
United Ststes, who shall enjoy the same
privileges and immunities as those which
are enjoyed by public Jaw and treaty in tae
United 'States by the consuls of Great
Britain and Russis, or efther of them,

ARTICLE IV.

The twenty-ninth ariiele of the treaty of
the eighiteeuth of Jane, 1858, having stipu-
Isted for the exemption of Chrisiian citizens
of the United States and Chinese converis
from persecation in Cbins on sccount of
their fuith, it is forther sgreed that citizens
of the Uuited States in Chms, of every re-
lHigions persuusion, snd Chinese subjects in
the United States, shall evjoy eutire liberty
of conselence, ard chall be exempt from ail
disubility or persecation on account of their
religious faith or worship in either conntry.
Cemweteries for sepulture of the dead, of
whatever nativity or vationslity, slhall be
beld in respect aud free from disturbsuce or
protanation.
