ihe Slate,’’ approved March fifteenth, eight­
een hundred and fifty-live, be amended and 
re-enacted so as to read as follows: “  an act 
to establish Quarantine lor the protection 
of the S ate : to create a Board of Health, 
and to define its powers and duties.’’

F:-:c. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
section second of said act be amended am) 
re-enacted so os to read as follows: There 
shall be a Board of Health composed of nine 
competent t itizens of the Slate, three to be 
elected by tho Council of New Orleans, on 
joint ballot, and nix to be appointed by the 
Governor by and with the advice and con­
sent of the Senate. The said members shall 
be selected with reference to their known 
zeal in favor of a quarantine system. The

In addition to the laws now iu force re’a- 
tive to the Registry of Births and Deaths, 
having for its object to compel the regis­
try of all marriages, in the office of 
Recorder of Births and Deaths, iu the 
pariah of OrleaQS, and providing for the 
issue of marriage licenses.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senn'e 

aud House of Representatives of the 
S'.ate of Louisiana iu General As­
sembly convened, That the present Re­
corder of Births and Deaths for the parish 
of Orleans, aud his successors ia office, 
shall hereafter be knowu as the Recorder oi 
Births, Marriages and Deaths, for the par­
ish of Orleans. They shall take an oath 
before any competent authority faithfully 
to perform all the duties imposed upon them 
by law fur the registry of births, marriages 
and deaths, a duplicate or certified whereof 
they shall transmit to the Secretary of 
State, who shall keep the same on file in his 
office.

Sec. 2. Be it fur:her enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of the said Recorder to 
register marriages contracted and celebrated 
in New Orleans after the passage of this act 
in a separate book. The record of each 
marriage shall contain the names of the con­
tracting parties, the names of the r fathers 
and mothers, or tutors, as the case may be; 
the place of their nativity, their age. the 
date of their license, or the names of the 
witnesses, and by whom issued; the name 
of the Justice of the Peace, or officer, priest 
or ecclesiastic celebrating the said marriage; 
the Gate of its celebration, the names of 
the witnesses; aud for such registry the Re­
corder shail be entitled to demand one tl fi­
lar, and for each certifica’e of registry de­
livered the said Recorder shai; also be en­
titled to receiveonb dollar.

S ec . 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of the officer. Justice of 
the Peace, priest, or ecclesiastic celebrating 
any marriage to return the license author­
izing said marriages to the Recorder of 
Births, Marriages, and Deaths, after having 
indorsed ou said license that the said mar­
riage has been celebrated, and the date of 
said celebration. It shall be the duty of 
said Recorder to preserve the said licenses 
so returned to him.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of the Recorder to 
register all marriages, prior to the passage 
of this act, on production to him of a cer­
tificate, duly attested, of the celebration of 
such marriages, or of tbe affidavits of the 
contracting parties and one of the witnesses 
present at such celebration, iu case the 
original act has been destroyed or mislaid, 
and that a certified copy of such registry 
shall be prima facia evidence of such 
marriage.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of all parties contract­
ing marriages in the parish of Orleans, to 
register the act of celebration of their said 
marriages within ten days, in the office of 
Recorder of Births, Marriaages and Deaths, 
and for any violation of the provisions of 
this act a fine of not less than ten nor more 
than twenty-five dollars shall be imposed 
by any Justice of the Peace within the city 
of New Orleans. The recovery of said fine 
shall be sued for by the Recorder.

Sec. 6. Bo it further enacted, etc., That 
the Recorder of Births, Marriages and 
Deaths, for the parish of Orleans, shall have 
concurrent power with other officers now 
designated by law, in the parish of Orleans, 
to iasue marriage licenses, and to receive

for the puremtse ot said bon It: the said 
bonds shall not be sold at a less rate than 
seventy-two dollars in current money for 
each one hundred dollars in bones, and the 
proceeds of such sale shall be paid into the 
treasury of the State to the credit of a fund 
to be known and designated as tee Floating 
Debt Liquidation Fund, and to be employed 
under :he directiop of the Board of Liqui­
dation solely aud exclusively for the pay 
rueut and redemption of the floating debt 
ot the Stale, past due interest, coupons and 
past due State bonds: provided, that ibis 
act shall apply ouly to debts contracted aud 
adjusted iu due and legal form prior to 
April first, one thousand eight hundred aud 
seventy.

Skc. 3. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
at the expiration of the thirty days from 
and after the passage of this act {he said 
Board of Liquidation shall not have sold 
tho said bonds iu accordance with the pro­
visions of the second section ot tiiis act, 
then and in that case they are hereby au- 
thoriz"d ard empowered to exchange ibe 
aforesaid bonds at the rate of one hundred 
dollars in bonds for each and every seventy 
two. dollars of ail outstanding evidences of 
indebtedness against the State of Louisiana, 
which may have been issued in accordance 
with law prior to the passage of this act.

Sec . 4, Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the Auditor of Public Accounts shall, once 
iu each year, estimate tne amount of tee 
annual interest on all b u-’s issued uad r 
the provisions of this act, togeth r with a 
cum equal to one-fortieth part of the bonds 
i-sued, and calculate as nearly as practica­
ble what rate of tax ou the total asssesseC 
real or personal property ol the State, viil 
be required to produce the sum aforesaid; 
and h*’ shall add the said rate to the rate of 
tax already assessed for general purposes, 
and the tax so calculated and as.se.-sed shall 
be collected in currency, and paid into the 
treasury of the State, a t the same time 
and in the same manner as other general 
State taxes are r- quireu to be collected and 
paid, and the money so collected shai: be 
credited ou the books ot the Auditor and 
Treasurer to a special tend: to be known 
and do ignated as the “ Floating debt bonds 
fund,” and the amount so collected, from 
year to year, is hereby annua l-' appropri­
ated for tho paynn-ui of the u t *r -t ani 
part of the principal of the bonds author­
ized by thi- act.

Sec. u . B eit farther enacted, etc., Thai 
the aforesaid President of the Citizens’ 
lk-.uk upon becoming fiscal agent of the 
State, for the purposes of this act, sh -dl exe­
cute euclr bona as ihe Governor may re­
quire before entrriag upon the d. cli rg • of 
his duties conditioned lor the faithfui per­
formance of the same.

Sec. 6. B eit further enacted, tc.. That 
from aud after the first day of April, one 
thousand eight hundred and seventy, lawful 
money ot the United Slates only shall be re ­
ceivable for the taxes and licenses due this 
State.

Sec. 7. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the sum of three thousand dollars, or so 
much thereof as may be nec .ssary, be and 
the same art* hereby appropriated to pay the 
expenses of printing or engraving the above 
described State bonds, which snail be pay a > e 
on the warrant of the Governor, and that 
this act shall take effect from and after its 
passage.
