MATTERS FOR IMMEDIATE ATTENTION'
Near the latter end of last century,

Jeremy Beotham, a woll known Foglish

wriler on political philosopby, published
a book which ho entitled ** Deontology,”
or things as they ought to be. It would
ba very fortunate for us if come oue would
write a book about this time, telling us
how things ought to be. The ordinury
chonnels of public information, we mean
the columns of & newspeper, arc altogetlier
inadeanate for the purpose. Nevertheless
it is our duly to nse our best efforts to
point ont and bring about the nccessary
reforms.

We refer moze paviicularly to our city
affairs. They are, howover, in & fair way
of heing remodeled and reformed. We
pave no doubt that tMe geutlemen into
whose hands the Governor hae confided
the government of the city will do their
best. We do not expeet thorough reform
at once; that would be asking too much ;
but we doexpect that they will properly
prepare the ground and sow the seed,
which in due time will bear the hoped for
fruil—a good, honest sud e ouoiuigel gov-
ernment. i

WWhen we say “economical
ment,” we do not mean 1o be un lerstoud
as expectling the new Council will reduce
our tuxes. What wo do expect and Dbe-
lieve is, that the cily debt will not be in-
creased, and that the taxes collected will
be houestly applied to the payment of the
debt; that the streets, whaives, marke:s,
snd publie buildings will, in due course of
time. be cleaned aud properly repaired;
that before the hot weather sets in the
thonsauds of loads of rotting and festeriog
fiith that encumber ou@ streets will be
removed, 80 that the atmoephere of a large
portion of the city now contaminated with
poisonous gases, may become pure and
wholesome,

Among other things that the Couneil
will be called upon to do, is the election of
six Recorders, sud six alternates, to act
during their sickness or absence. It is
very generally believed that the office of
Recorder is, to use a printer’s pharse, ‘‘a
fat take.” The supposition is that that
large class of tho community who pay
periodic visits to the Recorder's courts are
in the habit of leaving bebind all sorts of
mementoes, whick being carefully gathered
up, i due course of lime become valuable;
in & word, that sl the moneye levied and
collected as fines, and paid for releases, do
not reach the city treasury. Wedo not
say that itis 50, but as the public believe
it is 0, it behooves the Gouncil to see that
any abuges or irregnlarities connected with
the Recorders’ courts should bs reformed.
They must romember it will not be with
them us it bas been with alf® the previous
city oflicials; they will sot be able to

govern

<hift he reeponsibility from  their
shoulders to some one else's. Herein
i the difference between them

and their predecessors; the one acted as
legisiator snd really had po responsibility
beyond inenrring public odium, to which
their thick Lides and skulls were impreg-
nable: while the present officials are in
s wame and in fact administrators, giving
bond in a large amounot, snd can and may
be held lo a strict aczouutability.

We sre thus specifio, because we believe
the gentlemen of the Council have the con-
fidence of the people, and ask for them a
rousousble time to Wiing order out of
chinos to which they have just become
Leirs. There i3 this very fortunate cir-
cumetince connectad with the new Coun-
¢il. Not one of them held office under
the late city government, and for that
renson they are not #o likely to rua in the
ruts made by (hose Lhey succeed.

After a careful remodeling of the sev-
eral depurtments by the Council, each of
the Administrators will be supreme in his
own department. There will be no longer
any aved for that sfupid and costly red
tape system which prevailed heretofore -
no longer any necessity for a poor biack-
smith, horse-shoer or small baker to

pelition the Council, and wait their
convenience to grant him permis-
sion to follow his Ilawful calling,

«Jo setiling up the outstanding indebted-
ness of the city of New Orleans at the time
of consolidation, we wish to draw the at-
tention of the Council to the magagement
of the bonds authorized to be issued by
the act of February 27, 1869, for the pur-
pose of taking up the city notes and the
outstanding debts of the city. The hux-
tering, bartering and bargaining of those
bonds and the purchase of Metropolitan
warrants, ending as it did in the disap-
pearance of about eighty thousaud dollars,
should be thorougbly sifted,

This petty persecution aggravates Rhe
ovil which it is intended to arrest. The
cheap” murtyrdom involvel m a few
months comfortable incarceration and a
small on'lay in money, offers a temptation
which the French mind is unable to resist.
Who would not be a martyr onsuch terms?
Naturally, the Freach journslist, panting
for glory, rushes for the crown of palm,
and the government, with the naivity of &
child, places it on the aspiring vietim's
head by going through the form of punish-
ment. He is put to the inconvenience of
chaoging his lodgiogs und restaurant; is
obliged to forego the pleasures of the
theatre and the boulevard, and that is
about the extent of the governmental
wrath, for which he finds ample compen-
sation in the numerous works of sympathy
and admiration which come up to him from
the Latin quarter and tbe Faubourg Saint
Antoine, and the enjoyment of the society
of fellow-Bohemisps, in whose midst he
lives while in prison.

This running fight between the news-
paper men and the empire is a curious
spectacle, which furnizhes food for specu-
lation. If the present policy is continued,
it is only a question of time for the over-
throw of the empire. Journalismisa con-
tinuaily increasing power, under the offi-
cial attack, gaining repidly in adbercnts,
and the government. under what is consid-
ered i abuze of power, is growing unpop-
ular.

The thrusts do not conze alone from the
enomies of the emperor, but from khis
friends. He is unformnate in the choice
of his journalistic advocates, the most
promineat of whem is DeCassagnac, a
man of tempestuons temper and insuffera-
ble arrogance. Such men injure the cutse
{bey attempt to defend. Besides, the
: of some of these mamelukes of the
empire. report whispers, does not cowe of
loyal devotion, bt venal reward, whilst
the sincerily of theiradversaries is beyond
question.

Onie would bave supposed. after the ex-
periment with Rochefort, that the govern-
ment would show more wisdom in its
teatment ef journalists; but its policy in
this respect remsivs unchanged, to the
surprise of its friends as well as its ene-
mies. The lessons of experience
sufficient to force the empire out of the
rouline groove, apd it may go on in this
way until change will no longer be s mat-
ter of choice.

As recent events show, the Tmperor is
desirous of forming & constitutional gov-
ernment, but'he can not have this with-

out its logical complimept—a free
press: He is afraid to remove all
restrictions, . yet if this were done,

infthe end it would doubtless be the
wisest course, On the heels of such new-
found liberty there would be gross vitup-
eration perhaps, which, through the shock
to publie opinion, weuld gradua'ly tone
down into decency and respect for order.
In any event, it is worth while trying. In
case of failure the Emperor can resort ,fo
original argnment —guns.
