CONFLICT OF AUTHORITY.
As great as baa been tLe< conflict of 

ojunior} and the conflict of arms ia this 
country, they have been exceeded by the 
conflict of civil authority, starting out 
with tlm Democratic idea that the btate- 
atv sovereign and independent of the Gen­
eral Government, disintegration has gone 
s*'i' *urther and proclaimed each indi- 

.' • ■ ereif-n. ard ac'.b.g upon t'ni • Iry-
1 he Cldiet of authority has be­
come me. t troublesome and dangerous to 
the rights of a people living under a Ile- 
pnblicau form of government. This is 
not liberty—it is licentiousness, and when 
a people submit to such a condition, it is 
pretty good evidence 1 hey are not capable of 
velf-g jverumeut. It is true, the people here 
bare not submitted quietiy to such u state 
of thing.-; that they Lave tah.n up arms 
and successfully fought for the supremacy 
ol the national government over the dan­
gerous State rights fallacy that would 
make the State governments superior to 
the general government. But tbtre is still 
a tendency in many, and especially in 
some w ho are clothed with a little brief 
authority, to disrespect superior authority 
to question all authority that conflicts with 
their interest or. opinion of right, when, 
perhaps, that opinion would not be re­
ceived in any other quarter a? good au 
thoiity. This is evidently a period of 
litigiousness when men expect to gain in 
the intticacies ot law and polities what 
has been denied them by the people and 
government. The conflict of authority 
hasnotbeen confined to a tew. ambi iotis to 
possess the sovereign power of the nation, 
but exists with many v.ho, bavin 
been clothed with authority of aa 
official character, ate cot Satisfied 
to fill subordinate positions in £ 
manner useful to the public and credit 
able to themselves. In matters alyto of 
elections, where the people have chosen 
public officers, it has become a custom 
to question them, and fill the courts with 
litigant suits to determine who shall have 
the offices, thuf^virtually transferring the 
power to fill offices to the courts. And 
judges of inferior courts, infused with a 
partisan spirit, u spirit of eelfi-hness, or 
acting from a too exalted opinion of their 
own powers, not uufrequently assume to 
determine questions beyond their con­
trol and pass upon acts of co-ordi 
nate branches of government with as much 
freedom as if it were in fact a part of their 
sworn and solemn duty. Any citizen may 
question the constitutionality of a law 
aud in a respectful way take legal steps in 
an inferior court to have the matter prop­
erly tested and finally decided in the bu- 
preme Court, the only tribunal that can 
lawfully determine, in the last resort 
whether a law is constitutional or not.

Lawyers and Judges’ opinions of lav.', 
after all, are rated according to their value. 
Same lawyers' opluions of lav command a 
much higher price among those who have 
important business in cot>rts than others. 
In fact, some lawyers are bardlv ever 
asked for an opinion, while others have 
their hands lull in that bne. it is their 
knowledge cf law. good judgment and in­
tegrity that securer them bu-iness that 
pays them handsomely. It is with law­
yers as with everything elee that 
seeks a market. If they are good 
they command pood prices. But unfor­
tunately it is different with our judges. 
They may be elected to the bench without 
professing the qualities of first-class law­
yer.-; and when once there, often display 
a want of tbo-e high qualities ibat are so 
essential for t! ose who would successfully 
wear the judicial ermine. Above all 
oth ri, our judges should be free from par­
tisan t,.int; ftee from a disposition to throw 
disrespect upon the laws, aDd free from all 
manner of bad example. They should be 
models of goodness, wisdom and justice— 
aud as such, able to commaud the con­
fidence and respect of all.

wo are taken under the wing of some 
Christian power, that cao civilize and re­
deem us from the terrible late that such 
conduct bring?, if persisted in, the better. 
But we are inclined to think our people 
will not plead guilty to this wholesale 
charge against their virtue and civiliza­
tion ; that they will be inclined 
to view that man either as a mad 
man or a bad man who could seri­
ously charge iliat tho virtuous sentiment 
of this country could be desire j d, not to 
say that it had been destioytd, and that 
its normal condition, at the present time is 
one of corruption and crime. It is well 
enough to cry out against crime, ia order 
that crime may be punished and sap- 
pressed as far as possible, bnt when the 
cry of crime is raised against a people and 
government, by a few men who would 
make the acta of government an excuse 
for the perpetration of horrible crimes cu 
the part of men opposed to the govern­
ment, we hold it to be the duty of every 
honest journalist to speak out in dcfeu-c of 
the country, and against its calumnia­
tors and enemies. U is high time 
that groundless and vulgar attacks on the 
President and members of his cabinet and 
members of Congress ceased. Political 
parties can not hope to profit by such a 
course. The people ure too intelligent 
cot to bee through such conduct and hurl 
back the foul Ganders of a partisan press 
upon the heads of the n.en who have in­
vented and sent them forth. If a Federal 
or State officially has really committed 
crime, let them be arraigned tn a proper 
lawful way and tried for the offense. 
But do not, let the whole country 
be made to suffer under the 
infamous charge made by the political 
enemies of a party in power that the vir­
tuous sentiment of the country has become 
destroyed, and that the people aud gov­
ernment are nothing better than brutes, 
murderers and robbers: and that this is 
the crime of the Republican party. Iu 
wiping out the great crime cf slavery, 
when i> raised its criminal head against 
the nation, its friends, no doubt, thought 
a foul crime was perpetrated that called 
for vengeance: and the smaller crimes 
that have deluged the country since the 
close of the war has mostly been to grati­
fy a spirit of vengeance and opposition in 
those deadly opposed to the government.
