2&iMah Lemon, L. Williams, liobert Cornell 
iWtid John H. Ferguson, with tbe Columbia 
B and, proceeded to the Metropolitan Hotel, 
m d  escorted Major Plumley lo Union 
le a g u e  Hall, clamoring for an address.

The meeting was called to order by 
fsu a h  Lemon, who introduced Major 
Plumley with a few complimentary re- 
anarks.

Major Plumley then addressed the meet­
ing. He said that he felt very grateful at 
tik-ie unexpected ovation. He thought it 
qncs brought to him as a sign of approval 
5w his abolition course. Twenty-seven 
ysara ago he was one of those who brought 
*  petition ’ to this city for the abolition of 
*&tvery. John Quin.cy Adams introduced 
fibat petition, and he was censured for his 
na tion by Congress, and the petition was 
7fiid on the table. But time had wrought 
ys*at changes. He remembered the time 
« h ea  Dr. Bailey established the National 
ffirc. A few men cnlv stood with him. 

-Among them was Salmon P. Chase. He 
w is  sorry that that gentleman had not fol- 
*<swed on iu his course. Then the poet 
W hittie r sang his song- for freedom. But 
to-day the millions oi freedm- n were read- 
sag  the fifteenth amendment, which, in 
She. language of the President, was the 
"feeblest act.-’

Tbe fifteenth amendment secured the 
sights of every man. The speaker then 
referred to the latemeeiing of the Colored 
Tfisn’fl National Committee, and said that 
&e had realized for the first time that tlve 
®olored men were a power at the capit 1 oi 
fifc/o natiou. Since he bad been last lo this 
c ity  great events bad transpired. The im­
m ortal Lincoln had gone to Lis rest., jinid 
^npcrisbable renown, and his place had 
Ibean filled by President Grant, weil fitted 
gar the place. The proclamation of eman­
cipation re-elected Lincoln; that of the 
ifcdeenth amendment would re-elect G rant 
* t the expiration of his term, and he could 
®a.y to all aspirants, ‘- Shoo fly, don’t bod- 
<Ser me.” Thirty-eight years ago the 
speaker joined the Anti-slavery Societv, 
u d  from that moment he had worked for 
that result, which but a few days ago was 
accomplished.

No more caste, no more bondage ex- 
arted now; all men were free and equal. 
Iffeat thing was settled lorever. Great 
jpewers had come to tbe colored man’s 
e-filp since he Lad left the city. There 
-wh3  Colonel J . W. Forney. He could re­
m em ber when Colonel Fori.ev a id  not 
^belong to the Republican party, but he 
Ikeard tbe colored people praise every uav 
flfcsir friend, Colonel J. W. Forney. He 

certainly one of the ablest advocates 
universal freedom. [Applause]. The
