tended.

Accordingly the committee proceeded with 
the Columbi. baud to Major Itumly's quar­
ters, and escorted hiui to Union League 
Hall, where tho meeting was called to order 
by Mr. Isaiah Lemon, who introduced 
Major Plumly with a few complimentary 
remarks.

lu response to tfce compliment, M .jor 
Plumly said:

Mr. President and Gentlemen—I thank 
you heartily for this numife-utiou of your 
confidence arid good will. AH the more I 
thanK you, bee tuse I realize that you mean 
by this public demons!ration to express 
your recognition of my long advocacy oi the 
principle of impartial freedom—a principie 
that., now triumphant, enables yon thus 
publicly7 to assemble aad approve auu 
allows me to hear.

When, in l&GD, our army was moving 
through Louisiana, it halttd one night at 
Opelousas. In the morning the General’s 
boots could not be found. An orderly in 
eeaicb of them discovered them in posses­
sion of an old white-headed black nmu. who 
was sitting on a log, rocking backward and 
forward, singing to himself and tubbing 
the boots with great fervor.

“Give me them boots, old ‘nig,’ ” said the 
orderly. The old man still rocked and sang 
and brushed. A slight push upset him. 
Gathering himself up and still clinging to 
the boots, he said as if speaking to some 
unseen presence: “He! he! I black’em ! 1 
black ’em! He! he! dis chile jis been 
awaitin to black (its General's boots eber 
since 1S3’2.” (Laughter.)

My freinds, that is much our case. It was 
not exactly to black tho boots, but not to 
black them by compulsion that we have 
been waiting. The sublime faith of that old 
slave of Louisiana brought to him, at last,, 
the boots that covered the feet that made 
him free.

Our faith, and labor, and patience and 
long suffering have brought to us this hour 
of triumph.

Sir, it is an auspicious hour. The 
proclamation of the President on the rif- 
.south amendment i3 being read, not only 
by our own people, but throughout the 
civilized world. A proclamation of a meas­
ure, which, in the language of the President 
himself, “is of grander importance than auy 
other one act of the kind from the touuiia- 
tion of our free government to the present 
time.”

Then let us rejoice together. To-night we 
may rejoice over the co inpletion of our 
work. No more bondage. No more caste. 
All are free. All are men.

The abolition of American slavery liber­
ated me, as it liberated you. The fifteenth 
amendment is for me as it is for yon. It 
opens to the colored nun and to his white 
friends the right to travel all over our 
country. It gives the sight to think, to 
speak and to act; to share not only the bur­
dens, but tho responsibilities and the honors 
of the government. But above all individ­
ual or narrow considerations is the one 
majestic fact, that to-day our consistency as 
a nation exceeds that of the best, individual, 
for as a nation our theories and oar practices 
agree. Truly we may become an example 
to all peoples.

Mr. President, I belong to that* class of 
men hitherto called fanatics. As a ianatie, 
f may have believed that at some remote 
time men might arise iu the capital of our 
country, and truly and proudly announce 
that the profession of this nation had 
become its practice, that ireedom was the 
law of the national life, that the declaration 
of “ equal rights to all men ” was no longer 
a “ glittering generality,” but a solemn fact. 
But, sir, never in the moment of my highest 
hope of the future, did I even dream that it 
would bo my privilege, here, iu this city, 
once the Bastile of bondage, to see that Baa- 
tile become the citadel of human freedom, 
and the bondmen thereof its free keepers. 
Sir, had I ever any such vision, I should 
have prayed with Abohu Ben A ddem, “write 
down my name,” let me be there to see. 
Possibly I did so pray, for lo! here I am.

Mr. President, when recently I had the 
honor to speak in the joint meetiug-of the 
Senate and Legislature of Texas, I took oc­
casion to say, 'and I may here repeat, that 
it is seldom that men live to see the opin­
ions which they espoused in weakness so 
advanced in power as to become the con­
viction of a whole generation, the policy of 
a government, maintained by millions of 
bayonets and by the intelligence and vast 
resources of an industrial and a martial 
people, especially when such opinions were 
leading to revolution, to a civil convulsion 
without precedent wherein the eocietary 
substratum has become the superstratum. 
The slave has become the master, the trans­
formed chottle is pushed to tho topmost 
round of citizenship.

Sir, whirled ourselves with these mighty 
evolutions, we do not realize how stu­
pendous they are, any more than, standing 
h.3 we do on the earth’s surface, we are not 
conscious of the majesty and the velocity of 
its motion.

When the grand events of which we are a 
part shall have receded into history, or we 
ourselves shall hive been removed lo an­
other sphere, for better observation, we 
mav then comprehend the grandeur of this 
time.

In the Koran there appears frequently the 
single word “assuredly,” as if the fullness of 
the occasion had suspended in the Prophet 
th e  powers of utterance. Mr. President, we 
may say “assuredly.” The p'uce and the 
circumstances revive in my mind some re­
miniscences of this city and of ; is men.

Among them is one ol that tune, a quarter 
oi a century ago, when peii-io;..- ac.o pre­
sented, through the H u. John Qaiury 
Adams, lor the abolition ot slavery in tins

never more to be seen on the Western conti­
nent. Then came a time aft?r Sumtor when 
we volunteered under Cassius M. Clay at 
“Willards’ to protect the city from inside 
enemies. I was one of t h a t  extemporized 
force. Your distinguished journalist, Colo­
nel Porney, will remember it well. He 
vouched tor the recruits. Presenting me to 
Mr. Clay. Colonel Forney said, “Here is a 
Philadelphia Quaker Abolitionist ready to 
fight.’’ Go in, said Mr. Clay, abd take a 
inui, it has come to that now. I dnrnt know 

,t guns, bn' ) look one. I rtinem- 
,.vi dav the Iloumable Simon 
u Secretary of War, said to 

u r.in have a loi g^war, I wbk our 
L'orle could see it as 1 do.'
He was right. As wo passed over the road 

to Philadelphia that day, the blood of the 
nun of Massachusetts still reddened tne 
stree's of Baltimore

Another memory is of the Baltimore Con­
vention and the renominatiou of President 
Lincoln. 1 had the honor to be one of tho 
<i i gates from Louisiana. Our delegation 
called to congratulate the President on hia 
norni: ation, and it was said to lmn that we 
meant to nominate and elect him, until tne 
nutlou wan restored, so that it should never 
be said that there was an iuteriegnum in our 
government, wh rqin any one 1 resident did 
not rule over all the States. He replied
M i  nol
so we held on to him till the nation gets 
over. ”

Mr.Prcsident.it is six years since that 
d a y .  I have not been bore un-il now. From 
that time until tuis I have been steadily 
l a b o r in g  iu the South to rebuild our shat­
tered nationality and to restore the waste 
places. Standing igaiu iu your midst, aud 
on such an occasion, you will realize how 
these reminiscences and a thousand others 
stir me.

I find new men here, with a few of the 
old. Mr. Lincoln has passed to his rest, 
and to liuperishablo renown, lu his place 
sits our soldier President. I went to sea 
him, to see if he looked as he did at Cairo 
or Paducah, when I ranked him; or as he 
did at Vicksburg when he rauked me and 
everybody eke.

i u ant nothing, and therefore I c^u say 
what 1 like. I conclude that he i3 as good 
a President as he was a General. The pres­
sure of au empire solidifies aud toughens 
him. He will not die. He has in him the 
element of continuance. He will not 
change. It is easier Tor him to go straight 
along than to shift asido. He will fight it 
out on his present line of justice and mod­
eration. It is his mission to carry the na­
tion from war over anarchy to permanent 
peace. A proper work for a great general.

There is a force in historic parallels. The 
proclamation of emancipation re-elected 
Lincoln. The proclamitiion of the fifteenth 
amendment will re-elect Grant. He will 
begin the campaign with eight hundred 
thousand voters, the balance of power in 
unbroken column. Well may he say to all 
rival aspirants, “Siioo-fly, don't bodder 
me.” [Laughter and applause].

Mr. burnner is still in the Senate, growing 
with Massachusetts, and Massachusetts with 
him. 1 was once mobbed for sayiug that 
until Massachusetts should rule on the 
Gulf there would be no peace in -this coun­
try. 01 course, I meaut the rule of ideas. 
To-day her ideas are not only ruling on the 
Gulf, but she is the leader of the Senate, the 
holder of the national purse-strings and the 
expounder of the laws.

In the House I see General N. P. Banks, 
of whom Burlingame said “he is the best 
jiarliamentariau in the world,” aud I may 
add, the best brain and the deepest thinker 
in Congress.

There als*i is Judge Kelly, still keeping 
the faith ot freedom.

Senator Cameron I sec in the Senate strong 
and weil from the rejuvenating eonsciona- 
ness that he never failed either a friend or 
his country.

On the bench of the Supreme Court I ob­
serve Mr. Chase, not as he was, but as he in. 
He belongs to the past, and of him it :e con­
siderate to be silent. Trusted by you I find 
Color,el Forney, the Saul of past time and 
the Paul of this. Blessed be the man who 
is capable of conviction, and who has the 
courage to act upon it. I am glad that so 
much ability and experience a.-, he possesses 
is on your side. Fremont is heie, the path­
finder cf the Itocky Mountains, ai d the 
pioneer leader over political heights as well. 
I see, also, the able and indomitable Butler,

Aud you have a 
new force, the “National Executive Com 
niittee of Colored Men." When Napoleon 
sail “the black race is a new element of 
power,” possibly even lie" did not autici- 
pnte its complete organization in so few 
years. With all these forces to aid him, it 
will be strange, indeed, if the colored man 
shall fail to be a power in the civilization.

Mr. President, when Texas was to be an­
nexed to extend the area of slavery, I was 
active to exclude her.

Let the 
people of the North come and see us. We 
have all climates and every variety of pro­
duction.

We have elected a noble Radical for our 
Governor, ami have scut the same sort to 
represent us iu Congress, with one excep­
tion, aud we allow him to remain as a speci­
men of what we have to contend with. Her 
people have received and houored mo. aud 
I snail try to reciprocate by making a fair 
statement of her condition and her wants, 
an l by helping in whatever I can to make 
her, as she should bo, the Empire State of 
the South.

The northern slope of 
the ‘ levated plains which overlook the val­
ley ■ f Cazetnha are conveyed by a multitude 
of streams into the Chambeze. This river 
fi iws imo Lake Bangiveolo, and, under the 
name of I-aupula, unites it wiili Lake Moero.
Again it chaugea its name after leaving this 
point, and becomes known as Gie Laulaba, 
as it rnns on to the Lake Ulenge. Into 
L ake Ulenge alt-o flows tne Lufire, a large 
river < omiug from the western side; of 
the same great plain, tlie northern slope 
of which is drained by the Chambeze. The 
combined waters of tlie Lufira ami the 
Chambeze are said, by some of Dr. Living­
stone’s native informants, to enter Lake 
Tanganyika find thence under the different 
name of Doanda, to pass on to Lake 
Choambo. which he considers to be tho 
same as Sir Samuel Baker’s Albert Nyanza; 
others maintain that the Lufira finds its way 
bv the west of Tanganyika to Lftke Cjoaine.
These oû stionR hftve Btill t-D be Bcttlcd, and 
in this the interest of Dr. Livingstone’s 
or.ward movements centres, lhe :anes 
which Dr. Livingstone lias seen are of con­
s id e rab le  size, varying from five to ten days 
march in length, and are overhung by high 
mountain Blopes which open out in bays and 
valleys, or leave great plains which during 
the rainv season become so flooaed that the 
caravans travel for days through water up 
to tlieii knees, and with difficulty find nigb. 
ground as a resting place for the night.
There are plenty of doinoBtic cattle m -he 
coautry, and an abundance of large game.
The climate is declared to be healthy.
