No more th an  fifty per cent of the  subscription to 
the  capital stock shall be called in. and no more 
than  t i n  p -r  cent, at apy o n e tim e And tbe board 
may a t any regular m eeting of the  Board of Direo- 
tors issue preferred stuck to th e  am ount ot one 
hundred thousand dollars, to be used in payment for 
the purchase of paten ts and franchises for the  ex­
clusive uhb of th e  company; said one hundred 
thousand dollars to be a p art or said capital stock of 
three hundred thousand dollars.

ARTIO LE IV .
So soon as the sum of one hundred thousand dol­

lars shall have been subscribed, as stipulated m  the 
preceding article, th e  suDscribers shall meet and 
elect » Board of Directors, composed of five sub ­
scribers. to serve until th e ir successors are elected, 
and shall have taken th e ir places.

by proxy. At th e  tim e of e ither an annual or 
special m eeting, any num ber of stockholders may 
meet, organize and adjourn from day to  day for one 
week, when, no uuorura being present, notices as 
above stated  shall be given to secure tfie a ttendaqca 
of a m ajority of the stockholders.

ARTICLE V III.

No stockholder shall be hold liable or responsible 
for contracts and o ther acts of the company, beyond 
so much ot the fifty per cent on the capital atock as 
may still be due by them  to the company.

English, in the city of New Orleans, and with the 
as^feDt in writing, of the stockholders owning three- 
fourths ol tbe capita l stock of the  company.

ARTICLE X III .

A t the term ination  of th is charter, cr at the dis­
solution of t^iis corporation, previous tnereto, its 
liquidation shall bo londucted by three stockhold 
ere, auly elected at th s  general meeting to be con 
v«ned for th a t purpose. The board of liquidators 
-nail proceed to  wind up  the affairs of Baid company 
by selling tbe right-*, privileges, asrets and property 
thereof, paying the debts, and d istributing  the sur* 
p.ua between the stockholders, pro rata.
