Judge Abell, of the First District Couri
yesterdsy morning delivered the following
charge t3 the Grand Jury, swoern in for the
quarter ending the thirticth of Jupe:

required by statute to order the drawing of
a suflicient unwber by the cheritt to form s
panel forthe eusning month,  About thres
houdred are usually Jdeawn. Out of this
pumber it is seldom that more than oune
hunired are found by the Sueritt

At lesst onc-third of that number come
under some statutory exceplion, the prin-
pat of which are the Governor, Secretury of
state, officers commissioned by the Uulted
States, Masors, Recorders, and all city
officers, including polieemen; ali judges, and
officers of the courts, attorneys, notaries,
mintsters of the gospel, school teache
officers and clerka of incorporated i

en!

tions; all over sixty years of sge, physicians,
Hy ecuries, ingpectors of flour, pork, ete.;
a0 exempt and netive firemen

esldes these exceptions, there are a largs
pumber of the most nteliizent eitizens who
never register, in order to avold jury dnty,
I hese exceptions usoslly ineiuae meny of
the most intelligent and deeply interested
of Qe pecple,  The rematuing uumber, who
form the white clement of i§e  pune!, urc
from a clazs of cilizeus who have not had
the experience snd advauluge necessary 10

quulity them for the complieated and re-
spousible duties of jurors, A large majority
are sdopted citizens, o o! the most
iutelligen whom fran avow  their
insbiity tounderstand the ish lar 3

suflicicutly well, to act uudesstandingly as
Jarors. 5

To the white jorors thuseclected is added,
by legicistive ensciment, sll the colored
people of the parish, who have been made
jurors withont regard 1o qualifications, ex-
eept that of betug s registered voter.  Many
ol them are men of understanding, prineciple
and intelligence, sud make good and safe
jurors. 1t the jury box was limited to such,
they would reflect credit to the colored race
snd farnish security to society.

Before proceeding to speak of the other
(aud by far the most numerous) class, who
certaiuly are not quulified, 1 muss digress so
far as to assert that I am actusted by no ill
motives toward any of the colored citizens.

Upon my oft-repested theory, their intel-
ligeue® shonld be encouraged more fully by
tuose who have raised them, in order to pre-
pare them for the destiny that awaits their
race. That theory so often repeated by me
is that just as soon ss they resllize full
their subordinate condition towsrd a pmug
race, that now outnumbers them ten to oue,
they will go forth under the anspices of the
goverument of the Duited States to & sepa-
rate pationslity, and true and manly equuli-
My; if not, they will be voted by the States
to a most abjrct subordination ; otherwise
it is to be feared they will prove an ex-
plosive element that will rend the gov-
croment  into  frsgments, Gentlemen,
1 have already ssid that the iutelligent
part of the colored peaple make good snd
tmpartial jurors, but by fur the lurgest nom-
ber of them ure totally diceuslified to un-
derstand cither the principles of law or the
application of evidence, Itis cortsinlv not
their faull, #e thoy are nneduented, nnd have
been deprived of the ordinary intercourse
witn men of information. The fault of as-
signing them to the jury box i with the
Legisiature.

If this wrong i# rectified, it must be by
the wid of the virtuous and intelligent
colored people. They deprecate the vice
snd ignorsnce of those who bave flocked
from the plantations to the city, for the pur-
pose of living a life of idleness sod crime.
Tueir crowding the dock of this court, snd
a single instance that husrecently occurred,
demounstrates them to bo too vicious and
ignorant 1o bs entrusted with the honor of
the State, or the lile apd liberty of the
people. Nenrly one thousand of them
falsely swore that they were veterans, and
fought under General Jackson, st New
Orleans, in 1814 and 1816, snd each of them
procured two others 1o swear tuat they did
50 serve, or that they were for ten years re-
puted to be veterans, and then proved so
stopidly ignorant as to permit & few white
rogues to swindle them cut of the fruits of
their crime aud perjury. It was clearly
established in & esse of perjury before this
court, that these deluded people only re-
ceived from seven to fifteen dellars each,
out of & warrsut of ihree hundred and
thirty-seven on the State treasury, us their
share of the fruits of their perjury.

With & colored populstion of & fraction
less than one-third of the whites, there is
five colored claimants to one white one;
and out of that number not onetwenticth
belonz to the old colored population of New
Orlesns,

All these persons rushing from the plan-
tations to the city are the first to register us
voters, and by that act, ipxu facio, become
jurors.

Gentlemen, I have endesvorad to explain
10 you the mode of drawing, the only qaali-
fication required by lww, that of belng &
registered voter. I have shown you the
element out of which the geuersl psnel is
composed, and that it conalsts of about gixty
of the first persons drawn from s wheel
containing about fifty thonsand pames of
volers, Every speclal jury is made ont of
the first thirty, Thejury consists of twelve,
The Stsate bas & right to challenge six, the
prisoner twelve, which, of conrse, if the
cuse be important amd desperste, the most
virtnous snd {nteligent will be challenged,
You will perceive from this view of the enb-
ject that special juries are taken from the
