o rs  with the approval of a majority of the stock­
holders, may issue an additional num ber of shares, 
not to exceed, however, two hundred and fifty, of 
th>- nominal value ot twenty-five dollars ($25) each, 
to  be disposed of in the following m anner, viz: Ten 
dollars $!0j to be paid a t the date of f ubscripticn; 
ten dollars ($10) in sixty days thereafter, and the 
balance, th a t is to sav the sum ot five dollars ($5), to 
t e retained by the su b tcrib ir, subject to call, upon 
fifteen days notice. .Should the Beard cf Directors 
not require said balance, the  same shall be liqui­
dated Dy deducting the am ount from tho dividends 
or the Company accruing to said shares, said addi­
tional scares to rank equally with the original 
shares in  all respects.

ARTICLE F IF T H ,
AII th e  powers of th e  Company shall be vested in 

3 Board cf Directors, to consist of clevun.eacn of 
whom shall be required to own five shares of the 
capital stock in his own name. The present Board 
of the Company, or suen of them  S3 are qualified- 
under this article, viz: A. G Brice. JoDn b. Kooert 
sen, N. G. Fo.'ger, Spencer Field, Charles W. New­
ton, Thomas M. Converse, J .  M K. Scott, J .  S. 
Clark, Charles A. L abuzm , Edward Tomatis, and 
G. H. King sha l compose and are hertby constituted 
the first Board of D .rectors under this charter, who 
shall, a t their first m eet’ng, elect one of th e ir num ­
ber President, and the Board, as then constituted, 
err a.!! remain in office until the  first Monday in No­
vember, lb71, ana thereafter biennially, a i such 
date, an election for Directors shall be held; the 
stockholders to be convened bv public notice iu two 
ot the daily papers ol New Orleans, fifteen days be­
fore suen election.

ARTICLE SIX TH ,
A t all elections of Directors by th s  stockholders, a 

plurality of ail the  votes cast shall be required for the 
election of a Director, each shaTe cf Capital Mock 
to be en titled  to one vote, e ither by the holder 
thereof, or by his proxy, add if, from any cause, the 

1 stockholders fail to elect such Directors at the  first 
m©etiDg, such m eeting saall be adjourned to a day 
two weeks subsequent to such date , public notice of 
such adjournm ent to be given in two of the daily 
papers. It at such adjourned meeting, the stock­
holders again fail to elect such Board of Directors, 
the old Boar d shall hold over un til the next regu 
lar biennial ele-tion.

ARTICLE SEVENTH.
The Board of Directors, on the first Monday en ­

suing each biennial election, sha 1 be convened for

A 
majority of the  Board of Directors shall be neces­
sary to constitute a quorum.

A RTICLE NINTH.
Certificates of stock shall be issued to the  stock 

holders s’gned by th« Secretary and countersigned 
by ihe President, and every Pteckboicer. b> the 
simple acceptance of his certificate of stock or 
shades under th is article, shall be considered as 
having approved of th is charter, and bonnd by all 
its clauses, stipu ations and provisions. All transfers 
of stock trhall be recorded in the stock book of the 
Company, and the tra rrfe ree shall, by th e  mere ac 
ceptance ot th© transfer on the books as aforesaid, 
be bound to abide by all tho clauses of this act, and 
the by laws and rules th a t now or may hereafter be 
adopted by th is Company.

ARTICLE TENTH.
No Stockholder shal! ever be held liable or respon­

sible for the contracts or faults of said Company, 
beyond the am ount of his stock in said Company ; 
nor shall any mere informality in the organization 
of said Cornpauy have the effect of rendering the 
present C harier null, or of exposing a Stockholder 
to  any greater liability beyond the am ount of his 
stock therein.

ARTICLE ELEVENTH.
Said Company shall sue and be sued in its cor­

porate nam e and capacity, and plead and be im ­
pleaded accordingly.

ARTICLE TW E L fT H .
The Board of Directors may accept provisionally 

any po*er or privilege conferred on the Company 
by any am endments of the law under which the 
same is fram ed, or by the adoption ol any new act of 
i he Legislature, or by any act of Congress of the 
U nited States of America, bu t the final acceptance 
of any such power or privilege should be dete r­
mined by a vote of a m ajority in am ount of the 
Stockholders.

ARTICLE THIRTEENTH.
This C h arte r may be altered  or am ended by a res­

olution passed by two* thirds of the  Directors and 
approved by three-fourths oi the  stock present, or 
rep resen ted , a t a m eeting called for th a t purpose, 
giving fifteen days’ public notice in two of th e  daily 
papers of this city.

ARTICLE FOURTEENTH.
At the expiration  of th is  Charter, or whenever the 

dissolution of this corporation shall render neces­
sary its  liquidation, th ree  Commissioners shall be 
elrcted by the Stockholders from among its own 
members, whose duty it  shall be to conduct its 
business to a final liquidation on such terms and in 
such m anner as shall be determ ined by a majority 
oi stock present or represented.

AK ’l ICLE FIFTEEN TH .
The names of the  Stockholders and the respective 

num ber of shares held by each, are  lor the present 
declared to be such as aro subscribed and attached  
to this act and  opposite the names of each, respect­
ively.

ARTICLE SIX TEEN TH .
