The litle
cirls, orphans of the ssglums belongiog
1o this order of Christians, clad in white
bonpets and neat pink gowns, decorated
vith sprigs of arbor vite, in imitation of
palm branches, marcking to the varicus
chapels under the guidance of the meek
Sisters of Clarity, present a charming
spectacle. The week following Palm Sun-
duy, is called Holy Weck, and memoriul-
izes the prandest event—in fuct the germ
the Christian Fra—the erucifiction, the
aeath, brrial sod ascension of the Lord
Jesus Christ.

On Holy Thurseay we visited the va-
rious places of wor:hip open (o (he
public cn that day, and saw the altars
beautiully adorned with flowers of overy
hue, and crystal orpaments illuminated,
In which the sbrive of the pacred Host
was ruade partioularly conspicuous. ‘Lhe
cboirs composed of children, to whose
aweet infantile voices (he eacred chorals
secmed especidly appropriate; the throng
of devou! worshippers, ¢ld and young.
bowing in humble adoration st ke fcot of
the Cross; the numorous priests clad in
vestments of violet hue, roady to impart
absolution to knoeling penitents, crowded
the various temples of worship.

On Friday— Good Friday, as it is atyled
all - these bright decorations were lnid
aside—for it memorialized the death and
burial of the Saviour. The violet drapery
was taken from tho cross, and it appeared
shrouded in sombre black, while priests
and prelates replaced their gay attire with
the same funereal shade, more fitting to
the melauchioiy soene. Bul to-day—being
Euster Sunday, om which it is supposed
the Lord arose, the gardens and lawns are
riled of their richest floral stores to
decorate anew each church and altar, to
celebrate the Saviour's veturn from the
derk abyss of the grave to the celestial
home from whence he came.

At the the dawn of the reformation, all
the holidays of the Romish Church were
abolisbed by the DProtestants, in order
more definitely to sigoalize their utter
separation from the Papel See. No days
were observed by the new church, (except
by the more conservative [Episcopalians),
but Sundays, and now and then a day of
thanksgiving or of fasting and prayer pro-
cleimed by the Government.

Let ull, then, who believe in Jesus as the
Savioor of men attend church to-day, and
evinece by their devotion their appreciation
of the glorious oblation offered by Him.
There is much irreligion and icfidelity
in our midst, but few disbelieve in the
immortalily of the soul, and almost all
hope to be beirs of eternal bliss, and hope
to merit the favor of the Almighty. To
these we would ray, where can you find a
better example than the perfect and spot-
less character of Jesus?  What belief that

by the Secrelary and Treasurer of the
Mechanics' and Agriculiural Association
ot Louisiana, and his clerical aseistants.
The reason for this msy be seen by read-
ing & publication which Mr. Homes makes
fa the Rervsnicax, of the faot that this
Associstion with a long name, holds its
next grand Stute Fair of nine dnys dura
tion, in New Orleans, commencing on the
twenty-third of April. From present ap-
pearances, this fair will be more numers
ously attended than any of its pro-
decessors, by npol only the prac-
tical men and womon of this and adjoin-
ing Sta'es of our South-land; but by the
energetic, enterprising and intelligent
mechauics and agriouiturists from the
“lands to the north of us."” The sturdy
planters from the rich lands of the Atta-
kapas will be on hand with their sugars
and syrups sud rice, while those from the
parishes of the Red river and the Oua-
chita will greel with their snowy staple
the workers in wood and iron and brass of
St. Lonls, of Cincisnati and otber North-
ern bives of machanical industry, who
cemeé Lo exchango their useful bandiworks
for the productions of Louisiana. Such a
fair as this, such a grest convention of
citizens, representing (he iadusteial inter-
ests not only of this State, but of the na-
tion, wiay accomplish much good, or it
may, defeat its own oljact, according to
the degree of good sewse which may gov-
ern its members while here,

Tae directors and s'ockbolders of the
associa‘ion, and their mechinical and agri-
cultural visitors who will assemble in New
Orieans duriog the last week of this
month, can, if they will, accomplish
much good in many directions. The pro-
L ductions of these workers—farmors, plant-
ers, mechanpics—aro most heavily taxed,
in various ways by excessive rates of
transportation, of handling while on the
way to markel, of storage by warehouse-
men, ele.  Let all who attond the fair ad-
dregs themselves o a demand upon
their Legislators—Stale and national—
for the reduclion of these and
other taxes. There are many ways of
practical relief from the burdens now
borne by the producing classes, which
should be disoussed at such grand gather-
ings as this fair presents. Congreas will
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tariff bil), which is now before that body,
proposes to reduce the duty on foreign
sugars, which come in ocompetition with
the Louisiana product, while it refuses to
lessen the daty on tea sud coffee. If this
be a gri®vance, or if there be o'hers of
which they Lave a right to complain, let
the sugar planters ussembled st the fair
disonss if, and lay their grievances before
Congress. That body has raised the
tariff on brandies to tbree dollars, and
upon wines to the almost entir«ly probibi-
tion ‘e of fifty cen's a gulicn, for the
benefit of California wine growers. Let
Lou'sianians, at their Siate fair, eay
whether such a law, destroping n larze
branch of trade in their commoercial
metropolis, and cansing them to pay al-
most double for their wines, is advane
tageous to them or mot. Doubtless, the
gentlemen of the Mississippi Velley Vine
Growers' Association, who will” be here
with samples of Catawba and otber winus
from the blufis at Hermann, Missouri, al
Cincinnati, Ohio, and otber porioas of
tue upper part of our great valley, will
think this taiiffl quite a favorable oae to
them, but it gores the oxen of the sugar
and cotton placter. Can their owness
afford to permit it without protest?

However, let the wine-growers of Cali-
forais and of the vine clad Missouri and
Ohio brisg on their wines to our fair, that
Louisiavians may see if they are snilable
substitutes for those of the Rbive and of
the Garonne, which the high tariffl is shut.
ting out from them. Come on, too, St.
Louis, Cincinnati and Chicago, with your
useful avAd beasutilul wares. And, smok-
ing old Pittsburg, float down your heavy
engines. Let Puiladelphia, New York,
and even Boston, with his new Yankee
notions, send on their wares for exhibi-
bition. If any of-these, or the rest of the
world, have anything new and use-
ful to exbibit, bring it on, for here
ia the cash or its equivalent, cotton and
sugar, to pay for all sach. Anappreciative
community will greet all exbibitors, and
sweet odora -will ascend from Floral Hall
that nowhere can be found in the frozen
North in April, if in any other month
of the year. For this is the locality the
poet had in his mind when speaking of
Jockey running away to the fair on sweet
May day, * when natore painted all things
gay; taught birds to sing and lambs to
play, and gild the meadows rare."

As this market is almost
entirely governed by New York, and is,
therefore, subject to the movements of the
“bulls" and “bears” of Wall street, with-
out baving an opporturity of watching
their proceedings, operators are very cau-
tious in their transactions. Moreover,
opinions are by no meaus well setiled as
to the general causes influencing the price
of gold, and no one wants to run the risk
of dangers which be can noi estimate or
foresee. The anticipation of the May in-
terest ought naturally to depress gold, but
if before that time gold becomes an ar
ticle of export, the disbursements from
the tressury will simply go forward to
meet the interest on the bonds held in
Kurope, and the final effect will be rather
to enhance than to lower the premium.
