I also transmit to your Excellency a num­
ber of diplomas and medals which were 
awarded by the jury to theee gentlemen as 
testimonials for the superiority o/ their pro­
ducts. exhibited by them. I beg your 
Exceliency to transmit these flattering testi­
monials to them, with an earnest appeal to 
continue their efforts in similar enterprises, 
which must redound to the interest oi our 
State.

I have the honor to submit a brief report 
relative to these exhibitions, and respectfully 
ask your Excellency to consider favorably 
the suggestions made therein. . .

It has pleased the Imperial commission 
of the Paris exhibition of 1SG7, to bestow 
further awards to some ot our citizens, who 
have participated in that exhibition, in ad­
dition to those given by the international 
jury, which your Excellency will distribute 
to  the parties for whom they are intended.

T h e  B oston F o r g e r .— ’-Ve copy the fol­
lowing from the Boston Herald, oi Saturday 
last:

A few days atro we mentioned the fact oi 
the arrest, in New Orleans, oi one Charles 
W. Thomas, upon the authority of a hand­
bill offering $500 for bis arrest for forgeries 
committed iu this city and elsewhere. Some 
of the parties interested in this city, wanted 
him brought here, but did not wish to pay 
the reward, as they were satisfied he had 
gambled away the money which he obtained 
by forgery. A telegram to that effect was 
sent to New Orleans, and Thomas was dis­
charged from custody. Since then, how­
ever, other parties who have suffered from 
his forgeries, have consulted Major Jones, 
State Constable, and desired his rearrest, 
being ready to pay the reward. A dispatch 
was sent to New Orleans, and he was again 
arrested, and this morning, Captain Wade, 
of the State detectives, started for New 
Orleans with a requisition for him. His 
forgeries have already been shown to 
amount to almost $34,000.

Detective Wade arrived here yesterday, 
accompanied by one of those who are out 
and injured by the msa of many names. 
Mr. Wade will return to Boston this week, 
as he recognizes the prisoner, although the 
gentleman who came with him is inclined to 
doubt.

We understand that the ex-School Board 
held a meeting on Tuesday night and have 
resolved to keep possession of the echool 
houses and resist the law. Resistance to 
the law is always unadvisable, and weregret 
to see this symptom of sedition in oar other, 
wise peaceful community. It appears from 
a report iu a contemporary that Mr. Edward 
Bermudez, the ex-president of the late 
Board, decided the school law to be uncon­
stitutional, and his decision was sustained 
by Messrs. W. H. Rodgers, Cron an. Culbert­
son and Theinemann. We acknowledge 
that Messrs. Bermudez and Rodgers are em­
inent jurists, but we have yet to learn that 
they have the right to exercise the func: 
tiens of the Supreme Court. Until #the lat­
ter shall pronounce the law unconstitutional 
(which will bo about never) it must be taken 
as constitutional and enforced as law in the 
meantime. A word to the wise may Lot be 
iu season as some of the late directors can 
scarcely be said to so act as to be called 
wise. But we will simply advise them to 
dry up and go about their business like sen­
sible men. ____________

A S t r e e t  F ig h t—Four Bullets in a .Van.— 

At three o’clock last evening John Johnson, 
a peddler of' books and trinkets on the 
levee, was assailed by a rough, known as 
Hugh Keegan, for what cart e is not stated, 
but it seems to have resulted from an old 
grudge. Johnson was struck down, and 
Keegan escaped. Last night, about eight 
o'clock, Keegan was hanging around the 
corner of Julia and Tchoupitoulas streets, 
in which neighborhood Johnson resides, 
and when the latter emerged from his house 
Keegan spoke to a bystander, saying that 
he intended cutting Johnson's throat, at the 
same time moviug toward him. Johnson, 
who is a cripple, considered h’s person in 
danger, when, to defend himself, he diew a 
small pistol and fired four shots, each ball 
taking effect, one in his breast, one ia his 
bowels, one in his right arm an-1 cne in his 
left hand, hut as the weapon is a trifling 
affair the wounds inflicted did not appa­
rently do much harm, although the shot ia 
his abdomen is liable to end seriously. 
Officer Gavin was on the spot at the time 
and arrested Johnson, taking him to the 
first precinct station. He sent Keegan to 
the Charity Hospital. Johnson’s reputation 
is fair, while Keegan’s is not the very best.

INJUNCTION AGAINST BEAUREGARD

HIS RATIONS STOPPED BY LAW

Hurston, were, on the twenty-flfth of April, 
1870, legally elected directors of the New 
Orleans, Jackson and Great Northern Rail­
road.

That on the day following, at a meeting of 
the Directors, regularly convened, the said 
H. S. McComo was elected President of said 
company, and that the said President and 
Directors are entitled to administer the 
affairs of the company for one year.

Petitioners allege that General G- T. 
Beauregard and the old Board of Directors 
refuse to vacate their positions, and retain 
the property of the company and the ad­
ministration of its affairs, although they 
have no longer aLy official existence or 
authority so to do.

Petitioners aver that they are, each of 
them, owners of stock in the railroad, 
and interested in the administration of its

Petitioners charge that the said former 
president aud directors have heretofore 
lavishly expended money to defeat the 
rights of the Governor ot the State and the 
Mayor of the city of New Orleans, and to 
prevent them from casting the votes of the 
shares held by the State and city in an 
election for president and directors of said 
company, and by a frivolous litigation, 
which was subsequently decided against 
them bv the Supreme Court of the State, 
they succeeded iu perpetuating their power 
by depriving the city and State of the right 
to cast their votes.

contract to pay any attorney or any other 
persons to defend the said G. T. Beauregard 
and the old directors in any legal proceed­
ings which rnav arise iu the premises.
