Eighth Dlatrlct Court
The following, petition has been filed iu 

this court:
Stale of Louisiana ex rel., Attorney Gen­

eral vs. F. 0. Jlahan.—The petition of the 
State of Louisiana, by. Simeon Beidt-u, 
Attorney General, upon his own informa­
tion, and in his official capacity, with respect 
represents that Francis C. Mahan is unlaw­
fully holding the olfiee of State Tax Collector 
of the First District of the city of New Or- 
1> aus, is iu possession of the tax rolls and 
list of delinquent taxpayers, and is attempt­
ing to exerc.se ail the rights and privileges 
belonging to. and pertaining to said office ot 
tax collector.

Petitioner represents that George A. Sher­
idan has beeu appointed to said office by 
Governor Warmo fi, under the provisions of 
act No. 68 of the Legislature of Louisiana. 
R lator- asks that a judgment be rendered 
decreeing said Mahan to be unlawfully 
usurping said offics, and that Sheridan be 
put iu the possession aud enjoy men! of .the 
emoluments thereof.

tVrlt of FrohlblUon to the Clerb of 
the Sixth Dlatrlct Court — Jud*e 
Dlhbte Krfuara to Issue It

In the case of the Chattanooga Railroad, 
William' Woelper, Charles Morgaa, et al., 
Judge Dibble yesterday rendered the fol­
lowing decision:

The petition in this case sets forth that the 
plaintiffs, the Chattanooga Railroad Com­
pany and tue Board of Harbor Masters, 
have been served with a writ of injunction 
from the Sixth District Court at the suit of 
Charles Morgan. The subject matter of the 
said euit is disclosed and it is averred that 
the said Sixth District Court is without ju­
risdiction to issue such an it junction. The 
petition alleges that this -court is vested 
with the sole power of issuing injunctions, 
and concludes with a prayer for prohibition 
against Charles Morgan and his attorneys, 
and against William Woelper, clerk of said 
court, to restrain them from proceeding 
further in the said suit bafoie the said Sixth 
District Court.

The respondents to the rule deny the ex­
clusive jurisdiction of this court to issue in­
junctions, aud urge that the writ of prohibi­
tion sought iu the premises would have 
the effect of subordinating tile sail Sixth 
District Court to this court, aud of course 
ought not so to issue.

The rule was ably and thoroughly argued 
by eminent counsel. The decision recently 
rendered iu the case of Michael Lizard vs. 
John R. Coaw«y. Mayor, f  ah, wa* he! 1 to 
await argument upon the point of jurisdic­
tion maue iu this case, and passed upon in 
that.

For the reasons given iu the case just 
named, I am of the opinion that this Court 
is vested with the 6ole and »illusive juris­
diction within this parish, to issue at,Injunc­
tion, except iu a tew specific cases named in 
the act creating this court; and. therefore, 
that the aforesaid Morgan and his attorneys 
were not justified in obtaining from tire 
Sixth District Court tne writ complained of 
by the petitioner herein.

But it is urged by respondents that the 
writ of prohioition asked for ought not to 
be granted, because such au order from this 
court would be in the nature of the exer­
cise of appellate powers over a court of 
equal rank.

No such extraordinary powers are granted 
to this court by the statute creating it, and 
the issuance of the writ of prohibition as 
therein provided fur would not, in my opin­
ion, have the effect apprehended by the re­
spondents. The section of the act author­
izing the order asked ft)r by plaintiffs reads 
as follows:

S ec . 4. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
in all ca-es in which au injunction shall 
i-s,ie from the Eiirhtn District Court in suits 
or proceedings pending belore the other 
district courts of tJle parish ol Orleans, it 
shall be the duty of the judge and clerk of 
such courts in which such suit or proceed­
ing is pending, to ,u;:ne liatelv transfer the 
record of such ta t or ptoceeuing to the raid 
E giitli District Court, w hich shall be vested 
with power to hear and determine such 
cause as if the same had been original y 
brought in said Eighth District C- trt. Im­
mediately up n the passage of this act, it 
*hall be the "day of the judges of the F urtb, 
Fifth, Sixth, >,nd Seventh District Court*for 
the parish oi Orleans to transfer to the 
Eighth District Court for the parish of Or­
leans, all suits or proceedings the jurisdic­
tion over which is by this law vested in said 
Eighth District Court.

The said Fourth, Fifth, Sixth and Seventh 
District Courts are divested, of all jurisdic­
tion over such cases, ex ept far the purpose 
of entering an order of transfer, and the said 
Eiglitn District Court shall be and is hereby 
vested with power to hear and determine 
suits or proceedings so to be transferred, as 
if the same had beeu originally bmuaa: in 
said Eighth Dt-triet C -urt. The JufTge o: 
said Eighth District Court, for the par.sh of 
Orleans, thill also have pow- rand authority 
to issue writs of prohibition or mandamus 
directed to the cl*, rks of the other District 
Courts, or to tiro parties to at.y suit or suits, 
and their attorneys in all cases where neces­
sary or expedient to enforce and protect the 
jurisdiction of said Eig.ith District Court, as 
granted and conferred by this act.

Upon considering the language of this 
section, in connection with tne whole 
statute, it must appear to any fair minded 
man that the great ofject sought to oe ar- 
comphslied bv the law-makers was to guar-t

United States vs. 90 demijohns of spirit*;
5578, United States vs. 50 barrels of whisky; 
5204, Untied S'ates vs. 37 barrels of rum; 
5676, United States vs. 100 barrels whisky;
5579, United States vs. 21 barrels rum: 5331, 
United States vs. 15 barrels spirits; 5997, 
United States vs 199 casks, etc., of wine; 
aud 5353, United Slates vs. 33 bales Confed­
erate blankets, e’c.

The decision of the court was reserved in 
most ol the cases, though a few of the ap­
peals were abandoned without a contest.

Upon the completion of this business, a 
motion, to adjourn the court? was made by 
Judge J. S. Whitaker, upon the ground that 
as the public offices of the State and United 
States had been closed in consideration of 
the celebration iu honor of the adoption of 
the fifteenth amendment to the Federal 
constitution, it was proper that the United 
States Courts should recognize, by an ad­
journment, the importance of that event. 
Thereupon their respective courts were 
adjourned by Judge Woods aLd Judge 
Durell.

ll ct? between the courts iu this city as de­
manded and justified the enactment of the 
law. So the power was given this court to 
protect its sp citl jurisdiction by compell­
ing litigants to confine themselves to this 
court iu all matters of suit or contest de 
pending herein, and by authority authorizi g 
writs of prohibition against attorneys who 
may, nvioiatioti and coutemp’ of its autfcot- 
ity, seek the interference of other courts ia 
matters of contest before this.

It is said that the writ of prohibition is 
au order issuiug from an appellate and su­
perior court to restrain the judge of au in­
terior court who exceeds his jurisdiction. 
The writ at common lav/ is always under­
stood io be such au order; hut it is a reme­
dial process, anti within the control of the 
legislative power to be extended or limited 
in its signification or effect. The writ ot 
mandamus at common law is a prerogative 
writ issuiug in the king’s name and only for 
the court ol kings’ bunch; in America this 
writ can not be issued by a court unless by 
virtue of legislative enactment. I can see 
no constitutional objection to the grant of 
power to issue the writ of prohibition or 
res'rainiug ord* r iu the manner and iorin 
under discussion.

But I tit, dersiand the power to issue writs of 
prohibition, a3 above granted, to mean this: 
When proceedings have been instituted in 
this court, coming v.itbi'S its special an 1 ex­
clusive jurisdiction, tbe writ will lie to 
prohibit and restrain parti s directly or in­
directly to such proceeding-;, v,. l thtir 
attorneys, from seeking the iu'eif r-. ne- cf 
other courts, or from acting in any other 
manner in violation and coutempt cf the 
authority of tins court. The writ will lie 
without regard to an injunctiou previously 
obtained trom another court, for m  t!:er 
court than this in the parish has power or 
authority to issue or determine au injunc­
tion suit.

But this is not a ease for the writ; or if it 
is. the pleadings do not disclose the (act. 
There is no allegation in tko petition that 
the subject matter of the injunction suit 
complained of is depending iu th * court. 
Were such the case, the writ would issue, 
iu order to “enforce and protect tbe juris­
diction” granted by the law creating the 
court. I do uot think that it would be 
proper iu use this extraordinary remedy ex­
cept iu such a case.

The plaintiffs have a remedy by appeal,- 
by injunction against,the plaintiff in ihe 
suit complained of. if the issues would war­
rant the writ, or by an action for damages 
against the Sheriff for attempting to exe­
cute a writ issuing trom a c mrt having r,o 
jurisdiction Lowry vs. E?win, 6 R., 192 ; 
Alayor et al* vs. Morgan, vii Martin tN. S.) 1.

It i? therefore ordered that Ihe writ of 
prohibition prayed for be refused, and the 
petiuou dismissed at plaintiffs cost.

But false or 
true, if there was ever a case that deserved 
a generous suspension of public opinion, it 
is the case of a man like Oliver O. Howard, 
wtn m the people have so delighted to 
honor, and to whose past services in the 
field and in tne bureau the country owes eo 
much.

The New York correspondent of the 
Louisville CourUr Journal telegraphs:

It is now a weli understood fact that Gen­
eral Jordan, lately at the head of the Cuban 
army, will in a ftw day? reach our city. 
The reasons that move him are that the 
contract entered into between himself and 
tbe Junta w:i3ouly for one year’s terra of 
service, and the one year's service expired 
in February last. At the beginning of the 
jear the Junta Sent out to Cesped*-s a copy 
cf the contract with Jordan, which, it is 
insisted has been fully complied wi'h.
