toward femith, and being only a short dis­
tance from him. Mr. Smith made aa effort 
to rise, but somehow stumbled, turning his 
face partly toward the wall, but he quickly 
recovered. Barrett had by this time 
unloaded b's revolver. Mr. Smith, 
as quids as a flash of lightning drew his re 
voiver and began firing at Barrett, who at 
that juncture turned and went out toward 
Carondelet street. Smith fired several shots 
while pursuing, but when in the street he 
fell to the ground, as if badly wounded. He 
dropped bis pistol then, which, with another 
revolver, was aftemard picked up, within 
two feet of each other. Smith staggered 
back into the coffeehouse bleeding and ap­
pearing to suffer. He walked to a chair and 
sat down, and said that he was not badly 
hurt. He was then taken to a room anil 
attended to by a surgeon, who found three 
serious wounds.

Barrett, on leaving the scene, went toward 
the City Hall, but was overtaken by Captain 
Cain, who conducted him to the station 
house. It was then ascertained that he had 
sustained no further injury than a slight 
wound in his right hand.

During the affray the party of gentlemen 
already mentioned, gained their feet, and 
Mr. Diepert moved toward the combatants, 
the consequence of which was that he re­
ceived one of the balls, it passing through 
his body from breast to. back, inflicting"a 
wound that may prove fatal. He, however, 
walked half a square to his room on 
Lafayette street, irom whence he was soon 
afterward sent to hospital. How he re­
ceived the bullet is not clear, and an eye 
witness to the affair states his inability "to 
even guess by whem the bail was fired that 
hit him.

Mr. Smith, when his condition was ascer­
tained, was sent to the hospital by his 
friends, and the supposition was that his 
condition was critical. Mr. Barrett was at­
tended to by a surgeon in prison, and made 
comfortable’ His wound will not prove 
serious.

Scarce had a shot sounded on the still air 
before the locality was thronged with people 
anxious to learn particular.̂ , aud several 
who were not present during the duel, vol­
unteered to furnish us with a great many 
particulars not in the lively programme just 
rehearsed. The barroom bears marks of the 
warfare and of the earnestness of the con­
flict.

Recorder Houghton refused to accept 
bonds for Mr. Barrett, until he should learn 
the condition of the wounded men.

The whole affair did not occupy the space 
of a half minute, as both men fired rapidly, 
although they were apparently quite self- 
possessed. Without doubt, the collision 
was expected, as both were prepared. 
Under like circumstances, no man living 
could have drawn and fired as rapidly as did 
Mr. Smith.

It is the 
c jusummation of one of the grandest events 
in the history of the world. In ten years, 
lour millions’ of human beings raised from 
slavery to enjoy all the immunities of citi­
zens ! In ten years a great national prob­
lem solved, which threatened the destruc­
tion of the government, and tho solution of 
which has removed from the pathway of the 
South a great impediment to her develop­
ment and prosperity.

Having now happily secured his freedom, 
and all the rights of" citizenship, it is the 
duty as well as the iuterest of the colored 
man to do that which is one of the chief 
obligations of the citizen, to educate aud 
provide for himseif, and thus aid in the 
general prosperity.

To that end, forgetting tke hostilities of 
the past, and looking forward only to the 
reconciliations of the future, he should 
unite in a common endeaver to eradicate 
the terrible ravages made by the war, aud 
to develop the power and prosperity of a 
system of free labor.
’ It is proper that you should exult over 

your great victory aud deliverance, but let 
your exultation be tempered by an appre­
ciation of the new responsibilities that now 
devolve upon you.

And in tne midst of your thanksgiving, 
you will not forget him who sounaetl the 
first key note of that victory and that deliv­
erance,’and who, just before he filled the 
full measure of his devotion to tlio cause of 
human rights, said: "With malice toward 
none, with charity tor all, with firmness in 
the right, as God gives us to see the right, 
let us finish the work we are in, to do all 
which may achieve aud cherish a j ust and 
lasting peace among ourseives.” The name 
of Abraham Lincoln will live forever fresh 
and green in the hearts of tne colored people 
of America.

Accept my congratulations, and while I 
can not be with you in person, believe me 
you have my most earnest sympathies.

Sir—You have my thanks for the invita­
tion to be present at and participate in the 
exercises of the thirtieth instant, and I re­
gret exceedingly that my duties in the 
Seo&te will deprive me of the contemplated 
pleasure.

The adoption of the' ‘‘fifteenth amend­
ment” is, next to the abolition of slavery, 
the grandest event in American history. It 
demonstrates the proposition that justice 
exists as an active principle among men, 
and that in our native land it is at last ac­
knowledged as a rule of action. Although 
two centurys and a half have been devoted 
to wrong and outrage upon a portion of our 
fellow-citizens, for the unmanly reason that 
their skins were dark, our people have at 
last become conscious of their gross injustice, 
and have made noble efforts on behalf of right. 
As Paul shook the viper from his warmiug 
hand, so have we shaken off the curse of 
slavery. Nor have we paused here. We 
have incorporated into the organic law of 
the land this last great provision by which 
the enfranchised slave is forever recog­
nized as an equal.

I do not ignore the fact that our recent 
war was a potent agency in producing these 
results; that by the stern hand of necessity 
the slave was first made a soldier and then 
a voter. But underlying all, I believe 
the great law of justice is made 
manifest, by which ultimately all 
wrongs are righted. While the nation’s 
perils transformed slaves to soldiers. It 
was justice that made them the legal peers of 
their ancient masters. Nominally the bal­
lot and the right to hold office were placed 
in the hands of this class, because its repre­
sentatives were tho martyrs of Piilow and 
the heroes of Hudson and Wagner; but, in 
reality, those franchises were awarded by 
reason of an awakened consciousness of 
right ai.d duty. m

In my name please congratulate tlie as­
sembly upon these sublime results. Say to 
your audience that I address them while 
sitting by the side of Senator Revels, that 
loyal and talented colored man, who to-day 
occupies the seat made vacant by the 
treason of Jefferson Davis:
„ “And still tho world goes round and round.

And the trenial seasons ran,
And ever tue right conies uppermost,

And ever is justice done.”

Dear Sir—Yours of the sixteenth instant, 
expressing the wish that I should bg present 
ou the thirtieth of April, to participate in 
the "celebration in honor of the adoption 
of the fifteenth amendment,” has this 
moment come to hand.

It would give me great pleasure to take 
part in the proceedings on that occasion, but 
duties which I can not neglect will deny mo 
that happiness.

The struggle for the result which has been 
attained, commenced in good earnest more 
than thirty years ago. But slow progress 
was made for several years, and even ten 
years ago comparatively few people in this 
great republic felt willing to move directly 
to the principles embodied in the late 
amendments to the constitution, aud which 
complete in theory the just idea of a repub­
lican government. »

It has been said by a distinguished writer 
that bad men assail with far more courage 
and vigor, than good men defend good 
principles. In a most marked manner this 
charac’eristic of human nature has been 
illustrated in the contest through which 
the country has passed. While for a time 
the cause made slow and almost discour­
aging progress, it is a matter ot congratula­
tion that in the last decade the issues have 
been vigorously and bravely pressed, and

triumph of principle—a victory that will 
lore7er mark a distinctive era in the history

F I F T E 8 H T B  Opprobrium* has rested upon all who lent 
but a helping hand to this consummation, 
particularly upon those who were pioneers 
in the cause. But the time will speedily 
come when opprobrium will be chauged into 
respect and admiration. Good actions and 
good men have their rewards in history, aud 
in an approving conscience.

I do not, however, consider the victory 
completely decisive, except theoretically. 
It remains for us to labor unceasingly to 
make the victory practical Resistance has 
been made, even to the "last ditch.” But I 
do not, feel perfectly assured that the last 
foe fell, or that the last resistance was made 
in that "last ditch." Practical liberty is 
never secure except through the watchful, 
sturdy, and united efforts of all lovers of 
mankind.

There is much promise in the thought that 
all men must appreciate that security to 
every man, whether he be white or biack, 
native or foreign, rich or poor, exists wholly 
in the practical recognition of the princi­
ples of the thirteenth, fourteenth aud fif­
teenth amendments to the constitution of 
the United States.

The doctrines of the Declaration of Inde­
pendence: have indeed been carried into sol 
emn, fundamental law. As the day of the 
adoption of that Declaration by the Comi 
nental Congress has been commemmorated 
annually lor nearly a cc-ntuary, aud as the 
American people are accustomed to meet for 
rejoicing at each anniversary for national 
independence, which has been secured, so 
ought the day on which the President of the 
United States proclaimed the final 
ratification of the fifteenth amend 
ment, and that it had become a part 
of the supreme law of the land, to be com­
memorated for all time to come, with in­
creasing gratitude and ferver, for this last 
and greatest event in our history. Now 
imtional independence is rendered more 
glorious by this comprehensive guarantee of 
individual liberty and power,

favored the audience with a short address, 
taking for his text the words:

"Washington—Independer ce." 
"Lincoln—Emancipation.’
"Grant—Universal Suffrage.”

Wnich appeared upon one of the numerous 
banners of the procession of the day—which 
was listened to with marxed pleasure by 
those present

Mayor Flanders was the next speaker, aud 
spoke of his experience in the city during a 
residence of some thirty years, and of the 
difference in position and treatment of those 
who rejoiced most to-day, in years gone by 
and now.

Hon. John Ray, State Senator, was next 
introduced, aud delivered the following ad­
dress: ^

Mr. President, Ladies, and Fellow-Citizens 
of New Orleans: The event we colebrate to­
day is the rin\l consummation in this coun­
try, so far as legal enactments can do it, of 
one of the great movements in the progress 
of humanity and civilization of modern 
times.

Among the different governments of the 
earth, that of the United States is justly re­
garded as the only one predicated on the 
equal civil, political and public rights of the 
citizen. It is a part of the history of the 
couutry, that long before, and at the time of 
the revolution by which the colonies ob­
tained their independence of England, the 
institution of slavery existed in the colonies, 
and in the organization of the government, 
both under the articles of confederation and 
the constitution, persons beiu as slaves were 
not recognized as citizens, or taken into 
account as having any civil or political 
rights.

From the time of the Declaration of Inde­
pendence, philanthropists and statesmen, 
among whom Washington aud Jefferson may 
be classed as at the head, were opposed to 
the institution of slavery. and op­
position to that institution irra lually man­
ifested itself, which increased and 
attained greater and greater iuteusitv, until 
it culminated in civil war in 1861. The 
main purpose and object of the war w&3 to 
extend the area of slavery by forcing it 
into territories of the United States, where 
it had not formerly existed, thereby 
strengthening and perpetuating the in­
stitution.

The institution of slavery, lyĥ g at the 
bottom and being the canse’of t i l  war, the 
isssue of the war, unfavorable to the side 
contending for its extension and perpetua­
tion, as a necessary consequence, destroyed 
the institution, and the result ot the war iu 
that regard was legalized by the new con­
stitutions of the States in which slavery had 
existed before the war. and by the adoption 
of the thirteenth amendment to the consti­
tution of the United States, declaring that 
" Neither slavery nor involuntary servitude, 
except as a punishment for crime, whereof 
the party s-Ita.il have been duly convicted, 
shall exist in the United States, nor any 
place subject to their jurisdiction.’’ Thus 
terminated the institution of slavery iu the 
United States, the longest stride made 
toward carrying out, in its true spirit and 
meauiug, the principles announced in the 
Declaration of Independence as the true 
basis of free government.

But the destruction of the institution of 
slavery left that numerous class of cur 
people in the situation of freedmeu, 
without the rights of citizenship, and the 
refusal of the law making power, in those 
States in which slavery had existed at the 
commencement of the’ war, to accord the 
lights of citizenship to the freedmen, made 
it necessary that those rights should be 
guaranteed by constitutional enactment; 
thi- was done by the fourteenth amendment 
to the constitution of the United States; 
this marks another step iu carrying out the 
true theory of onr government.

But iu order fully to accomplish the work 
and to carry out, in its fulieet extent the 
true theory of free government, and the 
legitimate consequences of the war, another 
step baJko be taKen, which constitutes the 
crowning act of all. Freedom aud citizen­
ship being secured to the Iret-dmen, fully to 
protect them in their civil and public rights 
as citizens, aud to place them on a perfect 
equality before the law with all other citi ­
zens, it was found necessary to take another 
step, that was to secure to them the right of 
suffrage or equal political rights with other 
citizens, this has been accomplished by the 
fifteenth constitutional amendment, which 
declares that, “ the right of citizens of 
the United States to vote shali not be 
denied or abridged by the Unites States or 
by any State, on account ot race, color or pre- 
vious’eoudition of servitude.” It is the tiual 
adoption of this amendment of the consti­
tution of the United States that completes 
the work of free government in its true 
spirit and intention, and this is the event 
we celebrate to-day.

So far as constitutions and legal enact­
ments can do it, ail the inhabitants of 
the United States are secured in equal civil, 
political and public rights. The Huai con­
summation of this advanced progress in 
free government was deemed of sufficient 
public interest by the President of the 
United States upon which to congratulate 
the people of tlie United States tnrougn a 
special message to Congress announcing 
the adoption oi the fifteenth amendment.

The political party that has been instru­
mental in securing those great results to the 
country in behalf of free government and 
to civilization certainly deserves the grati­
tude of every philanthropist and statesman.

The great National Republican party first 
obtained the control of the government of 
the United States in 1351, in the election of 
President Lincoln and a Republican Con­
gress, and in the brief period of nine years 
has accomplished all those grand results.
In every step, has this party encountered the 
most decided and violent opposition from 
the Democratic party. Had the course 
recommended and pursued by President 
Buchanan, and the Democratic party that

been carried out, in what condition would 
our country have been now? Instead of 
one great government, founded on the equal 
rights o/ ail, free from the institutions of 
slavery we would have had at leaat two, 
possibly more, petty governments, discor­
dant aud hostile to each other, one at least 
of which would have attempted to perpetu­
ate the institution ot slavery; but the good 
sense and the patriotism of the country 
prevailed, the Democratic policy of se­
cession was repudiated, and the Union policy 
of the Republican party was sustained and 
triumphantly carried the couutry throngh 
the war, and has since confirmed, by con­
stitutional enactments, the legitimate re­
sults of the war, iu the thirteenth, four­
teenth and fifteenth constitutional amend­
ments.

The government of the United States, and 
of more than two-thirds of the States, is in 
the hands of the Republican party. The 
patriotic citizens of the country have sub 
tained that party through all the trials of 
the war, and since; and to-day this great 
party has as strong a hold on the country 
as at any former period. Its achieve 
ruents in behalf of free govern­
ment will constitute an epoch in the 
history of our country, that will be looked 
back to by succeeding generations as one of 
the most wonderful in the history of civiliza 
tion. Had the Democratic policy of seces­
sion succceeded, we would not have been 
here to-day celebrating the final consumma­
tion of the equal civil, political and public 
rights of all citizens. Wnere would we have 
been in that event? I leave each one to 
conjecture for himself.

These constitutional amendments will 
stand as long as free government lasts. 
How strange it appears, yet it is true, that 
in 1661 the war was commenced to extend 
and perpetuate slavery; it originated with 
aud was precipitated by the~ Democratic 
party. The thirteenth, fourteenth and fif­
teenth constitutional amendments, which 
first abolished slavery, then made the freed­
men citizens, and iascly and finally, gave 
them equal political rights, were each per­
sistently opposed by the Democrat c party; 
yet now few, if any, can be found w jo  
would admit that they desired to see the 
institution of slavery re-established or the 
freedmen deprived of their equal civil rights; 
aud I venture the prediction that that party 
will at tho next canvass as earnestly protest 
that they are in favor of the political 
rights of the lreedmeu, conferred by 
the thirteenth amendment, as the Re­
publican party. It is true their 
sincerity in this particular may well be 
questioned, but that such will be the case I 
have little doubt. Could there beany better 
vindication of the acts of the Republican 
party or any stronger condemnation of the 
policy of the D>-mo"cratic party than this?

The National Republican party has fully 
securred the fruits of the war to the couu 
try. all the States that were in rebellion, 
have been reconstructed on the ba?is of full 
and equal civil, political and public rights 
to all the citizens, and are now working in 
harmony with the national government, 
this has all been done under the most de­
cided opposition of the Democratic party. 
All that is wanted now to make the country 
as prosperous and harmonious as any on 
earth can be, is for those who have been 
disappointed in the chauged condition of 
affairs to accept the situation and assist ia 
the enforcement of the laws.

Our Slate government is in full accord 
with the national government, every de­
partment of the S ate government is in the 
hands and under the control of the Republi­
can party. The party iu this State has adopt­
ed all the amendments to the coastitution 
which I have referred to, and has, under a 
constitution framed according to the prin­
ciples oi these amendments, put into opera 
tion a State government with all the legists 
tive enactments necessary for good govern­
ment.

N party has ever accomplished greater 
results under such opposition aud difficul­
ties; but the couutry is now safe, our free 
institutions are placed on their proper 
foundations and have the support and full 
sympathy of the country, and the event we 
celebrate to-day is the crowning act of all.

Hon. T. W. Conway then made a short 
and pithy speech upon the uses to be made 
of the privilegs conferred by the recent 
amendments to the constitution, after 
which the meeting adjourned.

Burbank, late treasurer of the board, has in 
his possession a large sum of money, Metro­
politan Police warrants, important vouchers 
and books, belonging to the Metropolitan 
Police, and that he reluaesto render any ac 
count whatever of his acts aud doings to 
the board. It is alleged that it is the duty 
of said Treasurer to keep the money belong­
ing to the police in a chartered bank of this 
city, under his official name, and to keep 
his books: papers and vouchers in the Cen­
tral Office of the Metropolitan Police, sub­
ject to the control of the board.

Plaintiffs allege that said S. N. “Burbank 
has, contrary to the orders of the board, 
and without their knowledge, received large 
sums of meuey belonging to the police fund, 
and has not made deposits thereof in any 
bank to the credit of the board; has no ac­
count iu any bank as treasurer; that he 
does not keep his books, papers and vouch­
ers in the central office, and that the board 
does not exercise its legitimate control over 
said treasurer.

Petitioners allege that said Burbank is au 
unsafe depositary and custodiau of the 
property, funds aud effects ot the board, 
and they fe-ir he will conceal or dispose of 
the money and effects of the board pending 
this litigation, unless the earns be seqaes- 
tered.

Petitioners aver that Burbank was re­
moved from his office of treasurer bv a res­
olution of the board of October 25, 1869, 
but, notwithstanding his removal, he has 
obtained au in junction from the Sixth Dis­
trict Court, prohibiting the board from 
electing his successor; aud that tlie injunc­
tion still remains undecided by the Sixth 
District-Court.

Petitioners further aver that since the 
creation of this, tke Eighth District Court, 
the other district courts have been divested 
of jurisdiction in cases of injunction, and
