An ordinance defining the duties of the
Department of Commerce, and providing
for its organization.
8rcrion 1, Be it ordained by the Council

of the city of New Orleans, That the Depart-
ment of Commerce shall be aud is hereby
charged with the genersl superintend-
ence of all matters reiating to markets,
raiirosds, canals, weights and measures the
Fire Department, manufactories, and of
laws and ordinances relutivg to the trade
and commerce of the city, the improvement
of its commeree, snd of all duties and re-
ghlations concerning the sume, and to see
that all city ordinances and laws relative
thereto sre obeyed snd evforced. To this
end and for the more effectuunl attainment
thereof, the Administrator of the Depart-
ment of Commerce shall, from time to time,
prepare and submit to the Council, for its
action and approval, all such ordinaunces us
may be necessary to prescribe and collect
rates of levee dues and wharfage; to
fix and determine the place or places
for aochorin aud mooring  sulips,
steamboats and all other vessels or water
crafts that may arrive or remsin within the
limita of the city of New Orieans, and of ali
docks for ships, steamboats or other vessels;
to fix tne mode of inspecting all comestibles
and articles of produce or commerce that
may be sold or offered for sale in the city of
New Orleans, either in the markets ordn any
public or private places, not inconsistent
with any Gtate laws relutive thereto; toreg-
ulate the proper government of curts, drays,
carriages, omuibuses, and other vehicles of
every description; freight locomotives, pas-
senger and street cars, which run in the
streets and within the limits of the eity, and
to fix and determine the charges aud tariffs
to be paid by the same; to determine the
dimensgions of carts or other vchicles em-
ployed in carrying firewood, conl or coke
in the city; to §x the places where firewood,
conl, coke, charcosl, iumber, or other arti-
cles of trade or commerce may be deposited
or stored or exposed forsale, and where and
in what quantities the same mauy be kept
and sold; to estublish and regninte ferries
and market places, and provide for the
farming of the same; to impose and collect
fines agaiust all persons tranagressing any
aud all city ordinances and regulations or
laws relative thereto; to fix the number of
ofticers and their duties, and to appoiot all
such officers, with the spproval of the Coun-
cil, as may be found necessary to carry out
and enforce the provisions of &1l ordinances
or laws relating to suy or all of the matters
nforessid,

fkc, 3. Be it further ordained, That|

st the first regular meeting of the

Council in the month of October

of each and every year,
D

ministrator of the Department of Commerce
shall have p submit to sald

Council all such ordinances or regulations
as he may deem n and proper for
the farming, lessing or hiring out of the
public markets for the ensuing year; and
shall moreover prepare and submit, when-
ever deemed pecessary, any and all ordi-
nances that may be requisite for the
sale of any rry rights, privileges
or contracts for the extinguishment
of fires in the city, as well as for such
other contracts pertaiving to the matters
aforesaid as the Council may consider to
the interest of the city to sell, lease, farm or
out.

Skc. 3. Be it further ordained, That the
said Department of Commerce shall be en-
titled to and have such clerks or employes
a8 the Administrator and the Council msy
deem necessary to nasist the Administrator
thereof in the discharge of the duties and
functions pertaining thereto, which clerks
shall each have and receive such monthly
sulary ss the Council may prescribe,
and the same, as well ns the salaries of all
other officers sppointed to duties within
said department, shall be paid upon monthly
pu{-mllﬁ to be prepared by said department,
and sapproved by the Administrator thereof.

8ke. 4. Be it further ordained, That this
ordipance shall take effect from aud after
its passage,
