W a s h in g t o n , D. C., April 30, 1870.

During the past mouth we have had the 
variable weather incident to April in this 
latitude, bat now spring is fairly upop us 
with its balmy bretzes and clear sunshine. 
The Senate having disposed of the Georgia 
bill for the present, ia now fairiv at work on 
routine business. The House is getting 
tired of the long winded discussion of the 
tariff bill, and has proceeded to other busi­
ness, taking up the tariff bill at its night 
seesions.

There are an unusually large number of 
bills before Congress granting land to rail­
roads to aid in their construction. We do 
not think a better disposition could be made 
of a large quantity of the public domain. 
Without railroad facilities, it is difficult for 
the poor man to emigrate to public land, 
and more difficult still for him to reach a 
market for his crops. Railroads bring immi­
gration. capital and a cultivated, inteldgent, 
class of people into a new country.

The election case from the Fifth Congres­
sional District was reported from the com­
mittee on the twenty-seventh, aud disposed 
of on the twenty-eighth instant.

The committee intended to make a report 
giving the. seat to Mr. Morey, but the action 
of the House in the case of Syphor vs. St. 
Martin constrained them to report in favor 
of sending the election back, as the violence 
aud intimidation extended over such a large 
portion of the district.

The Republican vote having been divided, 
was also,an unfortunate feature, and should 
teach bolting Republicans the sildness and 
weakness of supporting Mich disorganizing 
movements. Twice has this movement been 
encouraged by a portion of the Republicans 
of the Fifth Congressional District, and it is 
time that they should cease, or no longer 
claim to be Republicans. In the Fourth 
and Fifth Districts the regular nominee 
received the whole Republican vote cast, 
and the intimidation' and violence was not 
so wide spread as in the First and Third 
Districts. The committee have reported in 
these cases in favor of seating Newsham 
and Darrall, the Republican candidates. 
The cases will not be called for several day-; 
that from the Third District for at least two 
weeks.

The South Pacific Railroad will probably 
be located on the thirty-second parallel ot 
latitude, a decided victory for the interests 
of the South. The Southern Senators and 
Representatives are united in this move­
ment, aud deserve the thanks of their con­
stituents. COMMUNIPaW.

Outside of the 
mysterious influences which always pro­
mote the growth of cities fixed upon the 
banks of rivers up stream, our defec­
tive drainage will always give New 
Orleans that tendency until a more ex­
tended and intelligent system is adopted. 
This tendency our down towu property 
owners have always resisted with a con­
stancy and energy worthy of a less hopeless 
cause, aud yet they have displayed only a 
missruided perseverance in their resistance, 
destitute of that foresight and liberality 
which would be iikely to prove successful iu 
a trial of strength against so formidable an 
adversary.

We are no partisans against or for any 
particular side of this question, believing as 
we do, that growth in any direction increases 
our strength aud advantages for becoming 
what we can not help being at some period 
in the more or less distant future 
one of the largest and most flour­
ishing cities on this or any other 
continent. If we could only be sufficiently 
impressed with the grandeur of our future 
destiny, we might adopt less narrow views 
of the best means of hastening its coming, 
but as long as the little capita 1 we have is 
contented with twelve per cent discount 
upon mortgages on tumble down shauties, 
surrounded with mud, there is littlfe ho pe 
for us, and we remain a prey to weak and 
temporary schemes organized in the interest 
of individuals for doing wlist is never done. 
We are always fighting shadows instead of 
grappling realities, and thus levy trifling 
taxes for drainage purposes, dig a few ditches 
on au almost level surface, and open our 
ignorant eyes because water won't trans­
gress natural laws and run up hill. We 
propose the expenditure of great sums of 
money on city parks, to be located in t le 
rear of the city, surrounded by marshes, 
mud and sludi, and. the other delightful ac­
companiments of stagnant water and filth, 
and talk big about rivaling the Central Park 
of New York.

Whenever old Boreas treats us to a stiff 
breeze from the direction of the lake, or we 
have a sharp shower from overhead, the 
whole 6f the rear of our city is one or two 
feet under water, and our famous park is 
surrounded by a lake composed of greatly 
mixed materials, in which filth and mud- 
inhabiting reptiles predominate. We turn 
over the remnants of the wasted drainage 
fund to the Ship Island Canal. Company, 
which proposes, at srme uncertain period in 
the “dim. distant future,” to do wonderful 
things in the way of drainage, by digging a 
ditch fifty miles long, to reach the same 
tide level which we have already reach' d 
in Lake Pontchartrain iu a distance of five 
miles. Prodigious and far reaching fore­

tit, this! But itis onlv “history repeat- 
; itself," and, we suppose, will benefit the 

private ends of somebody, however 
much the general interest suffers. 
Our frequent and costly miscarriages, 
which no place without our extraor­
dinary natural advantages could have 
survived teach us noihing. The old planta­
tion ditches of a century ago were fully up 
to the highest standard of our moderu en­
gineering. Holland, without any of the 
improvements in machinery of which mod­
ern times are so proud of boasting, taught 
us half a century or more ago how to drain 
great inland seas, and plant smiling villages 
in their very bottom, with green pastures 
and lowing herds where the monsters of 
the deep once floated in undisturbed do­
minion; and yet we can not levee in a lake 
and r^r-r, aud drain a marsh a toot deep. 
Able engineers recommend in vain the appli­
cation of modern power to throw our sur­
plus water into the river and lake, and we 
persist in improving parks in mud holes, 
and digging ditches which have no outlet. Pe­
riodical epidemics, which are traceable di­
rectly to faulty drainage, depopulate our city,
capital and enterprise stand affrighted, aud 
decline to link their fortuned with a people
who have a climate and commercial advan 
tages unsurpassed by any part of the known 
world, while we cling to our slush and talk 
about out-great destiny content, ami enjoy­
ing our companion-hip with mud tnrtles 
and crawfish. Viewed from a sanitary 
standpoint alone, and disconnected with all 
other considerations, this subject of drain-

8. N. Burbank vs. Board of Metropolitan 
Police.—In this case a motion was made, a 
tew days ago, to transfer the papers to the 
Eighth District Court, and refused by 
Judge Cooley.

8. N. Burbank,” iu which demands are made 
of said defendant, Burbank, aud orders 
asked and obtained from the judge cf sa d 
court, which demands and orders are in 
conflict with and iu contempt of the injunc­
tion issued by this court against the said 
Police Board, in the writ of --.s'. _Y. Burbank 
vs. Board of Metropolitan Police." It is 
ordered that O. J. Dunn, William George,
Thomas Isabelle, G. A. E ynal and----
Robertson, members of the Board of Metro­
politan Police, and E. Fiileul, attorney at 
iaw, show cause on Friday, the sixth of 
May. 18T0. at 10 o'clock A. 11., why they 
should not be punished for a contempt, in 
having disobeyed the injunction is-ueu from 
this court on the tweuty-tifth of October' 
1869, in the case of 8. N. Burbank vs. B iard 
oi Metropolitan Polico.

In the case of the Metropolitan Police 

Board against S. N. Burbann, the Sheriff had 
sequestered a desk at last accounts, supposed 
to contain valuable books and papers, but 
as to Mr. Burbank in person, the Sheriff 
reports that he is not to be found.

T h e  4 h u t tu u o u u a  R u l l ro u d  C ase.
In the Eighth District Court, yesterday, 

was called up tho intervention filed by the 
ci>y, through Mr. Beckwith, in which an 
injunction had been prayed for on the part 
of the city against tho Chattanooga R ail­
road, in the matter of laying down their 
track upon the levee.

Mr. Beckwith called the attention of the 
court to the fact that the bonds given by 
the company were considered insufficient, 
and ought to be tested. He wanted to find 
out whether the people were actual people 
or not, and whether they had any property 
in the State.

He thought tho questions involved in the 
issue between the oity and the company 
were of so momentous a character that the 
court ought not to refuse an injunction to 
protect the city until the issue couid be de­
cided upon its merits.

If something was not done, if the laws of 
the Legislature granting these enormous 
privileges for eternity to the company was 
to be declared constitutional, then it would 
not be long before every street and square 
in f  e city would belong to private parties.

H- did not think, nor ilid the bar of New 
Orleans think that the corporation had a 
shadow of title to the grants claimed under 
the act. He thought tne State courts ought 
to afford some relief to the city until the 
Supreme Court could pass upon the consti 
tutionality of the act. That if the city could 
not protect itself it will fall to the lot of her 
private citizens to do it for her. The city, 
however, iu a case like this, should bear the 
burden. The city in so acting might incur 
large responsibilities, but she was willing 
to incur them.

Judge Dibble said he would not issue an 
injundVion, the effect of which would be to 
operate in direct conflict with a law not yet 
declared unconstitutional.

Tbe court also added that it felt satisfied 
the city itself did uot care io press for the 
injunction, but it would read the interven­
tion and give a decision.

Mr. Beckwith staged, in reply, that the 
city did not wish the injunction, and noth­
ing loolnng to the contrary had ever been 
breathed toium by the Administrators. His 
instructions were still the same as they had 
always been.

After some debate between Judge Dibble 
and Mr. Beckwith the case went over.
