sand eight, hundred and fifty five, to which end they 
maka and agree to the following

A rtic le s  o f  A ssoc ia tion :
ARM IOLK I.

The corporate name of the association shall be 
“ THE Ba nk  OF LAFAYETTE.”

ARTICLE II.
The sbject of the association is to carry on the 

business ol binkiug, by discounting b l)s, notes and 
other evidences of debt, receiving deposit-, buying 
and selling gold and silvtr bullion, bii's of ex­
change ana other personal property, loaning money 
od rt-al and personal security, and to exercise ad 
such incidental powers as are now, or may be here­
after authorised by law.

ARTICLE III.
Tbe place of business and legal domicil of said 

Corporation i-hali be located in the Fourth district 
ot the city of New Orleans.

ARTICLE IV.
The capital stock of said Corporation to beT'vo 

Hundred Thousand Dollars, diviced .nto Four 
Thousand t>nares of Fifty Dollars ouch, payable in 
instRilmeuts. as follows, viz: Twenty-five percent 
ou the first day of May, 1870. Twenty five per cant 
on the first day cf August, 1870 Twenty five ner 
cent on the first day of November, 187b. And rwenty- 
tive per cent on the first day of February, 1871.

ARTICLE V.
The bank shall be put in operation so soon as one 

hundred thousand dollars shall have bsen sub­
scribed and the requisitions of law are complied 
with, and shall terminate in the year eighteen hun­
dred and ninety.

ARTICLE VI.
The Board of Directors shall be empowered to re- 

oeive further subscriptions, until the amount sub­
scribed shall have reached tbe aforesaid sum of 
two hundred thousand dollars, upon the same terms 
ot payment prescribed in article fourth; provided, 
that ail further subscriptions ol' stock shall be paid 
in cash, at ibe time of subscribing, to the full 
amount ot the installments matured on the original 
stock.

ARTICLE VII.

After any increase of capital shall have been duly 

authorized, sixty days’ notice thereof shall be given 
in two newspapers published in the ciiy of New 
Orleans within which time stockholders shall have 
the privilege of taking additional shares, in propor­
tion to the amount of their stock. Shares not >aken 
at the expiration of said time, may be sold by the 
Board of Directors, at not less than par, for the 
benefit of the Corporation.

ARTICLE IX.
On ail installments in default, interest at the rate 

of eight per ceot per annum shall be charged, and 
the Board of Directors, alter ten days’ notice, by 
advertisement, shall have the right to forfeit and to 
cause to be sold any share or snares, on which any 
installment mav be due and remain unpaid, for the 
benefit of the Corporation.

ARTICLE X.
No certificate of stock shall'be issued unless paid 

in full.
ARTICLE XI.

This Corporation shall have a seal, the device of 
which shail be the bust- of the Marquis de Lafayette, 
with the name of the Corporation in the margin*

ARTICLE XII.
All powers of the Corporation shall be vested in a 

Board ot Directors, consisting of thirteen persons, 
each of whom shall bold in his own name and right, 
or of the firm of which ho is a member, at least 
twenty 3*aareo of the capital stock ot aa;d Company.

ARTICLE XIII.
Th9 first Board of Directors shall be composed of

Lloyd R. Coleman,
Who shall have power to procure a banking house, 
appoint officers aud put the bank in operation: and 
:hey shall continue in office until the first day ot 
May, eighteen hundred and seventy one.

ARTICLE XIV.
Tho Board of Directors shall, at their first m«9t- 

ing. elect one of their members to be the President 
of r-ne Corporation, whose duty it shall be to preside 
at all meeti> gs of the Board He shad hav<» charge 
of the bonds ot the Cashier, and of ail effijers of 
the Corporation; also, of the b ank notes intended 
for signature, uuiil authorized by ibe Directors to 
be issued and signed by him and the Cashier Iu 
case of absence or inability to ac\ the D«rectors 
may elect from thoir cumber a President pro tern, 
who shall, for the time being have and exercise the 
full powers ot tbe President.

ARTICLE XV.

time to lime, delegate such power, in transacting 
the ordinary business of the corporation, to com­
mittees ot their own body, or to their officers or 
agents, as they may deem expedient .

ARTICLE XVIII.!
Tbe Board of Directors may purchase, out of the 

funds of the corpoiation, any evidences of debt that 
may be held by law, and transfer, in pledge to tbe 
Auditor of Public Accounts, or other proper officer 
ot the State of Louisiana, all or any portion of said 
dvideriCts of debt, authorized to secure the payment 
of notes of circulation, isjued by this corporation.

ARTICLE XIX.
The Board of Directors shail have power to sup­

The Board of Director*, after paying all tbe ex­

ARTICLE XXI.
Minutes of a l proceeding* of the Borrd of Di 

rectors fchab be kept by the Cashier, and ci-r.ified by 
the President.

ARTICLE XXII.
Tho President and Cashier shall sign a’l contracts, 

nows, cert dicates oi e>tcck and evidences ot debt ol 
the Corporation.

ARTICLE XXIII.
Books for tha registry and transfer of the capital 

stock shall be kept, subject to such restrictions as 
the by-laws may airect.

ARTICLE XXIV.
Fverv transfer rf any t-b&re or nhares of capital 

stock snail be made on tho book*of the Corporation, 
and be signed by the siiarehoJder, or his attorney in 
fact.

ARTICLE XXV.
The Board of Directors may close the transfer 

books as ofLen as convergence asaj require, but for 
no longer than ten days at any one time.

ARTICLE XXVI.
No share or shares of the capital stock shall be 

iransiernble unless paid in full.
ARTICLE XXVII.

On rhe third Wednesday of April, eighteen hun­
dred and seventy-one, aud annually thereafter, an 
election oi Directors, by the Stockholders, shall be 
hel l at the banking house of said corporation; a 
plurality of votes, then and there given, shall elect, 
previous notice ot the same to b* given, at least 
thirty aays, in two newspapers published in the city 
of New Orleans. All elections for Directors shall 
be by ballot.

ARTICLE XXVIII.
Each stockholder shall be entitled, directly or by

ARTICLE XXIX.
Two partners shall not be eligible, at tbe satna

ARTICLE XXX.
Every election of directors shad be superintended 

by three commissioners, to be appointed from the 
stockholders by the Board of Directors one week 
previous to said election.

ARTICLE XXXI.
The failure from any cause to elect directors, on 

tbe day when such election ehould have been held, 
s^all not diseoive the Corporation; but the directors 
then in office shall hold over until their pucceasors 
are elected and qualified: and, any time within 
sixty days after the day appointed in article twenty- 
seven, they shall cause, after thirty days notice, 
such election to be held.
