Messrs. Emley, Pierce, Delassize and 
Bonzano have also fairly organized their 
departments, and are get’iog things into 
excellent running order. It is a pleasure 
now to transact business with either of 
these gentlemen or their polite assistants.

Last, but not least, the indefatigable 
Flanders gives bis attention to all the de­
partments, including his own. He has a 
corps of gentlemen in the Mayor*s office 
who apply thejnselres with diligence, 
seemingly working rather for the accom­
plishment of their duties than the old 
fashion of passing the time away till two 
o’clock.

It is moro pleasing to jfraise than to 
censure, and it gives us the greatest satis­
faction to point to the acts of the new 
government as such as will bear scrutiny, 
the more so as the members are of our 
own paity, and well known to us person­
ally to be most worthy gentlemen. It will 
not require longer than a year to bring the 
financial credit and ability of the city up 
the highest point ever attained, if the Ad­
ministrators continue their reforms, ond 
keep on in the good work so happily be­

We ara glad to learn that about one 
hundred gentlemen of this city have united 
themselves together for the purpose of 
creating a social club, similar to those in 
Norihern and Western cities known as 
‘•Union League Clubs.” DnriDg the pa3t 
five years such an organization has been 
talked ol by prominent Union men among 
ns, but till recently no steps have been 
taken to bring it into being. The organ­
ization known as the “ Loyal League” has 
long been in existence here, but aa many 
persons dislike belonging to a secret so­
ciety; of any kind, however pacific and 
patriotic, the gentlemen composing this 
social club deem it important to have some 
place of resort where, at any hour of the 
day, or in the evening, they may gather 
and meet, and know each oilier better, 
and where they can always invite strangers 
who vi.-it our city.

The managers of the company seem full of 
confidence, and their attorneys equally so, 
and while the street is puzzling itself with 
the legal points involved, the stock stands 
firm. If a reasonable share is recovered 
of the sums sued for by Messrs. Hornor 
and Hunt, as the penal sums of injunction 
bonds in favor of the company, the insti­
tution will have a full treasury as a conse­
quence of the suits by which it has been 
thus far hampered. The only transac­
tions in Slaughterhouse of which we heard 
yesterday were 35 shares, ten days, at $30, 
and 200 at $29.

Ship Island stood 'at about the same 
figure yesterday as upon Thursday, the 
only operation reported to us beiDg 500 
shares at $1 62L At the board, however, 
the feeling was not so favorable, SI 59 be­
ing the asking price with no takers.

Two sales of the Louisiana Petroleum 
and Coal Oil Comyany’s stock were made 
vesterday—CO shares at $67 aud 40 at C9.

Nothing was done in levee or navigation 
during the day.

THE FRENCH PLEBISCITUM.
Daring the past month the dispatches 

from Paris have contained daily mention 
of the plebiBcitum. The term comes to 
us from France in the guise of the usual 
French idioms, that is, its meaning is well 
understood in Paris, and it is hardly ‘‘the 
tbiDg” not to know all about it. Un­
fortunately, however, we have a few 
people in this community who know but 
little of the French language and nothing 
at all of French politics. The word 
•plebiscitm^" appears to have been re­

cently coined by Louis Napoleon to 
christen one of bis experiments in reign­
ing over a nation that is notoriously want­
ing in stability or cousisiency. In plain 
English, this etrange word means 
an appeal to the people, a la 
Napoleon, upon certain fundamental prin­
ciples of government. Since the intro- 
daction of the body called the Senate into 
the French government, the Emperor has 
had an anxious time of it. At first not 
more than half a dozen “opposition” mem­
bers Nvere returned; but even this small 
squad worried the absolute successor of 
Louis XVI. who knows as well as any 
man living the fickleness of the French 
nation; but now that this oppos.tion has 
increased to one-tenth or one-eighth of the 
Senate, he sits uneasily on liis throne, and 
proposes, first a Senalvs Consulturu, a term 
which is no more understood by Ameri­
cans than ij the reason for it, under the cir- 
cumstancesj'and now, ns a final effort 
to defeat the schemes of the Liberals, the 
plebiscitum is proposed. It has been 
adopted by about five million majority. 
Another million could have been had for 
it if Napoleon III. hrd thought it neces­
sary. Paris, however, gave forty-four 
thousand majority against it, thus proving 
that (though the gay capital may be 

i France in fashion, vice, aud all the more 
frivolous vanities, it is quite a different 
thing on the plebiscitum. That our read­
ers may know something of this wonder­
ful instrument, we have taken the pains 
to condense its several propositions, thus:

1- The Senators are not to be chosen by 
the Emperor, as heretofore.

2. Tho Senate will not have the right of 
initiating all laws, as heretofore.

3. Every law relating to taxation must 
first be voted for by the Legislative body.

4 The Emperor to have the power to vir­
tually annul the provision concerning taxa­
tion,though it will be some check upon his 
hitherto unlimited control of taxation and 
revenue.

5. The Emperor to have the right of car­
rying questions of difference between him­
self and the Legielature directly to the 
people.

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Effect o f  R ev iso ry  Law *.
The following is the concurring opiniou of 

Chief Justice Ludeling in the case of the 
State vs. Brewer, alluded to in the Repub­
lican of Thursday, when publishing the 
decision of the court as rendered by Mr- 
Justice Howe. Every opinion of high au­
thority on this important question is a 
matter of public interest and concern, and 
we deem the expositisn ot the law by the 
Chief Justice as an authority of weight in 
the position â pumed by the Republican, 
and subsequently decided by the court:

The State vs. Brewer. Ludeling T. J.— 
Judge Martin correctly states the law 
in the case of the State va. Johnson (12 La. 
552) thus: “ When an act creatiug an offense 
is repealed, even after judgment in the in­
ferior court, t he judgment must be reversed 
if it has not b-.eii affirmed before the repeal. 
The reason is that a legislative pardon is 
presumed to have been intended.”

Ia the cases of the State vs. K’ng, and the 
State vo. Kitty, this ptincip'e of jurispru­
dence was recoguized, and in these Ca3es 
the court held that the repeal of a penal 
statute, pending a prosecution under it, 
without a saving clause, puts an end to tho 
prosecution, although the penal statute m>>y 
in the same act be substantially re-ei.acteu. 
To the latter proposition I can not give ray 
assmt. The reason of the rule is stated l.y 
Judge Martin. It is because a legislative 
pardon is presumed to have been iu’ended. 
When the intention of the Legislature is 
manifested to the contrary, by the express 
terms of the statute, there can be no room for 
presumptions. Aud this is admitted by all 
to be true, when this intention is shown by 
“a saving clause” in the act..

I think if the iuteution of the law makers 
not to abrogate the old law be clearly 
manifested in the act, iu whatever mode it 
may be done, it will be equally efficacious 
in preserving the life or vitality of the law. 
In this case that intention is clearly mani­
fested by the re-enactment of the wholo 
law. It is the tame now that it was when 
the accused was tried and convicted in the 
District Court, and at no time since the 
commission of the offenso has it been dif­
ferent.

The repealing clause was not intended, 
and can not fairly or reasonably be held to 
apply to laws re-enacted in the statute of 
1870. All iaws, not contained in the statute, 
on the same subject matttr are abrogated; 
but nothing contained in the body of the 
statute itself is destroyed. In the case 
of Stafford versus his creditors, Mr. 
Justice Lea, as the orgau of the court, 
said: “In the case of the State ex. rel. 
Holmes vs. Wiltz we lately held “that the 
repealing clause appended to the revising 
ac's of 1855 did not repeal such pre-existing 
statutory provisions as were reenacied in 
the revisory statute.” (11 An. 470; 11 An. 
439; 14 An. 840).

And in Wright vs. Oakley, 5 Mitcalf. p. 
406, Mr. Chief Justice Shaw said: “In con­
struing the revised statutes and the con­
nected acts of amendment and repeal, it is 
necessary to observe great caution to avoid 
giving an effect to these acts which was 
never contemplated by the Legislature. In 
terms, the whole body of the statute law 
was repealed; but these repeals went into 
operation simultaneously with the revised 
statutes, which were substituted for them

and were intended to replace them, with 
such modifications as were intended to be 
made by that revision. There was no 
moment in which the repealing act stood in 
force without being replaced by the cor­
responding provisions of the revised 
statutes. In practical operation and effect, 
therefore, tkev are rather to be considered 
as a continuance and a modification of old 
laws than as an abrogation of those old. and 
the re-enactment of the new ones.” 2 Wal­
lace, 458.

In interpreting laws courts should, if pos­
sible, construe them so as to avoid making 
them absurd or mischievous. I do not con- 
cieve that the set of 1870 repealed the 
statute under which the accused was in­
dicted: it cou'-itiui d the operation and effect 
of tho old law. 21 An. 482, State vs. 
Kreider.

For these reasons I concur in the decree 
rendered by Mr. Justice Howe.

Whereas, John Buzar was tried and con­
victed before the First District Court for the 
parish of Orleans, of the crime of murder 
of one Joseph Cobez, and sentenced by the 
Judge of said court, to suffer death, this 
punishment to be inflicted by hanging him, 
the said John Bnzur, by the neck until he 
be dead, this sentence to be executed by the 
Sheriff of the parish of Orleans, within the 
walls of the parish prison, on such day and 
at such hour ns the Governor of the State 
of Louisiana iu his warraut shall direct.

Now, therefore. I do command that the 
sentence of hanging aforesaid be executed 
upon the said John Bttzar on Friday, the 
twenty-seventh day of May, A. D. one thou­
sand eight hundred and seventy, at twelve 
o’clock M., and that you take due notice 
thereof aud govern yourself accordingly.

Given under my hand and the seal or the 
S'ate this thirteenth day of May, and of the 
independence of the United States the 
ninety-fourth.
