We are gathered together here to-night 

to taik about the grand event which mnde 
Saturday, April SO, ft d«y of jubilee and 
gladness to us all, aud to unite our voices 
with the millions of our citizens iu various 
States of the Onion, who, evi-r since the 
adoption of the tilteenth amendment, have 
been sending up shouts ot victory aud tri­
umph, and soDgs of praise aud thanksgiv­
ing for this last and greatest of all the ar­
ticles of our glorious constitution, this 
great magna charter of humau rights, this 
crow ning arch of Republican principles 
the fifteenth amendment.

In all the historv of the world, a more 
just and righteous deed than that was never 
accomplished. It is a triumphant and 
complete vindication of the axiom, that tlit? 
cause ot right aud justice, though long de­
layed aud clouded lor a time, will in the 
end shine forth with all tho bright efful 
genceof the noonday tun.

It was not only right and proper that we 
■hould celebrate that grand event as we 
did, by our triumphal and peaceful march 
through the streets of New Orleans, in 
which thousands upon thousands of onr 
people took part, but also right aud proper 
that we should meet together after our cele­
bration, aud talk over and advise and con- 
anlt together as to how best this great 
crowning triumph of the principles of our 
political parly may be preserved and per­
petuated to us and to our children’s 
children for all time to come.

I  congratulate those of you that had the 
boner of making one of that vast multitude 
that moved along in that procession. In 
after years it will delight us aM to talk ever 
that day’s proceedings, and we shall be
£roud aud glad to claim that we had the 

igh honor of being one of that triumphal 
throDg that, on the thirtieth of April, 1870 
celebrated the adoption of the fifteenth 
amendment, in the city of New Orleans 

But before I come to talk of that .amend­
ment and the glorious mission that it is 
destined to accomplish, let me diverge to 
another topic, and I will come to that ag&iD 
presently.

There can be no doubt but in a few short 
yeaisitwill be the universal claim of our 
political enemies, the Democratic party, or 
the "Peoples Conservative party,” that 
they, too, were giostly in favor of the 
fifteenth amende nt. They will boldly 
state, "O, yes, ve always wanted the 
colored man to have the right to vote,” 
and they will take as glibly about it as 
though they had helped to accomplish it. 
Before another election rolls around they

.low-citizens, that that party 

every means in their power to 
..nd rivet the chains of that horrid 

. .u debasing oligarchy tighter, more 
t  ighter than ever before, not content to 
let it remain within its old limits, the South- 

States proper.
They sought to desecrate the soil of onr 

new States and Territories with its blasting 
contamination. Upon our beautiful North­
western trontier, which to-day is teeming 
with richness of soil and supporting mil­
lions of free and happy people, they inau­
gurated a series of outrages and atrocities 
nly equaled by the Sepoys of India. They 

fired the cabins of those early settlers in 
Kansas who were in favor of "Free Kan- 
■as,” and butchered many of those hardy 
pioneers in cold blood who had emigrated 
there to found a new home in an almost 
trackless wilderness. That old hero and 
martyr, John Brown, from whom our or- 
gatfizition takes its honored name, was then 
one of those hardy pioneers in Kansas. He 
bad gone there with his wife and children 
to build a new home and fulfill one of God’s 
commands, "That by the sweat of your 
brow shall yeeatbiead,” He bad hardly 
built his cabin when hs was set upon by 
those pro-slavery Democratic fiends in 
human shape, who bounded him from place 
to Cplace, murdered two of his sons, fired 
his oabin and made him a flying lugitive 
from his own lawful habitation. Do you 
wonder that he swore to be avenged? But 
I will tell yon more about him hereafter, fur 
I have something t > say about that good old 
man whos> I ife was sacrificed to appease the 
maw of that great dragon, slavery.

That same Democratic party pandered to 
the political element ot the 8outh in 1860 
and 1861, and, p a ttiD g  them on their backs, 
said: "Yon in the South are right. The 
North is imposing on you. Go on and make 
your war against them, and we will stand 
by you and sustain yon ” They did do this, 
until the popular voice of the North, in a
{treat uprising of the people, sweeping along 
ike a mighty whirlwind, made them change 

their tone, and haul in their sign.
I was in the city of New York when, on 

one day in April, 1862. a great uprising of 
the masses of the people, turning out in all 
their might anl strength, went from one 
Democratic newspaper office to the other, 
and made them hang out our national en- 
ign to the breeze. In front of the office of 

the New York Daily News, and New Ycrk 
World, I saw thousands upon thousands 
assembled, and in plain terms they stated: 
"Hang out our flag, aud show your colors, 
or there wi'l be trouble here.” The Demo­
crats looked on in amazement, but they 
dared not utter a word against it. The flags 
were flung out to the breeze, and then the 
people were satisfied, and in quiet and good 
order went to the next D. mocratic newspa­
per office, only to accomplish the same re­
sult.

On the next day all New York city, except 
the Democratic politicians, wore a red, 
white aud blue rosette. The alarm was 
sounded all over the North, and the Demo 
crats were badly frightened. "What must 
we do ?” was asked and telegraphed from 
one Democratic politician to the other, and 
the answer in the tnaiu came back, "We 
must now sustain Mr. Lincoln and his war 
policy, or we shall be ruin-d as a party, nev­
er to know resurrection.”

I tell you most positively, my fellow-citi 
tens, that that party were the al ies and 
supporters of the slavery oligarchy, aad that 
they worked and acted and encouraged the 
South to initiate the rebellion, until they 
dared go no further, and that they are to-day 
the supporters of what is left of slavery. 
Thank God there isn’t much left of it, except 
the social prejudice that grew out of it, aud 
we will beat that, too, before we are much 
older.

It can’t be in the natnre of things that 
any of you, my fellow-citizens, can ever be 
induced to cast his influence aud vote with 
the Democratic party, no matter what new 
name they may assume!

It can not be that you fail to see and know 
that they never did a thing for yon but- to 
deride and scoff at yon, and treat you more 
like brutes ban men!

It can not be that you fail to appreciate, 
and to positively know that the Republican 
party built that bridge of shining gold, over 
which you safi ly passed into freedom and 
perfected manhood!

I  know^ou do appreciate and love the Re­
publican party, aud I am proud and happy 
in the thongbt. More than 25,000 true and 
loyal citizens, walking along in that grand 
procession the oth- r day, each one in his 
heart thanking God that that year of jubilee, 
about which he had been singing since his 
infanoy, had at last come, has given ample 
proof to the most skeptical that the entire 
colored vote of Louisiana must, and ever 
■hall be on the side ot Republicanism aud 
progr. as.

1 ha»e just said that the Republican party 
built that bridge of gold over which you 
safely crossed. Tne rebellion cost the 
United States nearly $2 000,000 000, all of 
which is as sore to he paid as the sun rises 
•nd sets. Why, it is cheap as dirt, for 
the great and mighty good that it accom­
plished. To blot .-out forever that foul 
■tigma of slavery from onr national es­
cutcheon and to embLz >n In its stead the 
glorious emb'em Of equal rights for all. 
without distinction of race or color, as we 
now have under the fifteenth amendment,
Is worth more, ten times more, than 
B2,000,000,000. Its vain* is incalculable.

Far above all price is that great boon 
founded on right, justice and mercy:
“ 7he quality of meroj is not strained!

It droppetb u  tbe geo’le rain from beaven 
Upon tbe place beneath It ie twice blessed.
It bit sseth him that gives and him that takes;
'Tis mightiest of the mightiest; it becorres 
1 he throned monarch better than his crown !'* 
They say that the streets of our heavenly 

city are pavt-d with shining gold, and that 
the gates ot the city are made of rubies and 
sapphires. If this be so, it surely is in 
honor of those who, after years ot toil and 
trouble in this weary world, had stiil kept 
the laitb, and were now gathered around 
the throne of God and the Lamb, to shout 
and sing his praise through the countloss 
ages of eternity.

1 believe that tbe day of our celebration 
must have bien a happy day in heaven. The 
HLgels must Lave looked smilingly down on 
that eraud procession as it moved along, 
and shouted back to the very throne of God, 
"They are free ! They are free ! They are 
free at last 1 They, that you made in your 
own image and likeness, now stand up and 
walk erect in the full attitude and glory of a 
man.” Mauy of them will ere long be here 
to swell the anthem of praise and thanks­
giving to you, through the great vault of 
heaven, for giving them also freedom and 
equal rights during their latter days upon 
the earth.

But now about the fifteenth amendment. 
Borne of you may not be familiar with 

how an amendment to the constitution is 
made. I will briefly toil you. Tiie Con­
gress of the United States has no power to 
make an amendment to the cons itution. 
All that they can do is to submit the pro­
posed article of amendment to the Legisla­
tures of the several States for ad option or 
rejection, aud then if three-fourihs of all 
the States adopt it, it then becomes the 
supreme law cf the land.

This is how the fifteenth amendment was 
accomplished. More than three-fourths of 
ail tho States of the Union did vote for it, 
thank God; aud now in that old book of the 
constitution, which is the great bulwark 
and charter of our rights and liberties, it is 
so deeply engraved aud written that it can 
never, no, never be erased. The President 
of the United States, through his public 
proclamation, proclaims to ail the world that 
the fifteenth amendment is adopted, and 
calls upou all the citizens of tue several 
States to govern themselves accordingly. 
It was to celebrate that grand event, eqna! In 
justice to the Declaration of Independence 
itself, that we turned out in grand proces­
sion to show to ail the world that we not 
only deeply appreciate and prize this great 
booD, but that we will also use the Trust 
confided to our cate and keeping, so faith­
fully and well, that all the people of the 
United States, both in the North, in the 
South, in the East and in the West, will re­
joice and be glad that so just and right a 
deed as that was done, and only wonder that 
it w h s not done long before.

In ycur behalf, I am pioud to state that I 
know lull well that yon will “acquit your­
selves like men.” You are all now a part of 
our glorious country, in full communion and 
fellowship with the vast army of voters. 
Each one of yon is a sever.-igu in his own 
right, and I do implore you to use the trust 
with meekness and humility, but yet with a 
proper degree of manhood; no crawling or I 
cringing now; no "backing and filling,” buf 
be firm in your convictions of right, and 
when “you’re sure you're right, then go 
ahead.”

It is said that when Charles Carroll, of 
Maryland, a member of the first Congress, 
was called upon to sign his name to the 
Declaration of Independence, some one 
said to him, after he had signed it: "O, Mr. 
Carroll, you need have no fear; there are so 
many Charles Carrolls in Maryland, that the 
B.iti-hers wont know which one it is, and 
you will be all safe, even if some of the rest 
are hanged for treason to the British 
crown ” “Give me that pen again,” ex­
claimed Mr. Carroll, in a loud voice, his 
eyes flashing with indignation, and he 
wrote under nis signature, “of Carrollton,” 
so that it read, "Charles Carroll, ot Carroll­
ton,” iand there it stands to this day. “I 
want them all to know,” said he, "who I 
am, and where I am to be found, and that I 
am not afraid.” That is something of the 
kind of ‘eeling that I want you all to have.

Be honest, upright, and straightforward 
men, and draw yourselves up to the full 
higbth and attitude of a man, aDd make 
everybody respect you. Boldly plant your­
selves on the platform “ That we know our 
rights, and we will have them.” The Re­
publican party of the country will stand by 
you and help you, so be fearless aud undis­
mayed no matter how strong the waves of 
prejudice against your race may beat around 
you—

“ We’ll stand the storm, it won’t be long.
Wb’I 1 conquer by and bj.”

“Though te e  strained mast should quiver as a reed, 
A n d ,b e  bent canvas, fluttering, ulrtw  tbe gale, 
S tuI m ust we on. ’
It may be denied to many of you to live 

to see the full triumph of the fifteenth 
amendment, but little Thomas, William and 
James, and Mary, Julia and Lizzie, and 
your children’s children that are to come 
after yon, will live to see it in all Us glory. 
No prejudice then, but all pulling and work­
ing together for the common good of them­
selves aDd our country.

I predict that in less than ten yet.rs some 
of the mo3t prominent and wealthy mer­
chants, lawyers, doctors and mechanics of 
New Orleans will De colored men. There 
will be bank presidents and directors, and 
railroad presidents and directors, and all 
the avenues of trade and commerce, and 
literature, art and science, will have some 
leadiog representative colored men. “The 
lion and the lamb will lie down together,” 
and what is next to the Millenium will 
surely come.

There will be many a conflict and struggle 
before, all this is accomplished, and many 
mifst fall by the wayside, but in that 
struggle, maintained by the wisest and beat 
citizens of our common country, I call upon 
you to bear the part of men, heed the lofty 
summons, and with soul serene and con­
scious, prepare to tread nobly in the higher 
paths of duty, so shall life be to you truly 
exalted aud heroic, so shall death be a 
transition neither sought for nor dreaded, 
so shall thy memory, though cherished at 
first by a few humble loving hearts, linger 
long in human remembrance a watchword 
ittd incentive to those that shall come after 
you.

And so, when all the g'are and babble of 
this Our age has passed into a fitting oblivion, 
when those who have held high places, aud 
enjoyed rare opportunities—have been 
borne through life on the shoulders of shout 
ing multitudes—shall come at last to rest in 
gilded coffins, the sacred marble their only 
monument, it will be found that some 
humble youth who, through poverty and 
toil, carved and hewed out his own oppor­
tunities, has uttered the thoughts which 
have been the means of extendingenlighten- 
ment and blessing to onr entire race.

When Christian, on his journ-y to the 
heavenly city, (as is related in "Bunyan’s 
Pilgrim Progress "), had reached a certain 
point, he met M strnst arid Timorous, who 
were turning back. 8aid they : "  O! Chris­
tian, don’t go any further. Yon can not get 
to heaven. We are going back ;” “ aud be­
sides,” said Timorous, "there is a great lion 
in the way,” and so off they both started back 
down the hill, over which they had just 
climbed with great difficulty ; but Christian 
drew bis shield abont him aud boldly pressed 
forward, determined to overcome all ob­
stacles, and when he got near the lion, a 
voice whispered; “ Don’t be afraid, he is 
chained.” It will be so with yon, my friends. 
Boldly press forward in the path of dutv and 
right, and you will find the lion that would 
impede your progress chained so that he 
can’t hurt you.

Our martyr President, good old Abraham 
Lincoln, was a striking example of what 
energy and determination will accomplish. 
Some thirty-five years ago he passed down 
tbe wry river which now flows before you, 
as a flat-boatman, and after that he was a 
rail-tp itter in Illinois. Oh, how we all re 
vere and honor his memory to-day, and 
mourn his untimely death! Those noble 
words of his, “With charity toward all, and 
malice toward none,” etc., will live as long 
as tbe world stands. The whole wond uow 
unites to do him reverence, and his formi r 
most bitter enemies admit that be was the 
noblest work of God—"An honest mau”— 

Peace to his ashes.” We will always re­
member yon, and hold you in grateful re" 
im mbmnce, and teach our children ahd jo 
childrens’ children to revere and honor yunr 
memory.

What has been done before can be done 
again, and it hes with you to do it. I have 
no doubt but that from the loins of some 
of you will spring forth men that will be 
prominent and useful in their day and gen­
eration, aud prove a blessing to our entire 
race and eonntry.

And now in r< gard to such social righ'g 
as must aoon follow in the train of the fit 
leenth amendment. From the first I have

been a strong beieiverjin the i lea that any 
attempt to elevate the colored race to the 
social position that they, by all principle of 
right and justice, are entitled to. would sig­
nally fail of success uutil the right of "nni- 
versal suffrage” was accorded to him from 
one end of this broad land to the other, aud 
that when that were done all minor details 
would soon follow. So, be a little patient, 
and ail that you could desire in the way of 
lree access to public schools, saloons, places 
of amusement, hotels, steamboats, etc., 
will soon be accomplished. The law ac­
cords it, and you must and shall have it. It 
may be difficult to carry out this law, by 
thus force ot the law, until some of our 
judicial courts are organized on a oetter Re­
publican basis, but ail that will come in due 
time.

I am of the opinion that so great will be 
the desire oi our political enemies to secure 
your votes, that they will be among the 
first to insist upon the inauguration of the 
new order of things. They will demand of 
our saloon keepers aud others, that the col­
ored man shall be admitted with them, to 
drink his soda-water and partake of ice­
cream, the same as anybody else.

On the eve of our next fall election, they 
will probably desire to escort such of you as 
will go. to the public saloons, aud there de­
mand that the proprietor shad serve you 
the same as he does him. He, doubtless, 
will consent, for he will say to himself, 
"this is one of my big Dcimicratie cus.om- 
tra and I dare not offend him.” When you 
are there they will try to make you believe 
that they have no prejudice against the col­
ored people, especially such as will vote 
tne Democratic ticket, or "The Peoples' Con- 
a rvative" ticket. They will fairly weep 
as they tell you of good old Jane, or good old 
Aunt Mollie, who nursed and dandled them 
in infancy and childhood, aud they will shed 
crocodile tears over the long oppression and 
soei i! ostracism of our long down trodden 
people. But be uol deceived by their base 
flat! ery.

"Wiiatso’er a man soweth, that shall he 
also reap.” They have sown the seeds of 
untold wrongs and oppression against you, 
aud now they must reap tiie whirlwind of 
political defeat until the last wrong is 
righted, aud tbe doctrine of "equal rights 
tor all” is fully known an ! recognized, and 
carried out thoughout the iength aud 
bn-adth of our country.

In the meanwhile neglect no opportunity 
to educate yourselves, aud especially your 
children, so that before the next decade 
rolls around it shall be universally admitted 
that the colored people have equally as 
much average education as the white 
people; aud in addition to ail this, be in­
dustrious, hard-working people. Let none 
of your hard earnings go for whisky or 
lottery tickets, but be temperate and pru­
dent in all things. Acquire the habit of 
saving up your money, so that your names 
may soon appear on the record as the 
owner of the little or big lot, upon which 
stands your dwelling. ‘When you have 
saved ten dollars and safely put it away, 
you are ten dollars up. When you have 
got a hundred dollars matters are cornirq- 
on fine with yon, and vou wi.'i soon nave 
more. When you have got a thousand or so 
these white louts will be coming around 
veil, a„d they will say, “How do you do, 
Mr. Bailey Shaw, this morning ? How is 
your family? ail well. I hope;” and then 
some of them will say, "Oh, Mr. Boyd, won't 
you please go my security on this little 
bond? I’ve got in a little trouble down to 
the court;” or, “ Won’t you please eudorse 
this little note for me to go in the bank ?” 
“What! will the bank give the money if I 
go security for you ?” “Oh, yes! they don’t 
know anything about color down there.”

Oh, I tell you, my friends, money is the 
great thing to level all distinctions, and for 
comfort, too; so get it and keep it as fast as 
you possibly can.

And, now. another thing. Don’t be seek­
ers tor public office, except in rare in­
stances. It is a_delusion and a snare and 
will bring you 'to grief, the same as it has 
done thousands before. But few ever suc­
ceed, aud the great majority come out in the 
eud bankrupt and beggared, aud then they 
hang around trying to get some little office 
(which they rarely get), where, even if they 
do get it they can only get enough to keep 
body and soul together. Oh, it is a big 
humbug, and I beg of you have very little 
to do with it. Let those who waut to, try 
it, and si e if it does not come out as I have 
predicted.

It is infinitely more respectable to be a 
hard working laboring man than it is to be 
a seeker for public office, for it is the hard­
working men that are the bone aud sinew of 
our coumry, and it is upou them that this 
mighty fabric of free government rest-. 
When they drop from its 6Hpport we are 
ruined aud “gone up,” and the whole con­
stitution, fifteenth amendment and al), is 
a wreck.

But do not let what I have said defer some 
of you from being a candidate for Legisla­
tive honors, etc., tor some of you have great 
talent in that direction, which your State 
needs and demands. I am not unmindful of 
the debt we all owe mainly to the colored 
members of our Legislature for the paseage 
of the election bill, the militia bill, the con­
stabulary bill and many others, and I want 
to see many of them in our next Legisla­
ture. What I have said I meant for the 
great body politic of all men, including, of 
course, our colored fellow-citizens.

The fife enth amendment gives to all of 
y iu the same political lights that George 
Washington, Thomas Jefferson or Abraham 
Lincoln ever had. They could do no more 
than cast one single vote and you can do the 
same. Under the laws which will probably 
be enacted before the present Congress 
closes in July, you will be fully and amply 
protected in your civil rights, so that each 
one can cast his vote for whatever political 
party he chooses. It will be made a crime 
punishable by heavy fine and imprisonment 
for any man to use any intimidation, either 
by threatening to discharge from his em­
ploy, or in any other wsy I in ler or prevent 
any one of yon from exercising your own 
free will aDd accord in voting.

The law will fall alike upou all, so nobody 
need complain about it. Its penalty will 
be the same to the Republican employer i e 
it is to the Democratic ompioyer. So why 
need any one find fault with it? If there be 
fault-finding about the passage of such a 
law it must come from those who feel and 
know that the colored man ought, by every 
principle of right, cast his vote with the 
Republican party, hence his animosity 
against it. But the law will be wise and 
just, it will leave you the same as the 
Christian religion does, free moral agents, 
aud yon can vote just as you choose, "with 
none to molest or make you afraid.” It it 
shall appear to you, after a careful in­
vestigation of the matter, that the Demo­
cratic party, under whatever new name 
they may adopt, is best entitled to your 
vote, by all means vote that ticket; but if 
it shall appear to you that the Republican 
party is best entitled to it, by all means 
vote and act with them.

I thank you for vour kind attention, and 
can only add that I  trust it will be m.v good 
fortune to of'en meet with you, to talk over 
and consult together as to how best we can 
hslp move the golden chariot of Republican­
ism and Progress triumphantly forward, so 
that its broad democratic principles may 
* cover the whole earth as the waters do the 
great sea.”
