DELIBERATE WHOLESALE MURDEBS.

The deliberate murder of the vetersn
patriot Goicouria, by Spanish authority in
Cuba, has been speedily followed by two
other murders perpetrated in the same
cruel and expeditions manner that has
marked the death of all who have fallen
into the hands of the bloody . thrants of
Cuba. Diegoand Gasper Aguero have
afided their names 10 the long list of
patriot martyrs that have perished that
Cuba might be free ; have placed their
names along with those of the gallant
Lopez, Critienden, Goicouria, and others
on the seroll of fame. These men were
not slain in the heat of battle, but were
parsued where there was no danger fo their
pursuers, captured, taken into Havena nod,
after a sham trial by those who force
their rule upon the Cabans, were hurried-
ly sent to the scaffold to be garroted—ex-
quisitely tortured to death by strangula-
tion, through the workings of an iron col-
lar that is made to screw the life out of all
whom Spavish rule in America shall con-
sign tosuch a fate. If the bloody work
ended here it would be bad enough ia-
deed, but this is but a sprinkling of the
vast amount of blood —innocent blood—
the blood of women and children; the
blood of the wged snd infirm men that
have been guilty of mno erime,
can ba accused of nothing more
than being suspected of sympathizing
with those who took all the risks of bat-
tling for Cuban liberty; of battling for
those rights that are dear to sil who
cherish representative goverpment, Itis
this river o! innocent blood that Spanish
tyranny is causiog to flow in America that
arouses the deepest sympaties and resent-
ments of the American heart. The death
of such men as openly enlisted, and were
taken in battle—at least such as Lopez,
Crittenden and Goicouriz—might have
beea looked for at the hands of Spanish
authority in Cuba, for it is the custom of
tyrants to observe no lesiency toward
those who have fallen into their hands—
that bave dared to strike for freedom,
Lopez, Crittenden and Geicouria did not
expect leniency;  they npobly and firmiy
met the fate they knew was in store for
them the moment they fell into the hands
of those who held their bloody grasp upon
Cuba, but this does not relieve Spanish
authority of the justthbarge of deliberate
murder in consigning these heroic men to
the scaffold. The blood of these men,
however, is but a sprinkle comparcd with
the ocean of blood—of innocent blooi—
that has flowed in Cuba to satisfy Spapish
vengeance and lust for power.
La Revolution, published in New York.
recently printed a letter from & civil em-
ploye of the Cuban government to a frivnd
ia New York. The following is an ex‘ract
from it:

You will doubtless have received plenty
notices of the atrecities which the Sian-
iards commit, but I do not belicve you can
imagine to what a length they carry their
barbarities, Cutung children of ¢ er
eeven years of sge in baives, gnartering
prisoners ulive, striking old woumen and
violating young ones, arc¢ matters of every
day occurrence. Parties of volunteers go
ont to kill people for sport, they leaviug the
corpses on the roadside, and nothing is said
about it. Not long since & party of them
surprieed, on his plantation nesr g!oron. w1
old mun, his wife, dsughter and a little
grandchild seme five years old; and what
do you suppese they did with them? Know-
ing thav they had sons and brothers in the
rauks of the insurgents, they cut their
stomachs open with their swords, puiled
out their intestines aud poured boilivg
water into their still living bodics.

We, however, are unsble to punish these
beasts by doing tue like to them, for our
government wishes us to set as & eivilized
nation, and &'l we cau do is o give no
quarter to the enemy.

This is the sad condition ¢f a people
that are struggling for life and liberty
within view of a people and goverom®nt
that are professedly Republican, and have
long since put forth the doctrine that Re-
publicanism must prevail in America.
And yet our government utterly failed to
act in a matter where the highest consid-
erations of humanity and civilization de-
mand that it should step in and save a
peighboring people from the ruthless
tyranny, outrages and oppressions of a
power that has long since ceased to de-
serve the respect of the civilized world.
The conduct of the Spanish government
in' Cuba toward those who are opposed to
its rule there can not receive the sanction
of any civilizel government, if
the  account of the atrocities
above recited be only half correct. The
idea that women and chi'dren must be
made to suffer for the acts of men who
have undertaken to break the chains that
enslaved them could not be entertained by
any other than a savage people. The
wildest and most ferocious tribe of In-
dians that infest our frontier country
could not be guilty of more cruelty than
is said to characterize Spanish conduct in
Cuba, Ilow much longer the government
of the United States can continue to per-
mit these Spanish outrages to be perpe-
trated within its sight and hearing, with-
out offering even a protest against them,
remains to be seen. Nothing can be more
certain than that our people abhor them.

PNEUMATICS OR AMMONIA

“ Undor which king, Bezonian? spoeak or die.”

The street car propelling wmotors, that
are respectively indicated by the names
above, bave somewhat divided public ex-
pectation and may be regarded us re-
npeetaltle rivais ina glorious field, worthy
of the most signal genius and of the high-
est emulation. Indeed, in the cae of
ammonia, the very subtlety of it3 power is
one of its ruling obstacles to success.
That it can bemade available for propel-
ling cars without conditions or restraint
bas been made obvious enough, aud the
questions that remein involve the power
of that genius which has mastered it to
impose upon it the very nice regulations
that necessarily govern the {rip, so called,
on street railroads. Such, too, is about the
situation of the pneumatic enterprise, its
advaniage consisting chiefly in the fact
that itis a legitimate power, lying in the
direct onward path of ecience, one step
beyond steam and one short of elec-
tricity, which latter will, undoubt-
edly, a ‘cycle hence, be the avail-
able mesns, and after that magnet-
ism. And let us say, in the exuberance
of our providential faith that all the efforts
of which united mentality can be capable

in the magnelic sphere to disturb the har-
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mony or order of these su e develop-
ments will be futile, failing from immuta-
ble causes, snd in no degree from those
within mortal control. Science is not an

ident, bnt is the highest and sublimest
phbysical development of divine law: 50
that it must unfold in geriea, as it has done
heretofore, begmning with the era of ani-
mal power, whea borse boats, end all like
visible motors, were in operation; passing
thence to water power, and afterward to |
steam, as & motor. The latier having been
ruled out on sireet railroads, they awuit
the next. In the ord-r of nature, or in
other words of science, it i8 sir. What may |
be done in the cause of armonia to chaage
the order of this progress remains to be |
seen. If a perseverance nnsurpassed, and |
an ability that admits of po guestion, wiil
suffice to break it down, we huve every
relisnce that our friend, Dr. Lamm, is the
vicegerent chosen for the work. IHis run
of some days ago was not only satisfactory,
but impressive, and las left him & reward
ol merit in the approbation of a!l who saw
it, and w!o know him.

We are not going to say that there bas
been less ability or dilizence shown by
our pneumatic friends than by the ammo-
nian, but there has been less—some-
thing. It may be that the unfortunate
stock business, which means the art prac-
ticed by its professors of subjecting every-
thing convertible to fslse tests, and de-
preciating it to false conditions, has been
the sole cause of the unpropitions appear-
pearances, by reason of which it has dis-
appeasred from the brokers' lists, If so,
the evil has cured itself, and the wifairs of
the company are left, atleast fora time,
without such questionable help as huck-
stering affords, Although a stock com-
pany, it need not hereafter be hatiledored
by these players—let its holders iold and
help each other to do so, and not permit a
fow shares to go into the market, giving a
sordid appearance to the operations cf the
company, with which, indeed, it or iis
mass of holders have nothing to do.

The prospect of any successful compiny
in this canse of propelling street cars is
very grand, and has lutely much improved.
In New York the Elevated Railway is at a
stand for want of a motor, the inexbaust-
ible rope or wire method having exhsusted
the patience of the company. Itis worth
nothing to-day, but if so supplied will be
worth countless millions. 1n the extrem-
ity of its disaster a scientific friend lately
came to its relief, and read belore the
Society of Inventors of that citya paperon
the subject of compressed airas a motor,
developing a method of adaptation so im-
practicable as to excite the risibles of our
wmore experienced scientists in the pneu-
matic interes's of New Orlean:. There
can be no doubt that New Orleans has the
call, and although we have rot heard that
ammonic has inspired any parodists in New
York or elsewhere, there can be no doubt
that if it should, they will come to like
grief.

Here is the theatre of promise, and
while Dr, Lamm is pressing on to new
experimen!'s, Mr. Roberts, of the rival in-
terest, is making new tanks with a ma-
terial much improved, snd ewaiticg ma-
chinery from the North for bailding
rapidly and in great perfection the air-
engines to be applied in propelling cars
on the plan pateyted. If success be pos-
sible to both these enterprises, each has
our unquaslified good wishes, And we
have no reason, beyond the general rea-!
sonicg we have expressed, for expecting
more {rom paeumatic power thon from the
other. Itisinits legitimacy. The strug-
gle of ammonia is like that of an illegitimate
pretender without a drop of royal blood
contending with the heir roya)for a King-
dom. Yet in political history these hase
!ome;ifnes prevailed, How in science ?

THE BONDED DEBT OF THE STATE.

On the third of April we published in
the RerusLicAN a concise statement of the
bonded debt of Louisiana, which we ob-
tained from the State Treasurer and Hon.
John Lynch, Cbairman of the Senate
Fioance Committee. Two thousand or
more copies of this statement were printed
at the same time in circular form and sent
to all the great financial centres of Europe
and America. On the eighth of May one
of our contemporaries obtained a copy of
the circular and made a fair summary
of its contents as something new, and
yesterday morning another enterprising
city paper publishes the whole, with the
claim that “we have taken'pains to procure
such a statement,” ete., “‘and at last
succeeded, in spite of the many elaborate
obseurities and mysteries surrounding the
financial operations of the prezent State
government.” Appended is an editorial
endorsement of the entire accuracy of the
statement, which being over the official
signature of the State Treasurer, and pub-
lished in this journal nearly two months
ago, hardly needed the endorsement of our
active and vigilant neighbor. Ii was
kindly meant, no doubt, and had it been
noticed a month or two ago, might have
passed for news,

OXN CARONDELET STREET.

The market is absolutely and perfectly
flat. If the l:nguage afforded any word
that wonld more clearly express the dead-
ness of the level to which Carondelet
street is reduced, we should make nse of
it. The Supreme Court has caused most
of the trouble. The car of Juggernaut
isa fool to it. To quote Schiller:

Wild terror flies before it,
Behind, it loud lameuts and shricks ere
heard.

Ship Island Canal stock has almost
given up the ghost, and petroleum =p-
pears to be in articulo mortis. The fiat of
the Supreme Court can be thanked for
both misfortunes, and many are there who
could swear about our judicicial magnates,
did not the high moral tone of our finen-
cial circles forbid profanity.

Slaughterhouse is weaker also, not-
withstanding Saturday's cakes and ale.
Levee alone seems to hold i's own, and
considering the peculiar position of the
company this might be regarded as re-
markable, but for the fact that litigation
has not endangered the framchises it
expects to get.
