Tue Ice Kix¢ REPRIGERATOR.—Among
many things to which the inventive genius
of the American people has been long di-
rected, is an apparatus for the preservation
of meats pud vegetables in the werm climate
of our Southern States. Plan after plan
has been conceived and experimented upou,
with but partial success, and the thivkers on
the subject haye been forced to confess that
the field was yet open for competition, with
great inducements for still further enter-
prise. But we are of opinion that now the
game has st Jast been blocked by the in-
vention by Mr. H. M, Diggins, of Cincinuati,
Olilo, of what he styles the-**Ice King Re-
frigerator,” one of which is now on exhibi-
tion at Messra. Blocomb, Baldwin & Co.'s,
on Common street. Tha plan upon which
this machine is constructed is excesdingly
simple. It is & gelvenized iron box con-
taining five compartments, ench with sepa-
rate openings. Two of these compartments
are intended for reccpta-les of lce, slightly
mixed with salt; one for water to be cooled
for'drinking purposes, sand oue for meats
and the other for vegetables. By s
peculiar construction the consumption
of ice is greatly economized, aud
the cold which is engendered by it
iz made greater in the compartment
intended for meats than that where the
vegetables kre to be kept, aud that sevéval
degrees colder than the water tank, Tu the
meat box the temperature is kept at
cighteen degroes Falirevheit, while in the
other compuriments thirty decrees 13 the
lowest point. Thus, by the consumption of
about fifteen conts worth of every
twenty-feur hours, ments can be kept frozen
for uny given period, aud vegetables, erwc.,
preserved frech and Jdry, and an unlimited
supply of ice cold water always at commaud.,
We saw in the refrigorator on exhibition,
fish frozen bard, which had been put in it
seversl days ago. They were as dry und
hard a8 wood, and metcles which were kopt

n the same compsriment, would Ignite s
freely as if never exposed to the slightest
damp. This machine is of the size usuaily
required by families, aad is gotien up with
a neat and durable cage. As all of the com-
partments are separate, there caun be no
transmiesion of odors from one o the other,
which is a great trouble with all others

On the seventeenth of the pretent
month there was a most rignificant meet-
iog of the intelligent and fashionable
women of New York. Apollo Hull was
filled with them, and the presence of not
even ome man allowed to witness the in-
teresting proceedings. The fact, bhow-
ever, that tbe proceedings have been
made public disproves any intention on
the part of the fair advocates of women's
rnghts to take advantuge, by exclusive
meetings, of those who ure generally re-
garded as the “sterner sex.” The object
of this meeting at Apollo Hall seems to
have been to afford Mrs. Elizabeth Cady
Stanton a chance to speak on the subject
of marringe and divorce from a
woman's rights standpoint; and the well-
known character of this lady as a writer
and epeaker of more than ordinary ability,
attracted a very large anudience, composing
the best fumale intellect and acccomplish-
ments of polished society in New York.

It is but just to believe this wasmno fe-
male conspiracy sga'nst man, for man,
with all his imperfections, will still be
desr to woman, and vice versa. Woman
is the great centre of attraction to man,
and when she ceases to be this the world
will have come to an end. Noiwithstand-

ing thess are the true relations
of man and woman, they do
not always, as bhusband and wife,

pursue the even temor of their way.
Trouble often overtakes them, and not
unfrequently it is Dborrowed trouble—
trouble that, by the exercise of a little of
that good tcense and goodness which we
all think we have, could be avoided.

Matrimony,though often abused,is a most
holy and honorable iostitution—an institu-
tion of God, that is not to be lightly or irrev-
erently dealt with. Those who enter into
it are commanded to do so discreetly, ad-
visedly, soberly, and in the fear of God.
When they bave done so the work is apt to
be well consummated, with no ground for
dissatisfaction on either side.

Mrs. Stacton opened her address with

the assertion that the McFarland trial,
just terminated, *‘indirectly involved the
solution of the momentous questions of
marriage and divorce"—questions, as
she asserts, that underlie our whole social,
religious and political life. Mrs, S'anton
evidently thinks Mrs. McFarland-Richard-
son an ill-uzed woman, and the verdict
turning McFarland loose upen society a
bad one; and for this reason wants the
law s0 made as to imprizon the man in the
futurs that is acquitted of the crime of
murder upon the plea of insanity, and
advises the women of New York
to agitate the subject until the
Legislature is compelled to make this the
law. Swue also denies ‘*‘the husband’s
right of property inthe wife,” and says
““the old common law of the barbarous
sges refleeted in our statutes contrasts the
public sentiment of the nineteenth centu-
ry—thovgh the real character and position
of woman has entirely changed from the
thougltless, iznorant drudge of the past,
to the enlightenad, diguified, moral being
of to-day.” She believes that the women
of the State of New York should
also  demand that the Legislature
make ‘‘an  entire revision of the
laws oan marriage aand  divorce,
making man and woman in all respects
cqual partners, smd wken by the cold, io-
difierent or base conduct of either party
the contract is practically annulled, the
State should declare it s0.” Mrs. Stanton
wunts woman the equal of man in all re-
spects, and proposes fosecure this blessing
by revolutiovizing her present social and
political condition toward the *lords of
creation.” Nor does she stop here. She
goes still further, and wants a new
interpretation of that part of the Bible
which  defines woman to be the
inferior of man. She is eminently radical
in her remedies for the wrongs of woman,
as she conceives them to exist in her day,
under the most liberal government known
to the world, and desires to improve even
the qualityof love. She treats of a celes-
tial and terrestisl love, evidently believ-
ing that when woman’s rights are fully oh-
tained and she stands the equal of man in
the hulls of legislation and in all the rela-
tions of life, that a purer love will mark
intercourse between the sexes, and there
will be an end to sirife; an
end to the bad passions that has
been the cause of so much pain and
trouble to us poor sinners here below.
The millenium will certainly be upon the
earth, and the highest happiness, blessed-
ness and glory will crown the people
thereof, when such a state of things are
brought about as we can readily conceive
Mrs. Stanton believes will be, when wo-
man is the equal partner of man in work-
ing out the great social and political re-
form that is to make everybody happy,
virtnous and cootented. Then, indeed,
would terrestrinl love be ready io take
wings and mount to celestial abodes. The
thing is almost too good to think of being
realized in our time, when erime seems on
the increase aud every day but adds (o the
dumning record of sin that boldly stares
us in the face; sin that is instigated and
perpelrated becanse men and women will
not subdue their evil passions, will not do
right, notwithstanding all (he rights they
are blessed with under a most liberal and
just government of the nineteenth cen-
tury, where the real character ard
pusition of women bhas entirely changed,
accordling to  Mrs.  Stanton, frem
the  thoughtless, ignorant  drndge
of the past, to the ealightened, dignitied,
oral being of to-day.
While there is much in the address of
Mrs. Stanton, delivered at Apollo Hall,
that i3 to be admired, many will question
the propriety of conferring upon woman
equzl political rights and doties with
man; and il #hese rights are only to be
attuined through turmoil and contention
with man, it must be plain to Mrs. Stan-
ton and the ladies of her way of thinking
tht this strife will not be likely to cause
an increase of terrestrial or celestial love
beilween thesexes, The affection, many
will say, that naturally exists between mun
and woman must not be interfered with
merely to gratify a political ambition.

THE FPENIANS.

The redoubtable O'Neil has again
thrown Caoadas into a great panic by
marching his fierce warriors to that border
for the liberation of Ireland. The re-
porters of the Associated Fress appear to
be suffering from the scare, and betray
evidences of great agitation in their dis-
patches. We published on Wednesday
and yesterday morning, about a column
each day, of news, a'l’about the Fenians,
which, when divested of the verbiage and
simmered down to actual results, amounts
to pext to nothing at all. On the
night of the twenty-fourth of the
present month several car loads of
Fepians are represented to have passed
through Rochester, New York, from  the
West, ticketed by railroad for Malone, &
town in the State of New York, very near
Canada. On Tuesday a conflagration was
raging in Quebec, and the Fenians are
said to have cut the telegraphic wires in
order to prevent the details being made
known outside the city. The inference is
that the Fenians had fired Quebec, and the
greatest excitement prevailed among the
inhabitants residing in the immediate
neighborhood of the St. Lawrence, con-
tiguous to Quebee, and in that porion of
our own country nearest to the scene .of
action. Thus read the dispatches the
first day.

Subsequent reports say that {n force of

irresponsible “parties,” ocomposed of
about three thousand men, was on
the march all of Wednesday, in

“small equads, with Canada for their
uitimate point. The squad nearest to
the person of the commander-in-chief,
was surprised by the Canadians, “fought
nobly,” and finally ran off as fust as they
could, with & loss of two or three, but
without inflicting any apparent injury
upon their enemies. So far as we can
learn, the only damsge the Canadians
bave yet sustained, is a big scare, and that
not well autheniicated. The excited indi-
vidual who does up the press dispatchesin
New York, declares that ““the utmost con-
sternation prevails in Canada, owing to the
utter lack of preparation for resistance.”

But the climax of the day was in the
capture of the Fenian commander-in-chie{
by the United States Marshal. That offi-
cer appeared on the scene at the very mo-
ment of victory, perhaps, when the name
of O"Neil was about to be made famous for
all time to come, and with the overpower-
ing force of one deputy, bagged the fierce
warrior, bundled him into a carrisge like
a bundle of dirty clothes, and consigned
him to a Bastile in Burlington.

This may be regarded as an inglorfous
termination to the career of a man who
had gone out in the morning determined
to do or die. When he crossed at St. Al-
bans he told a reporter that he would
never recross the lines alive, unless vie-
torious. After this boast, to be captured
in martial armor, by a civilian and his one
assistant, and abducted from the field of
battle like a helpless girl in the grasp of
her seducer, in the presence of his whole
command. must bave been vastly tryiog to
his noble spirit,

Of course, this mishap threw the whole
forea into confusion. and forged the fetters
on Ireland as strong as ever. The various
squads of men scattered here and thers,
acting without coneert. or not aclingat
all, became dispirited and demoralized.
Hungry and weary, they sought the
friendly soutbern borders, and will, no
doubt, soon disperse to their several
homes. We notice that various causes
are assigned for this Fenian discomfiture,
If there had been transportation those
who were left belind might have gone on.
If the party that was surprized by the
Canadians had been reinforced they might
have held their gronnd. In short, if there
bad been, men enough, and they properly
armed and equipped, and there bad been
no hostile Canadian troops in front, nor
meddling United States Marshal in the
rear, the great day might have been won,
and Irelind set free on the spot. For it
seems to be taken for granted that as soon
as the Fenians have conquered Canada, the
British wiil hastily evacuate the Green
Isle, and conclude such a treaty as shall be
dictated by the victorious General, who-
ever he may be. As the case now stands,
however, it will probably be necessary {o
renew the business of raising contribu-
tions of money from the *friends of Ire-
land,” which, it has been hinted, is the
chief object the Fenian leaders have in
view,

SUPREME COURT.

The Supreme Court will hold a session
at Opelousas on the second Monday of
June, continning for about two weeks, and
at Monroe on the first Monday of July, to
continue about a month. The court will
have a vacation after that till the first of
November. During the session just ended
at New Orleans the Supreme Court has de-
cidea about four hundred cases, being a
somewhat larger number than last year.
The argument in the Shepherd will ecase
was finally closed yesterday, Mr. Conrad,
for plaintifl; to file u final brief by the first
of July. In the case of the State vs.
Brewer. the court will probably rendera
decision Monday on the application for a
rehearing.

ME, ELIJAH POGRAM ON THE RAMPAGE.
The 7iues of last evening dec!ares that
it is the undisgu'sed purpose of Genera!
Grant to conduct the government of this
Republic with the mein reference to the
promotion of his own and his family's in-
terests and the gratification of his per-
sonal likes and dislikes ; and that a sirik-
ing illustration of this is found in a letter
recenily written “by the President to
General Hancock, to the following effect:”
I am requested by the President to in-
form yon that there is nothing in your per-
sonal relations to General Grant, or in your
official relations to his administration, that
could justify your promotion now, or lead
you to expeet it Lereafter,

It seems rather odd that the President,
in writing to any one, should use the
phrase, I am requested by the Presi-
dent”—unless, perchance, he were indit-
ing & communication from Washington,
Johnson, or some other dead. functionary,
and then *“ex-President” would be better;

but if you set out to play Pogram it

doesn’t matter much what you say. The
thing is to pitch into the bloated aristoc-

racies and effete tyrannies. So the Times
declares this letter to be incompatible
with republicanism, and alludes myste-
riously to Louis Napoleon, who is well
knowa to be effete and bloated.

But, alas, in another column of the
Times, (which is not, like its editorial, imi-
tated from the New York Worid), we find
the following re-assuring paragraph:

The following words, recently attributed
to Genersl Sherman, do not appear in hie
letter, *‘I am requested by the President
to inform you that there is nothing in your
personal relations to Genersl Grant, or in
your official relation to his administration,
thut could justify your promotion now, or
lead you to vxpect It hereafter."”

We breath more freely. We are after
all to be “republican.”

For the benelit of those who wish to
know the faots of the caze, we may add
that there i3 no question of “promotion”
in the caze. Hancock is a Major General
already, and could not be promoted, unless
there shonld be a vacancy in the position
of Lieutenant General, now filled by Sher-
idan. He only wished to have another
department, and did not get it.

ON CARONDELET STREET.

Trausaciions yesterday were on the
most limited scale. Neither huyers nor
sellers moke any active exertions to re-
lieve the market from stagnation. There
is plenty of talk, but it amounts to nothing
pracidcal. Tho sales of the day can be
summed up ina very few lines, and they
indicate but few changes in market val-
ues. We did not hear of a sale of
Slaughterhouse, but saw no sizns of any
alteration of views as to the merchantable
worth of the stock. Levee stock holds
its own, and in fact bas improved over
last quotations, if a single sale can be
taken as evidence upon the print. Twen-
ty-five shares were sold yesterday at $11.
Consideting the preseat position of
the bill upon which these shares
depend for future value to a very great ex-
tent, there is something curious in the
standing of this stock. Amid late fluctua-
tions it has stood firm, and now percepti-
bly gains, while other more pretentious
securities are on the wane. It 1s well
backed here, in the first place, by men who
can afford to wait for results. The move-
ments in support of the levee scheme at
Washington have conquered a strong po-
sition in its favor, and if Governor War-
moth would sizn the lozal bill in its be-
half, the stock wotlld go up with rapidity
enough to satisfy the most sanguine
holders. But there are no indications
known to the street of any inteution on
the part of his Excellency to affix his an-

legislative will,” and the “*levee bill” is
0o law now, and may uever be, the Civil
Code of Louisiana to the coutrary notwith-
standing,

£hip Island Canal stock is flut enoagh.
One lot of 150 sbares, aud another of 1000,
were gacrificed at $1, and a second parcel
of 1000 went at $1 021, At the board
S1 07} was bid: so it is perhaps fair to
say that the stock bas not gone down very
much during the last twenty-four hours;
but it is certain that some movement in
its favor must soon take place, or the
public will doubt if it bas any value atall,

Petrolenm seems to have gone out of
sight as completely as though «ll the stock
kad been sunk in the deepest hole bored
by the company. Topulur feeling inclines
to doubt the perfect justice of the judicial
decision that gives all the bencfit of the
important sulphur discoveries, made by
the Petroleum Company, to the Caleasien
iucorporation; but it may be regarded us
a difficalt matier to overcome the legal
points made by that same decision.

We can report sales of other stocks as
foilows: 100 shares of Levee Steam Cotton
Press at $70, and 50 Nuvigation at 55, 40
per share was refused for Lottery.

The Picayune, in an elaborste editorial
upon bunking in the South, commenting
with & good deal of justice upon the
paucity of circulation allowed to our sec-
tion under the present national banking
system, suggests s a remedy for the evil
complained of, thut our coiton planters
should “zell their cotton for nothing but
gold, ard that on the spot,” and that other
planters should adopt the same course,
This, the Picayune thinks, would secure
political and commercial independence.
In this article we do not discuss polities;
but is the proposition of the Picayuie a
slrong ooe in a business point of view !

Greenbacks seem to have a well ascer-
tained and tolerably well fixed value at
this time. Gold at New Orleans is worth
this season, weck in and week out, from
$1 14 to $1 15 in legal tender or national
bank notes. The fluctuations in paper
shown by the price of gold, scem to have
pretty much ceased, and we are gradually
approaching the time when the paper-
dollar will always bring its face value in
coin. Under these circumstances, the
great drawback to tradiog on greenbacks—
the uncertainty of their value, as com-
pared with standard money, being
removed—what is any class to gain
by insisting on dealings upon a gold ba:is,
The time hLus gone by when the change
proposed would bave produced any real
reform in the mode of doing business, To
inaugurate the Vicayow's plan now would,
if it were practicable, merely unsettle the
market for a time, and, if it succeeded,
leave us no betier off than we were before,
after the flurry of the transition had sub-
sided. DBut the scheme is not practicatle.
Who conld aflord to begin, brezk the ice,
and in the face of the trading comutunity,
insist . upon gold prices? JEsop
tells us that the rais and mice
once met in consultation over measures
to protect themseives from the cat, and it
was unanimously resolved that a bell
should be fa:tened to her tail to warn
them of her approach. The idea was
brilliantly conceived, but a difficulty soon
presented itself. Who should bell the
cat? The undertaking was too dangerous,
and the plan was reluctantly sbandoned.
