Wasaixaros, May 27-—Secretary Bootwell
wiil, to-morrow, eend s letter to the House,
giving his views og the question of sllowing
moieties or shares of fines, penaities or re-
coveries 1o customs and revenue cfiicers. He
tukes strong grounds iu favor of breaking
up the whole system, snd bringe forwnrd
many facts to show how the present policy
operates,

He says that in & mujority of cases the in-
former is an officer of the revenue, and in
most instances, where the facts are otier-
wise, the revenue officers sre notoriously
rewarded for their services by the informers.
He thinks they algo make the rewsrd 4 con-
dition, without which their active assistauce
will not be rendered. He holds that it
would be far better in every way, for the
public eervice, to give all officers liberal
paluries, and prohibit them from receiv-
ingseny share of fines and penaitics.
He sabmits igures from which 1t appears
that the last fiscal year the whele compen-
extion of the collector of New York was
$25 699; the surveyor $26 814; col'ector of
DBoston, $3027; naval cflicers, $6637; sur-
veyors, $6142; collector st San Francisco,
$11 571; New Orleans, $6685: Portisnd,
$9351, He recommends a bill giving the
following salaries to collectors: New York,
$15,000; Bsn Fraucisco, $12,000; Boston aud

socicty, When ail merely human devices
had failed, when the seminary of learping,
the rostrum, the press, had proved misers
bly in vain, the Church stood, *‘founded on
& reck,” to rescue bumanity from the con-
sequences of human folly; to aseign immor-
tal sonls to the immortality of the blessed—
blessed through the eufferings and atone-
ment of the Saviour of men. The very
bossted improvement in human devices
wus & conclusive showing of their futility
for the regeneration of mankind.

But the Church, emanating in full perfec-
tion from the hands of her Divine Founder,
needed nothing to be added.

Supreme Court Dechslons—The Eighth
Dist: let Court Sustained.

The Bupreme Court yesterday decided
that the Eigbth District Court is a constitu-
tional court.

Judge Howe delivered the opinion of the
court 10 the effect that the act of the Legis-
latare of March 16, 1870, creating the Eighth
District Court, and giving it exclusive juris-
dietion in matters of ivjunctions, manasmus
unijdqno warrants was constitutionsl snd
valid.

The opinion was given in the matter of
the maudamus applied for to compel Judge
Collens of the Seventh District Court 1o
pass upon &n igsue raised before him, in
which the Pontchsrtrain and Chattanoogs
Ruilroad Compunies are the parties jitigant.

The court also decided that in this case
the injonction which had been %muted to
the Pontchsrirsin Company by Judge
Collens could not be dissoived by him, bat
must be passed upon by the judge of the
Eighth District Court.

state ex rel A. Kearny vs. The Clerk of
the Seveuth District Court—On sapplication
for a mandamus,

Howe 1, delivered
court.

The question presented in this case is,
whether & defendunt who has given a bond
for & suspeusive sppesl must pay the clerk
of the lower court his fees fur preparing the
transcript before he can require the latter
1o deliver it.

Held, that there is no obligation on & de-
fendant to furnisi a clerk with preliminary
gecurity, and there ig no requirement that a
defendant should pay the fees demanded in
this cuse, Ordered, that the mavdamus be
made peremptory nud the clerk deliver the
transcript.

Judge Theard charged the jury as follows:
I think the counsel on both eides in this case
Liave been equally wrong in the maunerino
which they have endeavored to present this
case to you.

Tbe counsel for plaintifl are wrong in rep-
resenting the defendants as criminals,
They sre geotlemen of high standing; mer-
chants, whose tommercial career is without
aepot. The u‘most that can be suid of
them is that they have been guilty of uegli-
ligence, but there is nothing in this record
to show that they bave been dishonest.

The counse! for defendsnts are equally
wrong when they attempt to represent the
plamniiff us endeavoring to commit an act of
cxtortion,

Mr. Bazou is fulfilling & duty which ie
just as disagreeable to him as it 18 to you
or tome. He is the officer appointed by
the court, in due course of law, to liquidate
the sffairs of the company.

He represents the interests of the creditors
of this unfortunate associstion, 1f he gets
s cent from these defendsnts, or from auy
other source, he is by law brought to ac-
count for the same to this court, coutra-
dictorily with the parties interested.

You must, therefore, banish from your
minds all insinustions tending to influence
your judginent one way or the other.

Tue attempt also, to thow that Bazou of-
fered a compromise to Bidault, or that
Miltenberger attempted to compromise this
matter with Bazon, you must disregard to-
tully. Buzou can do no act without the
sanction of the Court, and consequently, his
proposition, if he made spny, would have
been without effect, without any ratifica-

-
the opinion of the

ion.

As to Miltenberger, it would be a gross ab-
surdity to draw from his couduet, in con-
nection with this compromise, any conclu-
sion tending to establish his liability. He
was trying to buy his peace; that is all,

Now, geutlemen, when you come to exam-
ine this case with your good common sense,
regardless of the arguments of the counsel
ou both sides, of the standiug of the parties,
on the charge of the Conrt, you will, after
all, come to the concluzion thatitis & very
p'ain sud simple case,
aYo1 must dismiss the case as to those who,
b your opiuion, have never had my con
nection with the Citizens' Insursnce Com-
psuy, und have never tolerated the use of
their names in oy mauner. You must dis-
mise, also, as to the heirs of Guuche, Blois
and Mathan, who are innocent parties, and
can not be held liable for the acts of the de-
censed parties,

But you must find & verdict agsinst those
of the defendants who were connected with
the comapany, or who have tolerated the use
of their names as directors, They are lisble
in law. Bu! in finding that verdiet, you must
bear in mind the circnmstances of the case,
the honesty and good fuith of these defend-
auts, who, if the allegations of pluintiff are
proved, io your opinion, are guilty of negli
gence, but who certainly have never know-
ingly committed any wrong, sod are them-
selves the victims of the insolvency of the
company.

I am inclined to believe that, as & warning
to other directors who may choote to be
negligent, the defendants ought, in order to
satisfy the principle of law, to be esch con-
demred to sn exemplary damage and the
costs of suit, and I leave this matier to your
wigdom, *
