The Mayor inquired what rate of wages it
was proposed to pay them.

Mr. Weet replied, not the rate they were
hired at, which was two dollars and a half
a day a man, and four dollars & day for the
foremen. It was very difficnlt to detect
aoything of this kind, as the men were
taken way back of the ofdy, and the Druin-
age Commissiouers and railrosd compsanies
bad sll men employed at similar work,

Mr. Plerce moved that the resolution be
read & second time and laid over, which was
done, .

Mr., West offered the following resclution:

T Mayor stated that he had examined
the matter some weeks ago, and he, at that
time, suggested the importance of a dredge
boat to supercede hand labor. The canals
had to be dredged, and the employment of
a dredge beat was much the cheapest way
of doing it, The cost would be considerable,
of courge, but if the city could sfford the
mouey, and could get s dredge bost on
economical terms, it would be to their in-
terest to get one,

All
on the eust side were burued, including
corn meal room and contents, femsle prison-
ers' cells, moss room, bath room, engine
house sud deed house. The horses and
wagons were all saved, except one wagon;
everything else in the different buildings
were tuarued. Not a prisoner escuped or
was injured. The sggregate loss is probas
bly not jess than $15,000.
