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AN IMPORTANT ARREST

SEQUEL TO THE MURDER OF UNITED STATES
DEPUTY MERSHAL MUSES LAST FALL.

Capture of the Party Charged |
with the Crime.

History of the Murder and the Arrest
of Felix Whitworth.

From the St. Louis Republican.]
On Tuesday night & prisoner named Felix |
Whitworth was placed in the St Lounts juil |
'tll‘y United States Deputy Marshal McKenu. |
he charge sgainst bim is_murder, and [
arises out of tue killing jof Umited states |
Deputy Marshal T. W. Moses, of Scdalia, in |
Camden county, Missouri, on the fourth of
December last, The main particulars ot
the murder of Moscs are as follows: He
went to Whitworth's house to arrest him on
the churge of ilicit distilling. When he {
arrived at the place he found bis mun was
abeent “hog huunting,” wiid hogs being quite
abundunt in the woods in thst section of |
the conntry. Moses wnd his assistant, Rad- |
clitfe, went in quest of Whitworth, avd not |
finding him, stopped over night st the house |
ot one Carl Pile on the Niongus river, nesr |
the boraer of Dallas county. About nine
o'clock thst night, An sesassin crept up si- |
lently, sud siming his rifle through the door |
of the house, fired and shot Moses, He |
aied in about half an honr aftervurd. As |
the murderer was leaving he wus heard 10
sny, “There G—n d—u you, I've got you.
You'll not arrest me.” Atthe coroner’s in-
quest, Pile testiied that it was the volce of |
Wwhitworth, who mede the remurk. No
other clue wus obtuined of the murderer,
but various circomstances are adeged to
hsve poitted to Whitwerth as tne perpetra-
tor of the deed. The man knowing biwsclf
to be suspected, lurked about the neighbor-
hood snd was seen once or twice about the
thirty-first of December. Nearly month
after the murder, it Ja stuted, ho saddeuly
decemped, lesving & wife and five children,
and takivg off with him » widow named
Mury Ricuardson, who left behind scven
children. Whitworth sssumed the uxme of
Richurdson, aud he and the widow started
on their travels ss man aed wife, Wik
guch intormation as could be obtained from
the family of the widow who were sbun-
doned sod others, United States detective

the fugitives in February lsst, 1L was ss-
certuined that Whitworth alins Bichurdson,
and Mrs, Richardson traveled on horse-
bsck, choosing lonesome by-romds tor their
route, They crossed the Black river st
Puocahontas, and it was further discovered
they had found their way to the Bluck
river bottom, where the fugitives bad set-
tled and epguged in farming pursuits,

The place was in Raudolph county, Ar-
kansas., Hsaving mude sure of their g
McK-an nnd his assiataot, Major Suarr
made their preparations to arrest
worth on the second duy of June. They rode
past the house where the widow wasat

‘ork, aud coming to s cotion ficid they saw

nitworth hoeing cotton. They dis
ed and tied their horses to the fenc
crossing into the geld entered Into couve
sation with s man ssmed Dooty, who was
the owner of the Jand leased by Whitwaorth,
and finally approached their intended cap-
tive,

Whitworth appears to have had no snspi-
cion of what was coming nntil McKesn
wa'ked up to him, sayiug ** Mr. Richardson,
you are the man I want,” &t the ssme time
pircing & gix-ghooter to his head, command.
ing him not to move, or he woul
deadd. The prigoner turned deadly pale snd
trerabled like an aspen’leaf. He threw up |
his hiauds us he was ordered to do, &0 that
he coutd be disarnied sod searched, ¥ 1
s ked—Your nawme is Whitworth 7 and he
spswered ** Yes, sir,” He was then hand-
cuff-d aud chained. Before leaving s\:-.hi
Liis captors he desired that he would be al-
Jowed to go to his house and get & chance
of clothing. This request it was deemed |
imprudett to grant, but word was sent to
Mrs. Richurdson to bring the clothes to
Pocashonts®, a distance of twenty
miles. Whitworth remarked to McKean,
thet ke had seen him  before, but
wis not awsre what his business was,
Oa reaching Pocshontas Mrs. Richardson
was tound waiting with & change of cloth-
ing for Whitworih, snd arevolver. The
wespon was taken from her. She appesred
mucn distressed st partivg and cluag to
Whitworth, and the officers had fiually to
gepurate them. The woman uitimstely
made up her mind to return to her old home
in Camden couuty, and Mr. McKesn gave
her some money for the journey. The
officers with their prisoner evgaged a small
escort und came up by hack to Ironton, sod
thence by rail to this city, arriviug here ac
eleven o’'clock Tuesday night. The prisoner
was pluced in the juil bere for sale kecping,
and remaived until five o’clock last eve-
ping, when he was taken in charge by the
deputy murshal, snd will probsb y be put
in the Culifornia jail—there to swait a trial
for murder—u true bill having been fonud
sgaiust him by the Grand Jury of Camden
county.

In answer to a question yesterday as to
ou whut charge he wus srrested, hessid Lo
did not know, but supposed it was distill-
i

ng.

Whitworth is forty-seven years of sage,
and stands five feet ten in his stockivgs,
He has & yellowish, thin visage, reddish
skin, with a little stoop to his shoulders,
He hss no education. As & man who knows
bim well remsrked, “he locks like « fool,
but is as sharp as chain lightuiog.”

S:1r About the San Domilago Treaty.

A special dispatch to the St. Louis Deme-
ocrat say=:

Wasmiseroy, June 8.—The S8an Domingo
treaty question has made a good deal of bad
feeling smoug Republican members of the
Seuwte, and esch outbresk of temper is
worse than the one by which it wss pre-
ceded. There have been ramors and churges
0! jobbery and corrupticn in counection with
the treaty from the day it was Iaid belore the
Senate, nnd these finally took such shape that
General Schurz felt obliged to ask that they
be investigated by the Foreign Relations
Committee. The introdnction of this res-
Mwtion created s great flutter amoag some
of the treaty’s advocates. It went over for
one gsession and the committee reported
azain yesterdsy when the doors were closed,

The debate lasted an hour sud a half, and
was pungeut and personal. In the Seuate
it was srzoed that the charges were of such
a character that the Senate could pot afford
to everlook them, and thst it was even due
to the President S0 give them an eximina-
tion so »8 to show that they are slauderons.
The other faction argued that to notice the
matter at all, wonld be to investigate the
conduct of the President in muking ntreaty,
and, on this ground, Schiurz's resolution was
temporarily tabled,

The main qoestion st issue came up in
open gession, however, to-day. As soon 28
the journal was read, on Ferry’s introduc-
tion of the Hatch memorisl, there were two
hours of bitter sud excited debate, purtinlly
indicative of the taue aud drift of thut in
the secret eession. At first there was &
dectded opposition to sllowlig an inquiry
into the secret allegations of Hatch sgainst
the Dominican guvernment and Geoeral
Bsteock, who negotisted the treaiy, but
Ferry aud Sumoer made their points well,
and the committee was finslly ordered with-
out dissent, It consists of Nye, Howerd,
Willisms snd Warner, who favor, and Ferry
and Schurg, who o&)dpme the treaty. i

The citizens of St. Bernard are composed
of the following clusses: Planters, farmers,
fisiermen sud laborers, The planter is in
many instauces but the nominal proprietor
of the estate upon which he resides, for
with mortgages, advances from his mer-
chant, unpropitious eessons, and the high
price of labor, the end of the year often
finds him but the more hopelessly in debt.
The fsrmer is the small landed-proprietor
who cultivates potatoes, ouions, and garlic,
for the New Orleans murket, and thus with
u rigld system of economy, endesvors to
support his family.

The fishermen of the parish, the poor, do
much to coptribute to the luxuries of the
table for the citizens of New Orlesns. Aund
lastly, the laborer, who, with a great de-
maud for his services, works by the day,
month or year, as he muy select, and who,
with the high wages, sud gresjer certainty
of reaping the reward of his tabor, might,
but for his improvidence, do well.

And now, sir, can & pedple so impover-
erished bear an excessive tuxuwtion? Last
year, with the State and parish taxes, thesc

muufully to psy the one per cent tuX. With
some of us it was s hard thing to do, yet
when aowue, it brought a sense of relief,
with the reflection that it was only for one
year. But we tind ourselves in the condition
of the haif-drowned man, who has stroggled
for his life to reach shore, und, upon touch-
ing land, is told that he mast swim back to
the other side. Like this man, we cau’t
swim slways, and unless permitted to land
somewhere, must drown. In licu of the one
per crnt we are called upon this year 1o pay
a Metropolitan Potice tax, And here the
question arises, why hsve we this police
upon us? qui bomo ? The people of this
Eurlah are peacesble and law-sabiding,

usly and laborionsly engiged in the cuiti-
vution of the soil, Eacu person thus em-
ployed contributes ssmething to the general
prosperity of the country., Knowing und
caring little about the polities which sgitate
the outside worid, they are coutent to
be let alone in their peaceful oceupstion.
Provided with civil officers amply sufficieut
for the administration of the laws, in our
straitened circumetances we are compelled
to endure this cuormous aud extraordinsry
expense, Will yon pot call the attention of
the Metropolitun Board to this subject? It
the law requires that there shall be a Me-
tropolitsn police in the parish, even within
the limits of the luw our burden could be
much lightened. If the writer be correctly
informed, st one time but three policemen
were assigned to duty for this parish,
from whicih the number has been in-
crensed to consist of one sgergeaut,
a corporal and ten men, the support of
whom, with their honses, is s very scrious
matter. A reduction of this force to the
smallest number requisite to do daty about
the Barrscts, where their services muay be
peeded, wouid in A measure relieve us of
this wcubus, which weighs upou our people
like & nightmare,

This, Mr. Editor, by no means exhauts the
chupter of our woes, there being others very
grievious which we have to bear, and which
msy be the subject of another communicu-
tion, if this awakens your juterest in our
bebalf.

DEATH OF CHARLES DICKENS.

For msny & long day uo news of such ead

import to sdmires of the good, has reached

| the country, s the dispatch snnouncing the
| death of Charles Dickens.

From the time he first became famous &8
the suthor of “Rickwick,” through the long
series of literary creations emsnating from

| his prolific brain, all replete with high moral
purpose, instructing and delighting, Charles
Dickens hss been a benefactor to his race,
and wherever the Eoglish language is
spoken sod a wholesome light literature
properly sppreciatad, the name of Dickens
has been s household werd. The hap-
piness of style, the truthfulness of delinea-
tion which, appareptly esaggerated, has
on analysis been fouud €o cluse to natore,
give the works of Dickens su attractiveness
to all clusses of renders that hus gone fur to
conateract the poisonous effects of the Paul
DeKock sehool of morul destructives.
Few,even among tho very large class of
readers not given to deep reflection, have
arisen from the perusal of a work ot Dick
eus, without feeling their better impulses
sirengthened by renewed sdmiration of
virtue and detestation of wrong.

Mr. Dickens was remarkably unltke the
mass of writers of fiction in one important
respect. Most of these who have made
tale and story the vehicle of moral teach-
ings, have been content to concentrate all
the moral effect in the denouement. Bat
with Dickens every chapter, every sentence
even, scems to contain ite sppropriate lee-
gon. The villaius of his novels call forth
a feeling of detestution for the criminal and
the crime far deeper than the sentiment in-
spired by remorseless barons and wicked
noblemen; while his deiineations of vir-
tuons sction seem to give & higher and
purer tone to the mind of the resder.
“Avother peculiarity of Mr. Dickens was
the selection of his scenes mainly from the
lower walks of life. This has led many to
rank his productions sa low cowedy is
ravked in the drams, The surpuassing ex-
cellence of Mr. Dickeng was, however, 10
show the world that high minded virtge
wus no waya incousistent with poverty,
even when poverty was accompsuied by ig-
porance and temptation, He was, there-
fore, while fally valued by the opulent and
the learned, emphsticaily the novelist of
the lowly and the poor.

As a writer, he stood alone. Others have
depicted low life; but except in the writings
of Seott, Richmond, apd s few others, it has
been low life allied with vice. Contrary to
this, many of the characters in the works of
Dickens, though, drawn from the ranks of
poverty ud toll, show to the reader, that
poverty and toil may be allied to conecien-
tious integrity. There is nothing forced or
uneatural, cithery in his pictures of life.
Ham Peggotty snd John Peerybingle are
s thorouguly gentlemen at heart as the Sir
Charles Grandison of fiction, or the Cheva-
lier Bayard of history., Aud while we re
coguize their nobibity of nature, we eee
nothing iu it lucongruous with the fact that
they are in & condition requiring daily toil
for daily bread.

It i3 unneccessary to compare Mr.
Dickens, ss an author, with either contem-
porasy writers or those of & past generation.
He excelled all his predeccesors in the
fuculty of blending instruction with amuse-
ment.  “Humphrey Clinker” and “The
Good natured Man” are intensely amusing,
but where is the morai? In many literary
productions where the moral tone is salient,
the sbsence of sattractiveness renders them
useless for popular instruction. Iln & far
higher degree than sny other, Mr. Dickens
possessed the faculty of combining the purest
morality with all the attractiveness arising
from the romantic or the ludicrous.

Many years ago, when he had already be-
come celebrated wherever Eoglish literature
is cuitivated, Mr. Dickens visited aud made
a limited tour in the United States. The re-
gult of this visit was ‘‘American Notes” and
“Martin Chuzzlewit.” That the satire of
these productions made him for a time un-
populsr in this conutry can not be disputed.
But the fecling has Jong passed awsy, snd
if remembered at sll, it is with the idea
that American manners s&ud castoms
are pot without some tinge, at least,
of human imperfection, and that there
ie, perhaps, a little room among us for im-
provement aud progress. Mr. Dickens for
many yesrs has been regarded by the
people cf this country with a feeling of
respect and affection a0 ways inferior to
what he was held in the minds of his own
conutrymen,

The tidings of his death will send a
mourrful thrill throughout this continent,
and wherever his mother tongue obtaivs.
For among the many who have arigen to
wdorn the path of letters since Lis day
bezan, none will be found to fill his peculiar
place,
