Something About the Woman’s Typo­
graphical Union an d  the  W om .n’n 
Klghts Organs— Much Talk but Tery 
L ittle Constituency.

[From the Cincinnati Chronicle.]
The most novel, and to a large number, 

the most interesting feature in connection 
with the Convention of the International 
Typegraphical Union is “the lady delegate,” 
Miss Augusta Lewis, from Women’s Union 
No. 1, New York. We might also add Miss 
Kate Cusack, president of the Women’s 
Union,and alternate delegate. This is the firet 
convention which has been honored by the
presence of a lady delegate, and we con­
gratulate the membgratuiate tne memoers on their good fortune 
in being associated with such intelligent 
H d  agreeable ladies. We also congratulate 
Union No. 1, for by choosing such ri presents- 
tives, the ladies have undoubtedly materially 
enhanced their prospects for procuring such 
action as will best tend to promote their in­
terests. Miss Lewis, although quite a young 
lady, is a pioneer in woman’s labor unicn 
organizations, as it was through her effoi ts 
that the first organization of this kind wes 
formed. She was forced, by the death of 
her guardian, some two or three years since, 
to maintain herself, and after making seve­
ral efforts to obtain employment in better 
paid occupations, was compelled to accept a 
situation in a Broadway store, wbeie she 
worked twelve hours daily for two dollars a 
week, and at the end of two weks was com­
pelled to relinquish her situation because 
she could not drees sufficiently stylish to 
meet the requirements of her magnanimous 
employer. About this time she called upoip 
Mis* Susan B. Anthony for the purpose of 
obtaining her autograph; for although Miss 
Lewis was not a woman’s rights advocate in 
the political sense, she had a very great re­
gard for Miss Anthony, as a woman who 
was conscientiously endeavoring to aid her 
MX. In the course of conversation Miss 
Anthony suggested the organization 
of a woman’s protective labur asso­
ciation, and prevailed on Miss 
Lewis to induce some of her acquaintances 
to meet and consult in regard to the mat­
ter. The meeting was held in October, 
1868, and there were about a dozen working 
girls and a dozen reporters present at the 
meeting. Miss Anthony took charge of the 
meeting, and soon introduced her favorite 
hobby—woman’s rights. Miss Lewis, who 
had a dread of conspicuitv, overcome her
modesty sufficitmtly to protest against this, 
and inform tfisa&nthony that their efforts
were to be directed toward redressing 
woman’s wrongs, and that the object of the 
meeting would doubtless be defeated if too 
much was attempted. The consequence 
was that rights were dropped and wrongs 
were taken under consideration. From this 
meeting Mias Lewis, Miss Cusack, and some 
Other ladies, obtained a more definite idea 
of what was needed. They were working 
in the World office as c. mpositors, and con­
cluded to form a Typographical Union for 
the protection of fcmaie compositors; and 
st the last Convention of the International 
Typographical Union, Mias Lewis, who was 
President of the Ladies’ Union, applied her 
talent and energy to the work of procuring a 
charter, and proved so successful that 
from an almost unanimous opposition to
granting a charter, the convention changed

. unanimous consent, aud the formidable 
document was "signed, sealed and deliv­
ered,” and she returned to New York tri- 
ompbant and happy. Previous to this. 
Miss Lewis says the New York publishers 
had merely used lady compositors to defeat 
the men; but now the interests of male and 
female compositors were identical, and no 
such use could be made of them. turthe- 
than that the price of composition was rated 
abont five cents a thousand ems less for 
women than for men. Being on the pro­
gressive road, it was supposed that such 
staunch advocates of woman's rights as the 
Revolution and Independent would uphold 
their principles by affording women an 
•qual chance with men; but this was a 
mistake, as Misa Anthony’s paper declined
to pay the same price for composition, aud 
Mr. Tilton’s foreman___  peremptorily __
fused to allow “strong-minded old 
maids” to work under his supervision. 
The lady compositors next turned 
their attention of the missionary societies, 
and sought employment, offering as a plea 
that “societies that were sending red flan­
nel shirts to the sweltering Hottentots and 
books to the heathens who would never read 
them, ought to endeavor to assist t ie needy 
at home, and prevent vice, by encouraging 
industry, and assisting virtuous women tu 
obtain a livelihood.” After the Herald re­
porter had interviewed Mr. Tilton’s loreman, 
and published his views in regard to “strong- 
minded old maids,” Miss Lewis aud her as­
sociates published an answer, which was so 
sensible that the Independent conciudtd to 
employ some ladies, and in a few days sent 
for a couple of the “old maids ” After a 
year’s Presi tency of the Uuion, Miss Lewis 
used her efforts to procure the election of 
Miss Cusack, in which fhe was successful, 
and herself accepted the office of Corres­
ponding Secretary. These two ladies 
are the central figures of the Union, 
and by their efforts in behalf of 
the workiug women have secured 
for themselves a notoriety which is very 
flattering, but at the same lime very annoy­
ing, from their desire to avoid conspicuiiy, 
but which they were willing to accept iii 6o 
good a cause. This, as we before remarked, 
is the first time the Ladies’ Union has been 
allowed a delegate, and the honor has un­
doubtedly been conferred on thoroughly 
competent and very deserving ladies.

Miss Lewis possesses a tine education, 
excellent conversational powers, aDd a very 
intelligent countenance, which expresses 
her thoughts almost as vividly as do her 
well chosen aud rapidly spoken words. She 
is, in fact, one of .those ladies whom any

Cincinnati, May 25. -A d*y or two ago a 

dispatch from this city announced with tel­
egraphic brevity the arrest of three per 
sods, charged with whisky and revenue 
frauds extending over two years, aud ag­
gregating $3,000,000. To New Yorkers this 
dispatch conveyed nothing of more than 
passing interest; but to the knowing few it 
was the sequel to a story of marvelous sue 
cess and ingenious triumph. Of success 
having its rise in nothing, and of triumph 
over the most persistent efforts of revenue 
officials for the detection of fraud. One of 
the persons named was Peter Schwab, a cit­
izen of Hamilton, Butler county, a flourish­
ing manufacturing city, twenty-five miles 
north of Cincinnati." Seven years ago 
Schwab was a poor aDd industrious m - 
chanic, earning daily wages, with 
a growing family, and little prospect 
in life beyond hard work and the 
ordinary competence of an artisan. The 
country was, and is still, a D*mocratic 
stronghold, and Schwab one of the 
firmest adherents of unterritied faith 
In 18G3 he was rewarded for his party 
devotion by election to the office of 
constable, and the sun of his prosperity 
rose. He organized a ring, and, by 
shrewd twisting of the law relative to crim­
inal costs, made his office pay him at the 
rate of $15,000 a year, whereas it had 
scarcely been worth as many cents to his 
stupid predecessors, who had served war­
rants and chased horse thieves ever since 
ihe days of Symmes's purchase, in ignorance 
of the rich mine they were neglecting. In 
short, Peter managed to save about $10,000 
aud his success was only checked by the 
oassage of a la\v expressly framed by the 
Legislature at its next session to meet the 
propensities of like ingenious constables.

fechwab had by nature, plenty of nerve; 
and having acquired by art 810,000 capital, 
he determined to back his natural nerve 
with his artful capital. He put his money 
in his pocket and went into Northern Ohio, 
Indiana and Illinois. In a short time he 
was back home, with no money, but the 
holder of 100,000 gallons of whi-ky, on 
which he had paid ten cents a gallon margin 
with his $10,000. Just in the nick of time 
for him, Congress clapped on the additional 
tax of $2 per gallon, and Peter found him­
self the winner of a snug 8200,000 on the 
100,000 gallons he held. Ambition grows by 
what it feeds on, and Schwab resolved to be 
the head of the greatest whisky ring in the 
country—in fact, to be a ring of himself and 
aione. The great Miami Va.ley in which he 
lives is famed as one of the fairest in the 
West, and the county of Butler stands in the 
census returns as among the richest rural 
counties in .the Union. Through this valley 
and county runs the Miami Canal, connect­
ing the lakes at Toledo with the Ohio at Cin­
cinnati, and 202 miles in its entire length, 

Along this line are numerous distilleries. 
Schwab went to work quietly. He showed 
great discernment in the selection of his 
agents. His inen never betrayed him, and 
he always stood by them in case they got 
into any snarl with the revenue officials. 
Indeed, it was for a time difficult to say 
whether he was not running the revenue 
department iu that sec.ion himself. He 
also had the rare gift of talking a great 
deal and talking very frankly, and yet not 
saying anything that anybod" could turn to 
his serious disadvantage. A detective swore 
iu a trial before Judge Leavitt that Schwab 
once told him that if he wished he could 
“sit on a pile of five-twenties and cut the 
coupons.” That was ail the detective had 
to suow for eome weeks of hard trial to trap 
Peter, and he couldn't swear what that ex­
pression really meant. It was the nearest 
anybody ever came to getting any criminal 
committal out of him.

But to return to the distilleries. One by 
one a controlling interest in those along the 
line of the caDai was bought up, until this 
individual ring conduct'd the operations of 
most of them between Tray aud Cincinnati. 
One by one the old managers of these dis­
tillery's were won over or removed and re­
placed bv new men. The lock-tenders aud 
other officials, whose duty it was to scruti­
nize the manifest of passing boats, were 
taken from their pests and others substi­
tuted, through some unseen aud mysterious 
recommendation. The distillery watchmen 
and inspectors were either personal friends 
or men who could be trusted. In one in­
stance the brother of a collaetor of revenue 
was appointed d'Stillery watchman at S5 a 
day. This brother was noto.lously dissi­
pated—had b en for years—aud at the time 
of his appointment couldn’t have bought a 
pilot-house with steamboats at only a cent 
a dozen in the market. Yet he contriv d in 
six mouths to save money enough out ot to 
a day to buy a snug property costing $8000— 
a pretty finaucial problem worth studying.

During all this time of preparation our 
hero had few confidants. He worked alone, 
in the dark. It.is doubtful if the very men 
he employed knew each other to be in his 
employ. There was no one to betray opera­
tions. ’ When all was in readiu s, the dis­
tillery fires bl»z d night and day. The dis­
tillery watchmen, of course, saw nothing. 
They were for purposes of justice, and jus­
tice is blind—so how could they see. The 
inspectors branded the bawds at night. 
The whisky was put on board the boats at 
night. The boats made their trips at night. 
The lock tenders and canal officials were all 
justice men, and of course, as blind ss owls 
iu daytime. The whisky was run into Cin­
cinnati at night, and irom the boats had 
quick traneit to the spacious Vine 
street warehouse. In eight months 
his sales were $1,750,000—the larg st 
of any establishment in any line of 
bueines in the city. In two years from b - 
ginniDg operations he was worth, at the 
lowest estimate, $1,030,070, and was known 
as the greatest whisky magnate iu the W st, 
while his influence in the politics of .South­
ern Ohio :s felt aud rr -ognized. His stoiy 
is almost a romance of succ ss.

JOHI IN AMERICA.

The Chinese Companies ef Nan Fmn- 
elsee Discourage Further I mini* ra ­
tios.

[From the San Francisco Balletic.]
The Chinese Six Companies, of this city, 

ie a combination which possesses considera­
ble authority here and in China. Shortly 
after the arrival of the last steamer from 
that country, the leading men of the asscia- 
tion here, seeing about thirteen hundred of 
their countrymen landing, called a meetiug, 
at which a circular was prepared, setting 
forth the reasons why Chinamen and China­
women should cease emigrating to this 
country. Copies of this circular will be 
posted in all the principal towns and cities 
of the empire, for the information of all 
classes.

It is a long document, but the substance 
of it is that California and the adjoining 
States are not what they formerly were, so 
far as the facilities for making money are 
concerned; that very few Chinamen can ob­
tain more than a bare subsistence, and that 
only the merchants are able to accumulate 
riches. The opinion prevails generally in 
China that the placer mines of this State 
afford a good field for the labors of the im­
migrant. The circular states that these 
mines do not pay any longer, as a general 
thing, aud that if Chinese miners chance to 
make money in them there is great danger 
that they will be robbed ot their earnings 
and driven out of their mines by thieves and 
robbers. They say their people are not 
respected, but are put down to the level of 
cattle and horses; they are in constant 
danger of violence, aud suffer ill usage iu 
every part of the State.

They say of the threats of riot aDd blood­
shed, that they consider most of them as 
idle talk, but would not do anything to 
provoke an attempt to execute them. The 
condition of the people is described; that 
thousands of them are without work, can' 
get none, and are destitute of the necessaries 
of life; that the merchants have extended 
temporary relief to Borne, but that all can 
not be aided. For these aud other reasons

Natchitoches is waking up to the neces­
sity of railroads. The Xeics reports a meet­
ing there a few days ago:

The object of this meeting was to take 
into consideration measures to aid in the 
construction of the Red River Valley Rail­
road, as a branch of the New Orleans, Baton 
Rouge and Vicksburg road. Two proposi­
tions were to be submitted to the people of 
this parish in furtherance of this object. 
One to give a bonus ot $1C ),003 to the road, 
without expectation of any return, save the 
natural advantages to arise from the road in 
the increased value of property, etc.; the 
other to subscribe to the stock of the com­
pany to the amount of $200,CD0. The Police 
Jury are to issue interest bearing bonds of 
the parish lor said amounts, payable at a 
certain time, and submit the question to the 
people for ratification or rejection.

A committee was finally appointed to 
ascertain the views ot the directors of the 
New Orleans, Baton Rouge and Vicksburg 
Railroad, in reference to this branch, and 
particularly what proposition would be ac­
ceptable in view of the road passing through 
Natcuitoches.

Another company proposes to build the 
road free of any expense whatever to the 
people if the right of way is given them, 
allowing those citizens who may feel so dis­
posed, to subscribe to the capital stock of 
the compauy.

The Secretary of War of the Fenian Re­
public, whose headquarters are iu New 
York, upon being presented with a dis­
patch, WH3 obliged to borrow money to pav 
charges, there not being money enough in 
government treasury to liquidate the obli­
gation. This dispatch was from Canada 
and announced the withdrawal of the 
Fenian army to a regime of safety.

We learn this from a St. Paul dispatch:
A Pembina letter says that at a recent 

meeting of returned buffalo hunters at 
White Horse Plains, it was agreed to re­
linquish their usual summer journey in the 
plains, and to enroll under the banner of 
Reill in defense oi their country from Cana­
dian invaders, it the provisional government 
should decide on resistance, aud that fur­
ther, they had declared their determination 
to oppose the advance of the Canadian ex­
pedition beyond the Lake of the Woods. 
The correspondent thinks there is no doubt 
that they will put this resolution in execu­
tion, and that if the Dominion persists in 
sending an invading force into that country, 
the Red river people will leject the Maiu- 
taba bill, and strike for independence. They 
wduld be satisfied with the provisions of the 
bill in the main, but they will not accept 
the interference of the sword, nor will they 
surrender Reill and the provisional govern­
ment, to whom they are indebted for their 
release from the despotic sway of a military 
power.
