$480, which he divided into eight claims of 
SCO each, and obtainedJudgment thereon 
before Justice Preval. Upon an application 
for a mandamus to allow an appeal to the 
Supreme Court, Judge Martin decided that 
an appeal would lie.

Judge Dibble said that for the purpose of 
the rule the allegations in the petition must 
be considered as true, and that injunctions 
must lie until dissolved regularly with bond, 
in each case, of $500.

B is fc a s i t U a Treat B i t  Wife.
Early in life—just after the publication of 
Pickwick” —Mr. Dickens married the 

daughter of Mr. George Hogarth, the author 
ahd critic. He separated from her in 1858, 
and as the event called forth a great deal of 
ill-natured comment, the following letter 
was written for the purpose of being shown 
to the public:

“ My De a e---- : Mrs, Dickens and I have
lived unhappily together for many years. 
Hardly any one who has kbown us intimate­
ly can fail to have known that we are, in all 
respects of character and temperament, 
wonderfully unsulted to each other. I 
suppose that no two people, not vicious in 
themselves, ever were joined together who 
had greater difficulty in understanding one 
another, or who had less in common. An 
attached woman servant (more friends to 
both of us than a servant), who lived with 
us sixteen years, and is now mimed, and 
who was, and still is, In Mrs/ Diekens’ Confi­
dence and mine, who had the closest fa­
miliar experience of this unhappiness in 
London, in the country, in France, in Italy, 
wherever we have been, year after year, 
month after month, week after week, day 
after day, will bear testimony to this.

“Nothing has, on many occasions, stood 
between us and a separation but Mrs. 
Dickens’ sister, Georgine Hogarth. From 
the age of fifteen she has devoied herself to 
oaf house slid children. She has been their 
playmate, nurse^ instructress, friend, pro­
tectress, adviser and companion. In the 
manly consideration toward Mrs. Dickens, 
which I owe to my wife, I will merely re­
mark of her that the peculiarity of her 
obaraoter has thrown all the care of her 
children on some one else. I do not know—
I can not by any streteh of fancy imagine— 
what would have become of them but for 
this aunt, who has .groffn up with them, to 
whom they afe devoted, and who has sacri­
ficed the best part of her youth and life to

^ “She has remonstrated, reasoned, suf­
fered, and toiled, and come again to prevent 
a separation between Mrs. Dickens and me. 
Mrs. Dickens has often expressed to her her 
Bense of her affectionate care and devotion 
in .the house—never more strongly than in 
the last twelve months. ,

“ For some time past, Mrs. Dickens has 
been in the habit of representing to me that 
it would be better for her to go away and 
live apart; that her always increasing es­
trangement made a mental disorder under 
which she sometimes labors; more, that she 
felt herself unfit for the life she had to lead 
as my wife, and that she would be far better 
away. I have uniformly replied that Bbe 
must bear onr misfortune and fight the fight 
ont totheend; that the children were the 
first consideration, and that I feared they 
most bind us together ‘in appearance.’

“At length, within these three weeks, it 
was suggested to me by Forster, that even 
for their sakes, it would be better to recon­
struct and rearrange the unhappy home. I 
empowered him to treat with Mrs. Dickens 
as the friend of both ol us for one and 
twenty years. Mrs. Dickens wished to add, 
on her part, Mark Lemon, and did so. On 
B aturday last Lemon wrote to Forster that 
Mrs. Dickens ’gratefully and thankfully ac­
cepted’ the terms 1 proposed to her. Of the 
pecuniary part of them, I will say that they 
are as generous as if Mrs. Dickens were 
lady ot distinetion and l a man of fortune.

•* rhe remaining parte of them are easily 
described; my eldest boy to live with Mrs. 
Dickens, and to take care of her: my eldest 
girl to keep my house; both my girls and all 
my children but my eldest son to live with 
me in continued companionship of their 
Aunt Georgine, for whom they have all the 
tenderest affection* that I have ever seen 

i among young people, and who has a higher 
claim (as I have often declared for many 
years) upon my affection, respect and grati­
tude than anybody in this ijorld.

“I hope that no one who may become ac­
quainted with what I write here can possibly 
be so cruel and unjust ts to put any miscon­
struction on our separation so far. My aider 
children all understand it perfectly, and ail 
accept it as inevitable.

“There is not a shadow of doubt or con 
cealment among us. My eldest son and I 
are one as to it all. .

"Two wicked persons, who should have 
spokefi very different of me, in.considera- 
tion of earned respect and gratitude, have 
(as I am told, and, indeed, to my personal 
knowledge), Coupled with this separation 
the name of a young lady for whom I have 
a great attachment and regard. I will not 
repeat the name—I honor it too much, 
Upon my soul and honor, there is not on 
this earth a more virtuous and spotless 
creature than that young lady. I know her 
to be innocent and pure, and as good as my 
my own daughters. . . „

“Further, I am quite sure that Mrs. 
Dickens, having received this assurance 
from me, must now believe it, in the respect 
1 know her to have for me, and in the per­
fect confidence I know her, in her better 
moments, to repose in my truthfulness.

“On this head, again, there is not 
shadow of doubt or concealment between 
my children and me. All is open and plain

With no 
perceptible effort she filled the building 
with her dear tones, and flung out the final 
notes over instrumental chorus, and all as 
no other probably could do it. There was 
genuine enthusiasm all through the build­
ing, the audience insisting again and again 
on a repetition. ______
