I mprovements.—A force of workmen, 
under the direction of Mr. William Pease, 
the competent Ward Superintendent of 
Streets and Landings, in the Fifth District, 
is now busily engaged in renewing the 
bridges and crossings of the front street of 
Algiers. The improvement is as welcome 
as it was needed; for notwitstandiDg the 
very large sums constantly absorbed by the 
“ syndic’s department,” under the reign of 
the late police jury, the public ways in every 
portion of ihe district were miserably neg­
lected, except in one greatly favored but 
very circumscribed locality. Under General 
West’s thorough and energetic administra­
tion of his department, the taxpayers of the 
Fifth District will have the satisfaction of 
knowiog that all the city lumber will be 
expended in the public work ot the city, 
and not mainly (as during the last two 
years), in’fitting up and improving the pro­
perty of public officials.

Recorder Dumont’s Court—Fifth Dis­
trict (Algiers).—Cases of ‘‘drunks’’ seldom 
abound in this court. As a rule, coffee­
houses close at an early hour, and although 
Algiers is now proudly a part ©f New Or­
leans, the newness is yet on it, so that the 
bibulants are not fully awake to their 
privileges; hence they have not, so far, 
adopted the habit of keeping it up “tfll 
daylight doth appear.” The only caee to 
report is that of Samuel Ford, who orna­
mented his “drunk” by some jovial sky­
larking with the officer who arrested him, 
and thrfn intensified it by resisting his cap- 
tor pugnis et' calcibus. He discovered that 
the cost of these freaks of fancy was ten 
dollar’s fine.

That “the course of true love never doth 
run smooth” was realized, with new eeenery, 
properties, decorations and effects, by Fer- 
bois Belite and Maria Furman. Usually 
the “smooth” is interrupted by some harsh 
parient or obdurate guardian. But with 
the pair of turtle doves whose fate is here 
recorded, the trouble arose from a  “tiff” 
between themselves, originating in the 
“green-eyed what’s-its-name.”

They “met in madness, find in guilt they 
parted,” a swelled face and distinctly defined 
black eye being the sequence. All this was 
unpoetically charged as disturbing the 
peace, with the prosaic result of a five dol­
lars’ fine for each. “Sweet are the nses of 
adversity,” says Shakespeare, and the pair 
proved it by going off better friends than 
ever.

Zeal and Order.—It may be doubted if 
any church" can be found in the city or 
suburbs, more quiet and orderly during 
service than is the Recorder’s court in the 
Fifth District (Algiers) during business 
hours. The place ia generally crowded in 
that portion allotted to the accommodation 
of spectators, frequently with an element 
incongruous and antagonistic. But how- 
.ever crowded, or inwardly discordant, no 
outward manifestation ever disturbs the 
“ religious silence ” that pervades the at­
tendant crowd. This is the good result of 
the zeal with which the orders of the Re­
corder are carried out by Patrolman P. 
McKenna, who i3 detailed as executive 
officer of the court. Even after adjourn­
ment, the zeal of officer McKenna impels 
him to insist that the dignity of the place 
must always be respected. This sometimes 
leads to complications with the young and 
gushing custodian, Carter, whose exuber­
ance of youthful spirits occasionally betrays 
him into relieving his feelings by a pas seul 
on the back gallery, “When evening’s shades 
draw nigh.” Then the officer talks to him 
“ like a Dutch uncle,” and the result is 
always in his (the officer’s not the uncle’s) 
favor. Long may McKenna flourish, for no 
more zdalous spirit, nor more kind heart is 
to be found on the “force.”

Aid to the New Catholic Church in 
Algiers.—Among the several efforts to in­
crease the building fund of the new Cath­
olic church in Algiers, none have been so 
successful or produced so large an accession 
to the church treasury as the fair recently 
held by the colored portion of the Catholic 
communion in the Fifth District. The ar­
rangements were admirably made, and the 
attendance was very large daring the three 
nights the fair continued, a great number 
of persons from the city being night ly vis­
itors. It is understood that a similar enter- 
prize will be arranged in a short time, which 
will, no doubt, be equally successful.

The Algiers Schools,—In the reports of 
the examinations of the New Orleans public 
schools, it has been stated by more than 
one paper that the late Police Jury
of Algiers had experimented in the
mixture of colors in the various pub­
lic schools of the then parish. This
This is incorrect, inasmuch as the Police 
Jury had nothing whatever to do with the 
public schools. The entire government and 
control of these schools and the administra­
tion of the funds for their support, were 
vested in a board of administrators, who 
were not nccessari’y members of the Police 
Jury. ____________ _

quite Unexpected.—During Thursday 
night Captain Ludecke, residing at No. 466 
Annunciation street, was aroused from his 
blissful dreams by unusual sounds in his 
yard, and as he has great regard for the 
little clothing belonging to the family, 
stepped out to inquire into what was 
progressing. He discovered a man hugging 
a bundle of linen, but was unable to arrest 
his steps, until the fellow had reached the 
banquette. Ludecke’s paseion was up, and 
thoughtless of his toilet, rushed into the 
Etreet to pursue the clothes-line ravisher. 
A short skirmish and a brief run cornered 
the culprit, just as he was climbing a fence 
to escape. One of his feet, shoeless, fortu­
nately became fastened between the pickets, 
and there he hnDg until his captor returned 
home and dressed, but an officer was left be 
side the thief to keep him prisoner.

When Ludeke was ready to take things 
coolly he was a little surprised to see that 
the fellow wore a police uniform and proved 
to be G. B. Williams, patrolman on that 
beat. Accused was marched, barefooted, 
over to the Sixth Precinct Stationhonse and 
locked up. Williams was recommended to

the Police "Board by a prdmlhent citizen, 
and had obtained a number.eniy a few days 
ago. He was, yesterday, taken before Re­
corder Weber, and released on bonds to ap­
pear on the twenty-first and explain away 
hia singular conduct, if he car. It seems 
that bad men will creep into police uniforms 
as well as wolves will assume sheep’s cloth­
ing to serve in the pulpit.

Tried  District.—We understand that 
prominent citizens of the Third District 
contemplate holding a mass meeting on 
Thursday or Friday next for the purpose of 
urging tbe present city administration to do 
something in behalf of this portion of tbe 
city. They complain of the Levee Street Rail­
road not complying with their contract with 
the city to complete their road from Canal 
street to the Barracks, and their pretending 
to be obstructed by the 'cotton presses, 
while tbe city has full power to make way 
for progress and public necessity. They 
further complain that there is not a single 
road in passable condition beyond Elysian 
Fields; that the roads to the battle ground, 
to the Barracks, Union cemeteries and the 
slaughterhouse are impassable, and that tbe 
citizens of the Third District are entitled at 
least to one good road.

Yesterday morning Mr. C. A. Weed, of the 
Times newspaper, accompanied by his coun­
sel, C. Roeelius and W. H. Hunt, appeared 
before United States Commissioner D. Ur­
ban, Esq., to answer a charge of violating 
the civil rights bill and the fourteenth and 
fifteenth amendments of the constitution of 
the United Statee, as set forth in an affida­
vit by G. Stafford, which haa been hereto­
fore published.

Governor Wurmoth, Lieutenant Governor 
Dunn, and a Dumber of other persons, ap­
peared as witnesses. Mr. Disney, chief ed­
itor of the ■ Times, and Judge Walker, 
both gave their testimony to the effect 
that the articles that have lately appeared 
in the Times, which have been construed 
as inimical to the butchers, were not written 
by Mr. Weed, nor even seen by him prior to 
their publication. The testimony tended 
to show that, in the opinion of several wit­
nesses, Mr. Weed was a large stockholder 
in the Slaughterhouse Company, and was a 
director therein. The examination of the 
witnesses occupied seven hours, and the 
office of the Commissioner was densely 
crowed with interested spectators. At 
eight o’clock last evening tne further con­
sideration of the case was postponed until 
ten o’clock this m orning.

T k e  W a r e e r  U lToree Case.
B. Rix Warner vs. Mary Ann Hinckley.— 

In the Eighth District Court Judge Cooley 
presided yesterday, and disposed ot the 
famous divorce case of B. Rix Warner 
against his wife. The decision was neces­
sarily delivered in such language as pre­
cludes its publication, and was the occasion 
of much merriment to the spectators in the 
lobby. The judgment was against the appli­
cation for a divorce, the judge holding that 
the husband had been as sinful and as much 
to blame as the wife. Petltiou dismissed. 
F. Earhart attorney for the plaintiff, and A. 
P. Field tor the defense.

T h e  J a e k u *  B a l lro a d  Case.
In this case yesterday, before Judge 

Dibble, of the Eighth District Court, Mr. 
Simonds made a motion for a suspensive 
appeal in the name of G. T. Beauregard, 
president and stockholder, and C. Fellows, 
stockholder. Judge Dibole said that, as 
regards the claim of General Beauregard to 
an appeal, the Supreme Court of Louisiana 
had settled that matter in the case ot James 
P. Sullivan et als. vs. th6 old Board of 
School Directors. Mr. Simonds read the 
decision alluded to by Judge Dibble, and 
contended that it did not apply. The court 
said it was a parallel case, and that so far as 
General Beauregard, as president, was con­
cerned, it could not grant an appeal. It 
had examined the case closely, and could 
not see how it could grant an appeal in the 
case of the president.

The Judge cited the late ca=e of the City 
Council, in which the Cenncllmen had held 
that they were interested in the revenues of 
the city. Mr. Simonds said that was a case 
of a political corporation, and this of a 
private corporation. He called’ the atten­
tion of the court to the suspensive appeal it 
had granted in the case of the Drainage 
Commissioners. Judge Dibble replied that 
in that case he was satisfied he had made 
a mistake, and he was certain the Supreme 
Court would say so.

Mr. Simonds then went on to cite authori­
ties. He cited the case of Hero vs. Pitot. 
The court held that the case was not anal- 
agous; that General Beauregard did not 
have a monetary interest in common with 
the other parties to tbe suit, on account of 
being a director—he received his salary as 
president. He cited the case of State vs. 
Hackett. and argued that certain clauses in 
the affidavit filed by General Beauregard, 
entitled the directors $o an appeal—all pos­
sessing stock to a greater amount than $500. 
He thought it was an extraordinary case if 
the directors were not interested in seeing 
their road protected.

Mr. Simonds closed by stating that he de­
sired that the court should hold up the exe­
cution in case it deciued that an appeal did 
not lie, so that the defendants might apply 
to the Supreme Court of the State for re­
lief.

Tne court, at the close, ruled that the mo­
tion of appeal must be overruled, because 
the case wa3 not appealable, there being no 
amount above $500 in dispute,

Mr. Semmes, at this juncture, filed a mo­
tion asking that executory process issue at 
once, which was ordered by the court to be 
entered.

After the entering of the order of court 
refusing the appeal and the order of execu- 
toryprocess, Judge Campbell, who had re­
mained silent up to this moment, rose and 
said he desired to file a petition under the 
twentv fifth section of the judiciary act, and 
to make an application for a writ ot error to 
the Supreme Court of the United States, to 
act as a supersedeas.

Judge Dibble did not think the writ of 
error would lie to the United States Supreme 
Court.

Judge Campbell replied that he could fur­
nish authorities sufficient to satisfy the 
court.

Judge Dibble reiterated that he did not 
think the writ would lie.

Judge Campbell cited the celebrated case 
of Cohen3 vs. the State of Virginia, where 
the appeal was taken direct to the United 
States Supreme Court from the lowest court 
in the commonwealth.

Mr. Semmes conceded the position taken 
by Jndge Campbell, but* it was to be shown 
whether the case, as at present situated, j

was one In which a writ of error would lie. 
He did not think a writ of. error could he 
applied for until the matter had been finally 
disposed of before the Supreme Court of the 
State.

Judge Campbell replied that they had 
taken good care to see that the writ of error 
would ne.

Judge Dibble said the position assumed 
by Mr. Semmes was the correct one, aud 
that the defendants must first exhaust tbe 
remedies allowed them by the law of thtf 
State, that of applying to the Supreme Coart 
of the State for a mandamus to compel him 
to grant the appeal.

Continuing, Judge Dibble said, addressing 
Judge Campbell, that, if he would file a 
written motion waiving bis right to appeal 
to the State Supreme Court, the court 
would consider and pass upon the motion 
for the writ of error.

Judge Campbell replied ; “I will do no 
such thing, sir.”

Judge Dibble then Baid he would sot 
allow the writ of error. Some little discus­
sion here arose as to the manner in which 
the rulmgs of the court should be entered 
in tbe minutes, Mr. Semmes suggesting 
that it should be in the precise words of the 
court, aad not in the words suggested by 
Judge Campbell.

Judue Campbell, addressing Judge Dibble, 
said: ~“Yery well, fix it as you please, only 
I wish it shown that we have asked that 
citation and writ of error shall issue, acting 
as a supersedeas,”

Mr. Semmes said that as tbe case at 
issue was a quo warranto to inquire into 
the right of office in a State that it coaid 
not be taken to the United States Su­
preme Court. Judge Campbell replied 
that that question would be passed upon 
elsewhere. Continnlng, he said his object 
was to apply to one of the Judges of the 
Supreme Court, and he wished it to appear 
upon the written petition he had filed (inde­
pendent of the records of the court) that he 
had applied to this court for the writ, and 
that it had been refnsed.

Judge Dibble here took the petition and 
informed Judge Campbell that he would 
write across the back his reasons for refus­
ing to allow the writ, and return it to-mor­
row morning, as he bad been summoned 
as a witness before tbe United States Court.

The counsel for Mr. McComb then pro­
cured the necessary papers to authorize 
the Sheriff to place their clients in posses­
sion.
