The New York Standard furnishes some 
interesting facts about the parties in the re- 
cent great wedding in Wash’ngton:

The widow of the late General Griffin,Jone 
of the most skillful battery commanders in 
the United States army, has become a  bar­
oness by marriage, not a countess, as am 
uoonced by the Associated Press. On Mon­
day last, in the presence of the highest offi­
cers of the Federal Government and the 
representatives of the great powers, u f e  
Sal he Carroll Gnffin was joined la wedlock 
to Baron Maximillian Eater hazy, secretary 
of the Austrian Legation, and descendant, 
on his mother's side, of Josepn Maximillian, 
King of Bavaria, who was born 1756, crowned 
1799, and died in 1825. On his father’s side, 
Baron Esterbazy belongs to a noble family 
of Hungary, the best known of whom are 
Paul IV, Eaterhazy de Galantha, a general 
and literary savant, 1635-1713. His grand­
son, Nicholas Joseph, a great patron of 
arts and music, founder of the school 
in which Haydn Plegei, among others, were 
tormed, 1714-1790. Nicholas, Prince D’Es- 
terhazy de Galantha, distinguished as a 
field-marshal and foreign embassador, 1765- 
1833. The Baron is a nephew of the Prince 
last named, and a cousin of the late Ant- 
trisn invader of the neighboring republic 
of Mexico. It is a fact in history, made in­
teresting bvthe marriage herewith recorded* 
that, in 1866-67, ̂ General Griffia was com­
manding in the Gulf, and was fully in sym­
pathy with those in the army who desired 
the armed intervention of the United States 
in behalf of the Mexican people, in order 
that they might be marched against Maxi­
milian and drive him from the continent. 
Their desires were not seconded by the sa­
gacious statesman who then presided over 
the affairs of state. Had this been heeded, 
General Griffin might have escaped death by 
yellow fever in Galveston, and his charming 
wife never would have become Baroness ana 
cousin, by marriage, of the tyrant whom 
her first husband, the General, hated as 
such.

After remaining about half an hour thev 
rode off on the Denton road, and vanished ia 
the night. Soon after this display, being en­
couraged by tbe demonstration, Mr. Bing­
ham, edttar of the McKinney Enquirer, tak­
ing offense at some articles published in the 
Messenger, defending Judge Bowlby, the 
County Treasurer, against tbe harsh and 
personal assaults of Bingham, entered the 
back door of the postoffice, and attacked 
Mr. Thomas with a blacksmith’s hammer. 
He struck two severe blows, bruising Mr. 
Thomas on the arm and body, before he was 
stopped by the interference of bystanders. 
The cowardly assaulter was brought before 
the Mayor, tried by a Ku-Klux jury, and 
fined two dollars and fifty cents.

sins and murderers, that an assault with a 
deadly weapon on the life of a Republican 
will cost the aggressor, if he fails, two dpi 
lars and a halt.

The Colored Cadets,
The following is from the West Point 

correspondence of the New York World:
It was told to me before 1 came here that 

there had been a great discussion in the 
newspapers about certain colored cadets ap­
pointed to the Uafited States Military 
Academy; that tbe black boys, having ar­
rived here, were being subjected to terrible 
torments on account of their coloi,atthe 
hands of the white cadets; and vaguely 
that this thing was a shame, a disgrace, 
and an abomination in the sight of the 
American people. I do not say that it is 
not, though the abomination is not swiftly 
apparent to tbe casual visitor. It was only 
after some inquiry this morning that I was 
able to learn anything about the negro ca 
dets—who, by tbe way, have not yet become 
cadets. One of them, a yellow boy with 
a visage resembling in the variety of its 
hues a cake of ca9tile soap, is J. W. Smith. 
The other, a darkey of unmixed blood, 
is Michael Howard. Smith is eighteen or 
nineteen years old; Hewara about 
teventeen. Howard is smaller than Smith, 
and of pleasing appearance. They are both 
studying and reciting their lessons prepara­
tory to the preliminary examination toward 
the last of this month, which, some say, 
Howard is not educated enough to stand. 
It is highly, probable, however, that both 
will pass the examination, and be admitted 
as new cadets. They are being well coached, 
and there is a disposition among the facalty 
to treat them with tbe utmost leniency. 
Instructions have been given to the cadets 
that these colored boys are not in any to be 
maltreated or imposed on—instructions

Dickens survives her husband. She has 
lived apart from him, comfortably main­
tained .from his meaus, for many years. 
Mr. Dickens had buried several children, 
and leaves two daughters—one married to 
Mr. Charles Collins, brother of Wilkie Col­
lins, the novelist, and one unmarried—and 
several sons, the eldest married and already 
dabbling in literature; one in Australia, one 
in the navy, and one winning high honors 
in the university. Miss Hogarth, a sister 
of bis wife, and a lady of great strength, 
beauty and purity-of character, has give u 
her life to the care of the family, and was 
with Mr. Dickens at Gad’s Hill at the time 
of his death.

“ Of his many friends, perhaps the most in­
timate was Mr. John Forster, the biographer 
of Goldsmith and Lander, to whom Mr. 
Dickens dedicated the last edition of bis 
works; and it seems lixely that upon Mr. 
Forster will devolve the duty of writing the 
life of his friend. The great humorist had 
many personal friends in this1- country, 
though in his recent visit his exhaustive la-i 
bors as a reader made 6uch demands upon1 
his time and attention that he was able to 
enter very few private houses during bis 
whole stay. He was an intimate friend dfi 
Mr. Fechter, and the mail by the lgst steam-4 
er brought a letter from Mr. Dickens tof 
the tragedian.”

T h e  Os Km  T r a S t .
We copy the following from the St. Louis 

Republican, only suggesting at this time 
that New Orleans merchants should promote, 
to the full extent of their ability, the im­
portation of coffee, so that the Crescent City 
may control ths coffee trade of the Missis­
sippi Valley:

The Mobile Register ot a late date, com­
menting upon facilities afforded in that part 
for direct importation of coffee, says:

Freights from Rio de Janeiro to Mobile 
are as low as to any other United States 
port, and there being as yet, no middle men 
to buy the cargo a n f  maze their profits in 
distributing to smaller dealers, these latter 
here hay direct from tbe importer, and can, 
therefore, afford to sell more cheaply to the 
consumer than those who purchase from 
the regular jobbers iu other markets. Our 
importers enjoy facilities equal to the most 
favored elsewhere, aud in every particular 
lay down coffee here as low as it can be done 
elsewhere.

In the year ending August 31,1868, the 
imports of coffee into Mobile, in all, were 
19 663 bags, of which only about one-half, 
or 9TOO bags, came direct. In 133? the re­
ceipts were 30,942 bags, of which 21,351 
bags came direct. The present year, ending 
first September next, the total imports will 
probably reach 44,000 bags, of which the 
direct imports landed and eold here will be 
in round numbers 32,000 bags. It will be 
seen that our importations, while increased 
from 9700 bags in 1867-68 to 32,000 bags in 
1869-70, have not yet reached the demands 
of our market, though the deficit is being 
rapidly overcome, thus effectually dispelling 
any apprehension of overstocking a market 
so favorably situa’ed tor distributing an at- 
tic's which is of universal consumption. 
The above figures do not embrace two car­
goes of 7500 bags shipped from Rio to this 
port, which were sent round to New Or­
leans because of the higher prices ruling 
there.

This statement of the growing trade cf 
Mobile, flattering as it is, bears the impress 
of reliability, and we commend to the gro 
cers of our city a cardful investigation of 
the relative merits of Mobile as a point of 
receipt of cargoes from Rio, and of purchases 
of snch cargoes imported at the Gulf'city. 
That city is not only nearer to ns than the 
Atlantic coast cities, but the rate of freight 
upon coffee thence by all rail is only thirty- 
eight cents per hundred pounds, against 
seventy-four oents from New York. Ocean 
carriage being the same to the two points, 
an advantage ts at once gained in cheaper 
rail freights as well as in lower port acd 
cartage charges, and in less time of transit.

Beyond this, there are strong reasons for 
the cultivation of tbe most intimate rela­
tions with any importing Gulf cities. While 
St. Louis owes much to the energies of its 
merchants, the direct canseof its prosperity 
is the position it holds as a distributing 
market of Western produce to Southern 
consumers. To increase this freight trade 
expenditures need to be reduced to the 
narrowest limits, and this can only be done 
by reciprocal cargoes, and with return car­
loads of coffee, sugar, etc., freights upon 
out going carloads of -corn, provisions, etc., 
are most readily lowered- Thus, then, both 
direct and indirect interests shoald induce 
our merchants to stimulate coffee and other 
importations at Mobile.

Funeral o f Charles S ickens.
L ondon, June 14.—At 6ix o’clock this 

morning the remains of Charles Dickens 
were conveyed from his residence at Gads- 
hill, by train, to Charing Cross Station. 
There they waited a plain hearee, without 
the usn&l English trappings, and three plain 
coaches.

In the first coach were placed the children 
of the deceased, Charles and Harry Dickens, 
Miss Dickens, acd Mrs. Charles Collins. In. 
the second were Miss Hogarth, sister-in- 
law, and Mrs. Austin, sister of Mr. Dickens, 
Mrs. Charles Dickens, Jr., and John Forster.

In the third coach were Frank Beard, 
Charles Collins, Mr. Owery, Wilkie Collins, 
and Edmund Dickens. The entire party 
was attired in deep but simple mourning, 
without bands or scarfs.

There was no crowd at the ChariDg Cross 
Station, and the procession was driven at 
once to Westminster Abbey.

The remains were received by Dean Stan­
ley and other officials, and placed in the 

oet’a comer, at tbe foot of Handel, and at 
he head of Sheridan, with Macaulay and 

Cumbert on either side.
The usual flowers were strewn upon the 

bier.
Dean Stanley read the burial service. The 

coffin was deposited in its final resting place 
and the funeral ot Dickens was ended. 
Upon the coffin plate was inscribed the 
words, “Charles Dickens. Born February 
, 181?. Died June 9, 1870.”
Thousands of oitizens have crowded to the 

Abbey during the day, to view the «epot 
where the great novelist rests.

A dispatch from Omaha, says:
On Tuesday the express train going east 

on the Union Pacific railroad, when about 
three miles we3t of O'Gallaha station, ran 
into and killed several ponies belonging to 
a party of Indians camped in the vicinity. 
The Indians immediately commenced to fire 
on the passing train, and fire was returned 
from the baggage car.
